It all the farmers in the cotton
States will raise all the things
mentioned instead of raising
nothing but cotton, expecting to
buy everything they need, they
will keep a vast amount of money
from going out of the country and
the acreage ol cotton will be de.
creased. The ery of overproduction
of cotton will no longer be heard,

and  we will get living prices tor
it.  So long as the people of one
part raise only wheat, of another
part raise only corn, ol another
lonly cotton.ete., the ratlroads and
merchants will et the big end

ol the profils

on eotton alone nor wheat alone |
nor pork alone. It we raise all
these we wiil save [reight and
profits made by merchants, ete..
ek this is no small savine
Suppose every larmer in the
cotton  States should begin next
vear  and o plant  enough  land
incorn 1o make all he needs tor
bread  amd  all his  stock. in
cluding hozs enough to at least
make meat for his own use ; low
Land in oats, sorghum and other

Kinds of hay to keep his horses
and milk caws in good condition
all the year. Remember, the rent
er <hould have milk Oy
chards large enough to make plen-
ty ol fruit for land owner and
tenants, fresh, canned and dried :
a spot of the best land for gar-
dens und potatoes : plant  such
ot her Crops as vou
raise : lastly, plant the remaind
er of vour land in cotton.  This
plan will insure a zood living for
evervhody that will work, and |
helieve we would get as much for
the cotton raised as when nearly
all the Land was planted in cotton.
