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THE BELLINGER TRIAL,

The Case Heard Before Judgoe Cothiran aud
® Jury In Charleston.-Synopsis of tho
Evidence- The Result,

The trial of Dr. A. N. Bellinger for
the killing of Stepliney Riley on the
find Ucwger last, was rml before Judge
Cothian in Charleston last weoek, com-
mencing on Tuesday, Solicitor Jer\rm'
appeurcd for the State, while the de-
fence was rc.pmsculcd by  Messrs,
Mitchell & Smith and the Hon., A, G.
Magrath.  Afier severnl challenges a
jury, composed of twelve white meu,
was empaneled and sworn.  The fivst
wilness for the State was D, Kinloch,
who simply deseribed the five wounds

—two in the head and three in the
body.
W. W. DeVeaux desevibed the en-

counter—or so mueh ol it as  he  snw,
Ie stated that Riley was adyvancing on
Dr. Bellinger with his head down “nd
his right arm  outstretehed, and  (hat
Dr. B, fived tive times lu]ndl\ . Riley

fell, and Dr, Bellinger walked ofl,

Yames Wells, t,ululml stated the eir-
cumstanees ot llw vnumulm', and swore
that after Dr. Bellinger fived twice
Riley fell, and that after he fell De.
Bellinger shot him three times.

Selina Cavter, colorved, deservibed the
ditliculty of the niglit before the Kill-
ing, but her account did  not greatly
difthr from Dr. Bellinger's, summariz-
ed below.  She saw only  two shots,
being in the honse, and then ;.;nl
Rﬂvvs[nslu] and raised the alaimn.
When she got to Riley he was dead.

Alexandor Williams, colored, stated
that he saw the wmor muf- cucounter,
and, atter  Dr, llo]lmgu‘ shot l.:It‘\'
twice he {wuncas) saw him standing
over Riley’s prostrate body, and firce
three times.

Joseph Cain festified to the encoun-

ter, and said he saw  Dr. Bellinger
“slai.g.;cr back”, and five, and (hat the
~Doctor fired twice into  Riley's Pros-

t\l ate body, and snapped his pistol alter
that,

Joseph Kennedy, colored, brought
out nothing new. e denicd that he
said betore the coroner that Dr. 13, ve-
treated from Riley into the middle of
the street, and then fired,

The State here closed its case.
Dr. AL N. Bellinger, the defendant,

was now sworn, le stated that on
the night belore the Killing he was in
the streets, attending to his regular
yrofessional business, and that when
1ic came to o point on Bull street, be-
tween Smith and Rutledee, he Weard
loud strokes of u whip, and cursing,
Ile said to the man (whom he found
to be Riley), “You ourht to be
ashumed of be nim_: that horse in that
manner; why don’t vou lead him on?”
Riley beeame angry and abused, cursed
defendant, flourished his wlnp, and
came on him with a knife in his had.
Defendant went  ofly leaving Riley
cursing and llllcltcmll"

The morning  ef the homicide, de-
fendant went on his usual rounds, by
no unusual route, and tearing violence
from Riley, put o pistol in his pocket.
He met Riley at the corner of Bull
and Smith strects.  He saw Riley with
his back to the fence, his arms akimbo
and legs stretched .qm.r tand glaring at
bim in this manner. As 1 aol opposite
to him he said: ©I took you for
gentleman, but I never made such o

mistake in my life; yvou are a d—d
white — — —.""  That wns prelty gal-
ling., T turned and 1T said: "lillm,

this thing has got to stop here.  You
cursed me shametully last night and
threatened me.  Now vou have got Lo
vetract this.” 1 said this in a voice
not londer than [ am talking in now.

Preseeving the same position, lie said:

I have got nothing to retract, and |
won't take back ::n_\'tll‘m_'.c,“ :uul he
said, “If you want to fight 1 ama
better man than vou are and T will
give vou h—L7 1 said: 1 dontt
want to fight, but voun have got to tnke
these llnn;_m b.lLk!" and he <aid *CG—d
d—n you, I will give you h—lanyhow,”’

and with that e made a rush at me,
and as | stepped back, having on low'

quartered shoes, my lum. tuened aud 1
stumbled oft’ the pavement and my hut
fell off. I then jumped back a couple
of steps into the streeet, and when |
looked again he (Riley) was coming at
me  with his knife in his b i, =0,
(Witness indicates! the position thits *

Head bent down, tue left wrm thrown
up as ashicld and the right hand with
the knife in it drawn back.)

Q. Wis the knite open?

AL Yes, open,

. =L¥ In which hand?

AL Right hand.

Q. Ml you lost -|(r1|f of him when
you stimbled?

A. Yes, my hat fell ofl and 1 lost
slght o1 him for & moment. 1 then
backed nearly to the middle of the
street, and he followed rushing at me
with his knife drawa so (indieating as
above)., [ then pulled out my pistol.
It wasa self-cocking pisiol, and 1 kept
pulling the teigger until he 1201 to the
gmmul I then picked un my hat,
wiped it with the tail of mv cout and
walked back to Capt. Dawson's house.

(After stating that he staried down
town to deliver himself up, init, after
going to Capt. Dawson’s house, he
turncd back, went home, and infor tnml

his wife of what had happr-ucd the
prisoner testified as follows:)
[Tow far was Riley from you

when f’(ﬂ‘l fired the first shot ?

can’t say how closs, but he
was very close,  You cannot make
very aceurate calculations under those
circumstances. 1 kopt backing and
kept pulling the trim.im' and running
backwards.  IHe rushed at me with
hig head bent down and a knife in his
hand.

Q. Where were you when yon fived
the first shot?

A. [ was about the ‘middle of the
strect, and I was back of that before |
stopped. I never removed my hand
from the trigger, I kept on fiving.

Q. Where wns he when yon fired
llw first shot?

. He was right on top of ne.

Q Was he advancing?

A. He was roshing at me. The
last shot that I fired T was o further
distance ofl, becanse I kept backing
and kept ﬂrmg

It you had not fired what would
he have done?

A. He would have eut my throat.
He cuuhl have teken me and held me
at arm's length and cut my throat. I
have not a8 much strength as when /
was 15, He could have held me off at
arndslenghthund I conldn’t have reach-
ed him by six inches.

What was his condition?

A, He was in o violent rage. He
cursed me, had threatened to Kill me
and 1 was simply defending my life.

Solicitor Jervey said he had no ques-
tions to ask the witness.

T, Doyle testifled that he saw
Dr. Bellinger and Riley out in the
streat. Dr. B. was retreating, and
lllluy was makin aner hlm with an

Lvon and A!L\nmlcr MoLoy lemiﬁcd
to the guod reputation and peaceable
character of the defendant,

Hugh Murreay testifiecd that he saw
Riley at the railvoad depot the morn-
iy alter the night fuss, and Riley told
him that he (lnlc\) had cursed Dr. I3.
about his interfercice with him, nid
hatd also threatened him,

J. G DeVeaux said e saw Dr. B,
retrenting fvom Riley, and then saw
four or five shots tired in vapid sue-
cession,

The evidence of Kennedy before the
coroner was put in, to contradict his
statement as to what he then said,
dJames Kelly and J, o [Lenphill
stated that they saw o tadked with
Bellinger about 9 o’clock on the wori-
ing ol the homicide, wd ho was in his
usual good humor—not excited.  (The
Killing oceured about cleven o'clock.)

'Phis closed the evidence, Mur. Smith
proposed to submit the ease withont
argument, but the Solicitor declined,

Arvguments  were then  made D
Judge Mageath, M. Mitehell and the
Solicitor.

On Thursday the ease wenl o the

Jury, after the charge of the Judye, Th »
vetived at 2,40, p.m. AL7 p.om, the
Judge told them that it they |;,rr(-|»al by
ten, he would receive theie yerdic
otherwise they could remain, AL that
hour they Bad made no sien, aud they
were locked up till next mornine,
THE RESULT,

On riday morning the Jury return-
ed into Courty saying that "it ‘was im-
possible for thew to agree on any ver-
dict. A mistrial was accordingly vn-
teved.  The jury stood cleven Tor ne-
quittal and oue for conviction ol -
slaughter,

The ervies of
the injured werve heard from  every
care Uhe feightened sprang from the
windows  wd straegeled  with  each
other to eseape from the rolling cars,
il the wails of puin were heard from
come who were held within the wreek,
Those who esenped uninjured  were
too wueh stactled for o tinie to render
assistaonee, "Then they began the res-
cue., A nessenger was sent to Cor-
nellsville for medieal assistnnee, and
inashort time o corps of physicians
were sent up on ao speeial teain, . The
injnred, after having  their  wonnds
dressed, were removed to the hotels at

Cornellsville,  where  they reccived
every attention that  conld  be  given

them by the vailrond company.  ‘The
wreek cansed great excitement nt Cor-
nellsviltle, amd for hours afterwards
people  hurvied to the scene of the
aceident. The teack was blockaded
and torn so badly that no treins got
through until thit atternoon,
