Mouses and Bridges Swept Away, Crops
Submerged and Parin Lands

Terribly Washed.

Not since the memorable flood of 1S;V2
has this section been visited liya great¬
er water fall than that of Monday night
and Tuesday, and the damage wrought
to crops, farm lands, roads and bridges
and railway property cannot be even

approximately estimated. The heavy
rain of Monday night, followed by the
unprecedented downpour Tuesday af¬
ternoon, caused all the streams to rise
rapidly and by 6 o'clock the high water
mark of over a half century standing
was broken and the greatest flood this
generation ever witnessed had things in
its grasp.
