Lake Toxaway dam, weakened by the
recent floods, broke tonight, sending
a great wall of water down the valley
toward Western South Carolina. No
lives thus far have been reported lost,
und warnings sent out from several
cities are believed to  have enabled |
most of the persons in the path of the
flood to reach safoety,

The lake, an artiticial body of water,
was crealed in 1902 by Eastern capi-
talists, It covers 550 acres to an aver-
age depth of thirty feet. The dam, an |
eight of a mile long and fifly l';-ol:
high, was completely destroyed. 'I'}mi
town of Lake Toxaway suffered only
minor damage, though the lake was
completely drained,
