@AS-LIME ASA FERTILIZER.

With the extension of gas-works,
even to quite small villages, there
is an incressing amount of so-called
“gas-lime;” and, taking the year
together, no other single question
comes to us so often, as, what is the
value of this product as a fertilizer ?
‘When fresh from the gas-house it
has an offensive odor, and so many
associate unpleasant smells with
fertilizers, that they frequently over-
*stimated this material. Wiien il-
Jominated gas is produced by heat-
ing bituminous coal in the retorts,
several impurities are mixed with
it, sulphor or compounds or sul-
phur among them. To remove these,
one part of the process, is to pass
the gas, on its way to the distri-
bating resecvoir, through boxes of
fresh-burned lime. The sulphur
unites with the lime, and forms
calcinm sulphide, formerly called
sulphide of calcium, or sulphuret of
lime, etc. When the lime ceases to
longer act efficiently, it is thrown
out, and fresh lime intreduced.
This refuse lime is constantly of-
fered to farme:s as a fertilizer, often
at a nominal price. Properly used
it may be as valuable as a mixture
of common lime with some land
plaster; improperly used it is pois
onous to plants, as many have

calcium sulphide. is exposed to the
air for a sufficient time, the sulphur
is oxidized to sulphuric or sulphu
rous acid, the calcium (or basic
metal of lime) is oxidized at the
same time into lime, and the union
of the two forms sulphate or sul-
puite of lime, or both. The sul-
phate of lime is the same as plas-
ter, gypsum or land plaster, so
muc¢h nsed as a fertilizer. The rest
of the -refuse is mainly common
slaked lime, though usually car-
bonated, making it just the same as
sir-slaked lime that has been sowne-
time exposed to the atmosphere.
It will thus be seen that while the

soils to be soon seeded, yet if it
be left sufficiently spread out, (bet-
ter under cover from rains, but not
absolutely essential), until disagree-
able odors have mainly passed
away, which may take place in
from two to six months, or longer,
the material is prebably about
equgl-to_common sir-slaked lime;

ble on soils where land plaster pro-

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SUNLIGHTIN STABLES.

We tried an experiment, some
years since, to test the effect of
absence of light upon a calf. We
had two deep red calves of the same
age (sixty days), one weighing 180
pounds and the other 182 pounds.

The other was confined in the same
amount of space, but in fall light,
and both were fed exactly alike for
the next three months. The object
was to test the effect of light upon
such a growing animal.
