Capt. Alfred Dreyfus is living a

quiet and retired life in a cosy little
suburban house in Paris. Every
day he may be seen on the streets of
Paris, in the Louvre and the great
libraries; yet no one recognies hin
because they do not know him.
Curiously enough he wears no dis-
guise. He has frequently brushed
elbows with Lis greatest enemies.
Not many days ago, for instance, an

officer who gave evidence against
hint at the famous Rennes trial
begged his pardon, unconscious of
the peretnality he was addressing.
These facts were told to the writer

by a gentleman, a great personal
friend of the much condemned man,
who pointed out the house occupied
by the famous prisoner of Devil's
Island, as we passed down a quiet
suburban thoroughfare of tLIe world's
ga) est city. He had had an inter.
view with Dreyfus that very week.
He found him writing at his desk as

unconcernedly as a retired banker,
determined to take life easy.
He explained that h.i accpc')tc,d the

"pardon," which many deelire he
should not have dotie, at t he sole
advice of his friends, and on tht'
understanding that, he could appeal
from the decision. This chane.' has
gone, now that the President has
proclaimed an amnesty for all con-
cerned.

Dreyfus, continued my friend, is
not, a sympathetic man at first. sight
-rather the other way. But. the
more you see of him--and I have
chtittedl with him soe,0 seven or

eight times during - the present.
year-t ho more you like him. After
eah conversatioin your opinion of
him iir .oves. Yon quickly dis-
cover this fact., that he views with
broad humanity the motives and acts
of the men who wade him curse the
hour of his birth a thousand times.
He acknowledged to me one day

that his natural inborn reserve had
made him many enemies.

"Until I met my wife," he once

said to me, "I never cared for thF
society of anybody. It. was wrong
but I never knew it util too late. I
sought no friends and aycqainitantttce
because I had not the inclinasti.[
and because my amb)ition to so'cened
made me careful of my time. The
hours devoted to friendly interc>1ur-
would be better spent in stdy ]
thought. When I jo)ined th- g..i
era] staff, for instaniuce, I masde niot
single call-just sent my card te
superiors and comrades alike. Ii
made lbad blood; they- thought nia
uncivib"'
