A CRUEL STEP MOTHER.

Habgas Corpus Proceedings In Which Sad
Faota sre Broaght to Light.

Some time ago the wife of Mr. Ber-
ley Cromer, of this county~ being
charged by her neighbors with cfuel
treatment of her step daughter, she
