URGE MODERATION.

Admit That ITigh Duties and Consequent |
High Prices Will Lestrict the Use of |
Woolens. |
Some of the severest criticisms not |

| pmist:
| Iam free to say the bill is far from eatisfac-
| tory to the woolen maaufacturers. The chief
| ftanlt is to be found with the raw wool duties,
| which are so high that cur manufacturers will
fnd themselves sorely embarrassed. It is true
lhe commitiee has provided compensatory
faties which are probably sufficient to offi
the duties on raw woo', but the difficulty w
\e, in my opinion, that the very considerable
Jerease in price which must be made to cover
] the additional cost of raw material will have
the effect of cutting down consumption to an
sxtent that will be disastrous to the manufac-
tarers. I do not contend tbat the rates on
woolen manufectures in the bill are not suffi-
tient to protect ns against too severe foreign
sompetition, but the limit of the consumer's
purchasing power must control him In buying
| &voolen manufactures, and I fear the rates of
| the new bill will véry materially restrict con-
sumption.

This is practically saging to Dingley,
Aldrich and the other servants of the
protected manufacturers at Washington:

“@Go slow with your high duties and
flon’t try to protect too muny. If you
let eversbody into the protection ring,
there will be nobedy outsige to prey
tipon aud we will have t6 prey upon
each otber. Don’t make the mistake of
taxing raw materials too high. We
{vounldn’t fmind it if we cotild éell cur
poods and charge the tax ovef to the
consumer. But when the tax is so high
that we have to make our prices alinost
ont of sight we have found that wé can-
pot sell 50 many goods, becaunse the peo-
ple cin't afford (¢ wear ¢lothes—that
is, wooléh clothes, which are the only
ones worth considering because they are
the only ones which we manufacture.
Our solicitude for the deat American
consumer is such that we do not wish
to compel him $o clothe himself in the

gkins of beasts; which aré néither fash-
ionable nor healthful. Let us not tax
bim to death. Eet us be reasonable aad
encourage him to live and’ to wear
clothes. By so doing wé can keep our
mills ronning and give employment td
American workingmen at American
wages, which, after all, is the chief ¢b-
ject aimed at by us protected manufuo-
torers.”’—Byron W. Holt.
