LYNCHED THZ CONSTABLE.

Crowd of Miners EReleased Tiis Prisoner
and Murdered the Officer.

The dead body of James Murray. consta-
ble at Jenny Lind, a coal-mining town in
Bebastian County, Arkansas, was found by
the roadside. It was at first supposed that
Murray had been murdered, but it has since
been established that the officer waslynched
by a mob of coal miners.

Constable Murray went toths Bonanza
to arrest a miner, Grant McBroom, for
whom he had a warrant. He captured
McBroom withont trouble and started with
hia prisoner for Jenny Lind about mid-
plght. This was the last seen ol Murray
alive.

The constable’s body was found next
morning. His hands were tied behind his
back and his neck was black and blus,
showing pla‘nly the imprint of a rope.
Blood oozea from a dozen bullet wounds in
the body and his clothing was torn into
shreds. The Coroner began an investiga-
tion, and it has been fully developed that
he was waylaid by a mob ot MeBroom's
friends composed of miners determined
upon resening the prisoner and that Mur-
ray was lynched, the body ent down and
placed by the roadside. MeBroom was re-

arrested. . —
HANGMAN'S NOOSE STAYED.

Murderer Threw Down Bible and Lighted
Clgarette at the News.

Puilip Hill, colored, who killed George
Lawrenco on Aonril 27, was to have been
bhanged at Pittsburg, Penn., at mnoon,
Wednesday. Iis lawyers raced to Harris-
burg with new evidenee, only to find that
Governor Hastings was in Iot Springs.
They hastenad there, but the Governor re-
fused to interfere. Then they hurried
hack to Pittsburz and got n writ ol error.
The attorneys for tha Sheriff advised that
the writ operated ae a stay,

Word was tnken to Hill fifteen minutes
before he was to have been hanged., He
was reading his Bible, bat he threw it aside
when told of the writ and lighted a cigar-
etto. The District Attorney f{s censuring
the Sheri for not going on with the hang-

ing.

Hill's father begzed money for his de-
fense from coal miners. Ho did not get as
much as he wanted and decided totry toin-
erease it by nlaying poker. He lost all.
The money Hill's lawyers are using now
was raised by his mother.

Wants Damages From a Liguor Dezler
Because of Her Husband's Death.

In Macon County, Missourl, is a woman
who believes in doing a ti¥ng thoroughly
when she does it at all.

Truitt liquor when he wanted it. The de-
tective had counted 214 drinks when Traitt
was killed, and now the widow has brought
suit against the saloonkeeper, asking dam-
ages for each instance in which herinjnne-
tion was violated, making the neat little
sum of $107,000 inall.

COT $200 AND WAS HANCED.

Execution of the Instrument of Vengeance
of Bcme Tennessee Miners.

At Clinton, Anderson County, Tenn.,
Mynatt Leach, was hanged for the murder
of J. D. Heck on Fehruary 17 last.

Leach made a confession. He suid that
he and four other men drew straws to
decide who should do the ng, and the
lot fell to him. FEach of the others then
put ng £50 to pay him for the erime.

All five men were miners, and Heck was:
superintendent of the mine, They deelded:
to kill him because he took the part of a’
miner named Morgan who killed a bank
boss. The miners thonﬁht that Morgan
ought to be punished and had Heck mur-
dered for his interference.

Bamboo as Building Material.

The great strength of bamboo is not
at all understood by the majority of
persons. It is said on excellent author-
ity that two bamboo poles, each of them
one and seven-tenths inches in diame-
ter, when 'placed side by side, will sup-
port a grand piano slung between them
by ropes, and that they will neither
gag nor break under the burden. Bam-
Loo will form poles slity-five toseventy
feet long and from eight to ten inches
in diameter. A derrick, twenty-six feet
high, made of four inch bamboo poles
raised two iron girders weighing to-
gether four hundred and twenty-four
pounds. The wonderful lightness
of this material in proportion to its
strength has excited comment of late,
and new uses are constantly being
made of it. Scaffoldings of bamboo
have the advantage of lightness and
strength. It is predicted that this ma-
terial will come into gereral use for
such purposes. s
