It is well known that by a law of
lature all substances contract with
old.

nay easily be imagined that the renitswould be 'disastrous to mancind.
The bottle of water which has

>een described was on a shelf near
i window and a little lower than the
tflL It is probable that the cold
irst attacked the water immediateybelow the cork. The crystallized
mrticles took the direction of least
esistance and made their way uprard.As they emerged from the
>ottle the particles immediately unlerthem nest became frozen and
rere forced upward by expansion,
rhis process was continued until
he column of ice was formed..
