REPRESENTATION IN THE
STATE CONVENTION.

The Constitation of the Democratic
Party in Section VII provides s fol-
fows:

 posed of delegates from each County
in the numerical proportion in which
that County is exfitled in both branches
of the General Assembly.” -

It will be observed that the language
of the Copstitution is that representa-
tion shall be upon the basis of what
each County is entitled in both branches
of the General Assembly, and not
what tkey may actually have therein.

Recollections of Potter’s Raid,

NUMBER II.

The night was spent restlessly,
and the dawn of Friday, April Ttb,
1865, found me with fever. -

A pew alarm created anxiety viz:
That the Federal army which was
approaching were coming from the
West, and not from the direction ef
Georgetown, that they bad been to
Mrs. Col. Jas. E. Davis’, three miles
from Manning, had swept her of every
thing, burning her home and the out-
buildings, and would soou pe in the
town.

For this we tried tv prepare our-
selves thongh it seriously interfered
with tlie preparations already begun
to make me some nourishraent, which
I very much veeded.

The facts, however, soon reached us.
These statements were partially true.
Eight or ten whitc men, officers and
marines, with negro soldiers accom-
paniel by many negroes of the
neighborhiood, making a large crowd,
had appeared in Mrs. Davis’ yard.

These officers and marines had
come up the Santee River from
Georgetown S. C., 75 miles, to
Wright’s Bluff a landing on the river
some 20 miles away in their Gun
Boats. There was, hewever, no mis-
take about their stealing. They were
a crowd of robbers, all of them, offi-
cers, marines negro soldiers, and
camp followeis.

It was ten oclock at night when
Philip, the colored boy who waited
in the house, excitedly announced
to-Mrs. D. and her niece Miss K.
that Yankee white men and negro
soldiers were coming, and that the
yard was full of them.

They were loud-mothed, and bois-
terous, and rushing into the larg ecir-
cular passage, they iostantly de-
manded admittance into Mrs. D’s
bed room with unmistakable knock-
ings at the door. 3

Philip did his part well. He tried
to control them. .He shamed them.
He said to them as he saw their de-
termined purpose to euter anyway,
you would not go into a ladies bed-
room, would you? and repeating it,
as they continued to thunder for ad-
mittance, they said, no, and hesitated.

Mrs. D. then and not till then, made
her appearance, and her niece locked
the door. She at once asked for an
officer. One promptly presented him-
self.

She asked for a guard and paint-
ing to the door asked that, that
door be gunarded. This lone widow
surrounded by U. S. navy officers,
marines and negro soldiers, soliciting
a guard to protect her bed chamber
at a late hour of the night.

Knowing their power and sceing
hexr lelplessness, they determined to
add to Lerdiscomfiture in every way,
and now they announced to her the
gurcender of Gen’l R. E. Lee. This
she indignantly depied. They now
demandad her basket of keys and
said they-had come for-horses, sad-
-dles and bridles. :

Just thaen two or three of them
appeared at the piazza coor with Dr.:
S. K.’s horses which had been sent
from the ucighborbood of Wrights
Bluff, for her to protect. They took
them, -but failed in getting hers, as
ithat morming they bad been taken
.away by her son, who was at home
from the Virginia army becuase of

sickness.
They then proceeded to use the

them. They ransacked the Louse
from top to bottom, she could not
‘have hid a biscuit as she said. They
seoured all the silver they could find, all
ithe-olething of her deceased husband.
‘They -carefully searched through
.every wroom, drawer, closet; every.
hole and corner of that elegant house
and carried off everything they waut-
.ed. They made the search thoroagh.
They were in no hurry, remaining
geveral hours, and they departed]
‘back to their Gun Boats unmolested
.a8 far.as we have ever beard.

The day svore on, several of our
neighbors -came in to make inquiry
after my bealth and to know what
1 proposed to do in the way of meet-
ing this invading negro force? my
reply would be ‘“Why lie here and:
‘meet them?”’

There was at times much confu-
gion in the streets, many running to
and fro, and I could sce from my
window squads of armed malitia men
riding by, going towards the Court
House, their place of rendezvous.

Towards noon the sky became

shreatening, dsrk clouds obscured the
sun, accompanied with a very high
wind which blew the dust in-every
direction. It was.a stormy day, an
April squall was threatening us.
These surroundings were calculated
to depress my feelings, being so
feeble and sick at a time when I saw
go much to do; but I tried to be
composed, end to await the issue of
the coming of these approaching
negro reeps.
Laterin the day Mirs. L. came over
end excitedly seid they arve coming,
erd I am not going out-of this room
wirtil they leave.”’

We asked “have you left your
home mnprotected 777

“Yes, no one is there.”

Then we urged her to return and
stay in it, that if they found it unoc-
cupied they might bamn i, and she
would lose everything. We were
very argent and she veluctantly con;
scuted to take yur advice and return-
ed to her home It was a trying
ordeal to her, as I . C who was
at home on farlough, had come into
town and most pueitively asserted,
that this army was approaching, that
lhe had ridden around it and had
estimated their numbers and it was
largely composed of uegroes; that
there was artillery, cavalry and in-
fautry, that they kept the road aund
marched ia good order.

Still lster in the day, perhaps
about three oclock, a messenger at
the door 2nnounced a box and a large,
oval, beautifully framed picture from
]Mrs. Col. Jas E. D. The picture
| was that of her husband and the box

i your land.’

articles and the picture, very highly,
she had sent them to me for protec-
tion. They had escaped one boister-

ous, and thieving crowd of U. 5.
navy officers and marines, she was
afraid she said to risk another. She
sent them to me because she had
been informed that Sherman in his
raid through Georgia had protected
the Parsonage in the town of Rome,
and she hoped they would be safe
with me.

I received them, having the ele-
gant picture placed counspicucusly
on the melodeon in the sitting room
where I could see it from my bed ;
the box was placed placed under my
bedstead. As night approacbed the
confusion in the street increased,
there seemed to be wagons aund
vehicles of various kinds passing;
sometimes voices in loud tones would
reach us in the house. IHow I long-
ed to see my Physician.

It was at dusk when my friend E.
R. P. and his brother Capt. E. P.
were announced. They came into
my bed room with their heavy over
coats on, and with their double-
barrel shot guns in their hands.
These they leaned carefully in the
corper. They had but a moment to
git. They both expressed great sur-
prise and eympathy at my condition.

And you are sick in bed and this
negro army upon you. They are on
the direct road to this place from
Georgetown. You and your family
don’t intend to stay here do you?
They camped last night at Mrs. H.
M.’s eight miles from Kingstree. You
must not, you cannot stay here.
Cau’t you make some arrangements.
and leave the town? It is not too
late. But I pointed to the precious
year old babe in his mother’s arms
and replied. I am not strong
enough for this flight and I caunot
leave them. Is it not possible that
our town may yet escape?! May
they not purpose to go imto the
Fork, and do their work over in
Salem? Yes, that was their purpose,.
But Col. Shingler, one of the Gover-
not’s aids,sent a special order by a spe-
cial messenger that when I was satis-
fied beyond a doubt that that was their
purpose to effectually prevent it, by
burning Brewington Bridge.

ITave you done 8o ?

Yes, showing us their blackened
bands, we have finished that bridge,
aud they can not pass there. We
crossed Black River at the “Fork
Path.” This is a nearer way, usad
only by horsemen. We did it effec-
taally. Unassisted, we piled ecach
arch separately and burned them.
(Its destruclion was complete as
I realized to my discomfiture

some months afierwards.)
