The
winds had abated. Suddenly some one
called at the gate. T at first thought it
was my physician. But I was mista-
ken, and though he spoke quite loud he
could not be understood.

I
at once recognized the voice as that of
Major P. G. B. ‘Am told you are
sick, how are you to-pight? Col. Con-
nors in command of the forces sends his.

He replied, ‘Our orders are to burn
the bridges over the causeway to im-
pede their progress, aod you ean judge
of onr success by the appearance of the
Heavens.” And now the desertion of
the town was complete, as the waggon
trair passed on in command of E.R. P.

The signs in the sky were unmista-
ble. The reddened Heavens told full
well that the retiring ones were doing
their work of destruction.

But now the dark and threatening
clonds began to empty themselves,
which soon extinguished the fires upon
the burning bridges.

Iu my feverish condition T could
make nothing else of the falling rain as
it fell mpon the piazza but the music of
the fife and drum of the aegro hosts up-
on our streets.

At this point it has been merely ru-
mor that this army was coming, only
one person perhaps is reported as having
seen it. The first report of its ap-
proach reached Sumter through some
persons who had been oni of the town
fishing perhaps. -

Then the Provost Marshali, Dr. D.
R. McC., bad received a message from
Col. Jas. F. Pressley, M. D., of Wil-
liamsburg, who was of the Western
army, but was at home from dangerous
wounds received in battle, that there
was a large, well organized army of
artillery, cavalry and infantry leaviog
Georgetown for Sumter Co. - Their pur-
pose was to destroy all the cotton, cot-
ton gins and farming utensils in their
course. That their purpose was to raid
through Salem in their work of destruc-
tion. That it wonld be well to arouse
the country and 1o call out all the men
who could be found and prevent their
passage through the country. That he
had been informed of all their move-
ments npon their leaving Georgetown,
and with a few others, had been at their
He was urgent in
his call.

As we learned, this army oa leaving
Georgetown made their way to Kings-
tree, forty-five miles.

At the lower bridge below Kingstree,
they took as prisoner, T. G. They
kept him with them duning their raid|
and never released him until they were
returning to Georgetown when they re-
leased bim at Wright's Bluff, a landing
on the Santee River. :

Fiodiog this bridge burpoed, they
pressed on anyway to Kingstree, there |
they found the other bridge destroyed
kut they came on and that night, Fri-
day, Aprii Tth, 1865, they camped at
Mrs. H. M.

Their design from this camp was to
cross at Brewington, a considerable lake
of water conpected with Bl T,
Bat hbere they were fodled and dis-
appoiated in tbeiflpprp’ose. The bridge
Was gone, as we nave poticed, and they
were not prepared to rebuild it.

They gow returned, at least a very
large force did, and retraced their steps
and took the Santee Road to the Her-
rington old place, below the present
Forestcn, and then turned towards Man-
ping. The total destruction of Brew-
ington bridge entirely changed their
route aud frostrated their purposes in
that direction. It is told om good au-

-

{ therity that the day after it was des-

troyed that from three to five hundred
in force came to the bridge at three
different times with the iotention of
crossing. It was hard for them to be
thwarted in their well laid plany of
erossing into Salem, but were frighten-
ed away at the report that a company
of Confederate soldiers were not far off.
They were mow withount let or hind-
rence on the direet road to Manning.

Birectly on the road, lived Mr B. B,
a worthy gestlemaa with several chil-
dren.

Where is the Fault?

StaTEBURG, S. C., July 15, 1886.

Mr. Edilor : Some time in the early Spring
you extended an invitation te your former
correspondents to emerge from their winter
quarters, and prove by their writing that they
had not been frozen out by the hard winter.
At that time press of work at home thorough-
ly absorbed the energies of the most of us,
and required ail of our attertion. Now that
crops are being “‘laid by’’ we caun treat our
tired muscles tc a little much needed rest,and
at the same time continue to give to what we
are pleased to call onr brains, some healthful
exercise by contributing to the colomns of
yoar sterling paper. By way of accoanting
for any apparent self-complacency, which
may make itself evident in my Jetter, T will
state that my immediate gection of country,
embracing several farms and plantations, has
fortunately escaped the drenching rains that
have worked so much injury in other portions
of the County, and generally throughout the
State. Although we have had all the rain we
wanted, and more perhaps thac was actually
needed, still I can not say that we bave had
too much at any time duaring the season.
Conscquently our corn crops are unusnally
fine; and our cotton, where well cared for
snd efficiently worked, is very promising.

Asg the ‘‘Farmers Movement,” so called,
seems to be occupying a considerable share of
the public mind at present, I propose giviog
expression to my ideas upon that snbject, and
to air my vocabulary in the discussion of a |
matter, which seems to me to be fraught with
danger to our united democracy. I am a
farmer, pure and simple, with no available
interests beyond those which arise from the
management of my farm. Financially I ama
very sick farmer, as sick probably as any io
the County. Such being the case, I feel that
it is quite competent for me to discuss the
merits and propriety of any ‘‘movement”
which has for its avowed purpose the amelio-
ration of the distressful condition of oppress-
ed farmers. Now why shonld we farmers as
a class combine and organize for our own de-
fense and protection? What is hurting us,
and who are trampling on ourrights? Isit
the lawyers, who by their professional train-
ing are better equipped than any others for
rendering intelligen* and -effective legislative
service to tbeir fellow-citizens? Orisit the
doctors with their fee bill, who cheerfully
visit us when we are sick and soffering, and
unreasonably expect to be peid for their ser-
vices ; not so much for what they really do,
as for knowing bow to doit? Oris it those
crafty and wicked merchants, whe, upon no

better security thag,ﬂw-nncermint} of a crop
not yet planted; 2}fow us to take their goods

possible to meet? Ihavea strong suspicion
that many merchants might, with at least
equal propriety, complain that they were op-
pressed by us farmers. They probably would
do so were they not intellizent enough to
know the necessity of abiding the consequen-
ces of their own acts. 1f they have saffered
taey know what burts them, and their good
judgment tells thera that the proper place to
apply the remedy is within the limits of their
own business. What are thepolitical evilsfrom
which we are said to be suffering; and what
are the material benefits to be gained from
combination and orgaoization, concerning
which tbe founders and promoters of this
movement talk so glibly? The iniquities of
the lien law, and the untold blessings which
flow from an agricultural college and a train-
ing school for girls, furnish the basis for near-
ly allof the clap trap argument, and glittering
generalities, with which our understanding is
fuvored. With regard to the lien law I hold
the same opinion now that I expressed in
your columns something over a year ago. I
can pot see that it does any harm that each
individual farmer may not remedy for him-
self if he chooses to restrict his wants, and I
know that it does many farmers a great deal
of good by furnishing a basis of credit, with-
out which they would in all probability be
compelled to suspend their operations. In
this category, ] am sorry tosay,I find my-
self. The law is not atall compulsory, and
no sane farmer would placealien upon his
coming crop if he could command the cash
to meet his current expenses. Nor would be
give a liep if he would furnish any better se-
curity, which would eoable him to demand
lower rates and charges. Ifmerchants charge
long prices for goods advanced upon a crop
lien, they do no more than protect them-
selves sgainst extra hazardous risks. Re-
move the extra hazard from the risk, and
goods and rales will be cheapened in exact
proportion. Toabolish the law because lien
charges are high, would be about as sensible
as for 2 mau with a broken leg to refuse
transportation in an ox cart, because bLe
he might ride with more speed and _comfotin
a carriage with a pair of horses. Inthe ab-
sence of the carriuge, the ox cart with all its
jolts, is surely preferabie to dying by, the
roadside. An ageicultural college, with an
experimental furm attached and properly con-
ducted, is without doubt likely to prove of
great and permanent benefit to the material
interesis of any State. But we have some-
thing of the kind already. If it needs asy
modification or enlargement, we farmers can
surely obtain that result by agitatiog the
matter in the ordinary way. Alany rateit
does not seem 1o me that the urgency of the
matter is sufficient to warrant a general np-
rising of the furmers, and a svigure of the
reins of government. Education of all kinds
is valuable; no sort of knowledge is Lo be de-
spised. The better the education that we
can give, or hare given, to our boss, the
wider the seopeof their informution; the bet-
ter citizens they wiil become, no wmatler
whether they tura their atiention to fifrming,
16 wereantiic life, or 1+ 1he professions. As
simple farwers they will not find a liberal
education at all burdensc.... On tfcother
huod no special training aten agricaltural
school can wake him & successful farmer until
be has ienrned the praciical application of the
lessons of experienee.  In one way your theo-
retical farmer with his head full of chenisicy
and seientific methods of agricultare, and a
predomiuant iden of the wvilpeand impott-
ance of labor-savingr implements, is of great
advantage 1o any farming community.  Mis-
led by scientific teaching, or bookish theury,
he bLlnzes ont a path which his observant
peighbors, prefitivg by his unfortunate tois-
takies, are sure nol to follow.  The prowmises

of such w farmer usually far outrun his par-
formance: and if the Sbherith should et lim
before e has had time to fearn s business
in the sclivo! of experience, it will probubly
be fouud that his sheds and outhouses ure
stored with expensive implements, which have
been thrown aside before the paint has worn
off. Expensive machines, and scivnlific theo-

cies of cultivation, do not harmonize well
with our surroundings.

So fur us a training and indnstrial school
for girls is covcerned, 1 must conless that my
ideas are not so far pru,r_fressivc as to wish for
any such institution.  The educationul fucili-
ties for our girls seem to me to be ample to
meet all requirements.  Those who are able
te pus will find no difliculty in Baving theic

danghters well and properly educated. And
| those of us who are net abie to uudergo that

expense, ] am sure would not be willing to
gsend our danghters to any State eleemosynary
institntion. With our boys the caseis very
differest, and I think the feataure of free
tuition, under certain circumstances ia the S.
C. College is an admirable one. I the agita-
tion of these matters ambitious men find their
opportunity of “firing the popular heart;”
but [ am satisfied a little reflection will make
us go slow, and time will show the fallacy of
their arguments. I will now endeavor te
show what is the matter with all of ua farm-
ers who are sick and disheariened, and I hope
to be abtle to prove that our troubles are
mostly of our own making, and that the
remedies for them are to be found at home,
within the limits of our own farms. We are
not suffering from any evils that can be re-
moved by combination, organization, or any
special legislation, The principal trouble is
that poor farming won't pay ander any cir-
cumstances, and thatit is ouly good farming
that will pay even 8 moderate percentage of
profit. Hos can a poorfarmer expect to make
money and be prosperous, when a poor law-
748 a poor merchant, a poor doctor, or a
poor preacher can’t do it? The rule of ‘‘poor
preach, poor pay,’’ applies to all callings, and
especially to that of farmiog.

In all the avocations of life itis the man
who raises himself above the average level of
his fellows, who makes his mark and wins
the prizes. Let each individual, by the use
of energy, industry and brains, determine to
make of himself something better than an av-
erage farmer, and it will soon be found that
there is a comfortable living in good practical
farming. No ooe showld be contented with a
smaller production than 1,000 or 1,200
poundseof seed cotton per acre, or with less
than 15 or 20 bnshels of corn. These results
are within comparatively easy reach, and un-
der ordinary conditions will afford & cemfor-
taole support. By a more liberal use of the
three factors mentioned above, two of which
every one can command, and the third may
be borrowed, mach greater yields can be se-
cured, with proportionately greater profits.
Another fruitful source of embarragsment and
failure is that our household and livihg ex-
penses are permitted to be out of all propor-
tion to onr margin of profit. We make too
littleand we spend too much. With many
of us, where we make one doilar we usunally
spend about a dollar and a half, and we
would not be one wkit better off if we made
two dollars and still spend three. Thisis
what is the matter with me, and I presnme
that some of my brother farmers may be sim-
itarly affected. The remedy for this disease
is obvious, ard can be found right at home,
needing combipation with none excepliag oar
own wives and children. Rigideconomy and
strict self-demial in keeping our expenses
within ourincome; together with energy, in-
dustry and intellizent perseverance; will
eventuzlly pull us through and make use
prosperous people. Although there is not
much poetry to be found on a Southern cotton
farm, I think an appropriate lesson may be
drawn from the following verse:

““Y¥e often fail by searching far aud wide
For what lies pear at band. To serve our
tarn,

We ask fair wind and favorable tide.

From the great Dapish sculp2or let us learn

To make occasion ; not to be denied.

Against the sheer precipitous mountain side

Thorwalsden carved bis Lion at Lacerne.”
