public sentiment, and, I presume the railroad
authorities were satisfied that we were justly
entitled to our sedtsin the legislature, I beg
to rise and siate, that I may be properly
located, and not falsely charged or suspected
of being ‘“‘tamed,” that I knew nothing of
guch free passes, heard nothing of them till
yesterday, and am both ‘‘morally certain,”
and ready to swear, that I did not receive nor
use said free pass, and paid my railroad fair
and hotel bills on the several trips to Colom-
bia while contending for persona. rights and
justice to my county and coustitvents, with-
out any aid from the State Executiva Com-
mittee or any other source whatsoever. I
however, unlike those who would bave the
people believe it is corrupting and crimival
(in others) to accept free passes, snd those
who biow their trumpets, aod are commend-
ed by their admirers for not accepting free
passes (whick were ncver lendered) would oot
be afraid to accept such ‘‘small couriesies,’”
baving too high a senee of justice and duty
snd toc much self confidence to be compro-
mised with so small a consideration.

1 approve however, as proper and com-
mendable the refusal of free passes by Judges
Haskell, McGowan, Hudson, Fraser and Nor-
too, who though true and honorable men,
aod above suspiciop by those who koow
them; 88 they might be suspected of being

Letter From Privateer.

Privateer, S. C., Asg, 6. 1891.

BMr. Edstor : As you are awnre to-day sum-
mer heat with all its rigor is vpon us. And
now for the test (after three weeks of rain)
upon ovr creps. Already I see signs of rust
on cotton, With a few exceptions cotton is
at least two weeks later than last year. Suof-
ficient weed to insure a good crop, but very
little fruit. Corn that missed the hail storms
and hag been properlr cultivated has made
a gcod crop.

Our Sub-Treasury (coffee pea crop) is not
80 good this year, small red insect destroyed
a great many planis. The same insect bas
been very destructive to the bean family also.

What the small farmers will do who owe
for their sopplies I can not see. Well, the
advice will be, stay at home and attend to
your business on your farms. About all the
recreation the most of us have, is to go to
church oo Sunday, and semi-annually take a
trip to the Springs, Sulphur Springs, Middle-
ton Springe, at Hiddleton. The fine Springs
at Belser’s Bank, and the Bold Spring at Big
Lake. In taking in these watering places we
manage lo catch a few fish, provided too
many bungry farmers have not preceeded us.
If they have, we come home the same day or
the next morning, to meet the small fry as
badly disappointed as we are, because we had
carried the frying pan &nod a part of the ra-
tions of bacon with us. If we stay at home,
or go to the Springs, and wait for laws to
be enacted that will help ns ag farmers, “woe
ve unto us,’’ if individually we do sot help
ourselves, PRIVATKER.

GLexN Serines, S. C., Aung. 10, 1891.

Dear Watchman and Southron :

Atttention Cotton PFlanters!
The appended circular letter, iasued b
Alexander Sprunt & Son, was handed us by
Mr. C. E. Stubbs, who bas had intimate bus-
ipess relations with them for a number of
years. They are extensive buyers of cotton,
and know what they are talking about and
cotton ¢producers will do well to heed the
advice given.

Wirsinerox, N. C., Aug. I, 1891.

The accumulation of low grade cotton has
overstocked the markets of the world, and
this surplus will probably bave to be sacri-
ficed at extremely low prices. On the otber
band, the supply of good cotton is quite
limited, and there is always a market for
the better prades. It is therefore & matter
of the utmost importance 1o our friends the
planters, that extraordinary care be taken in
handling the next crop. The greatest pre-
caution should be taken to pick the cotton
only when it is perfectly dry, aveiding
gtained and sandy cotton, which should be
most carefully kept separate from the better
qualities. Then exercise care in setling the
gio saws, so0 as 10 avoid catting the staple,
apd whes packed, see that no gin falls,
inferior cotton, sand por water is permitted
in the baling. This preparation will insure
a ready eale at the best current prices,
while the peglect of these precavtions will
probably cange a loss of from five dollars to
ten dollars per bale to the farmer, upon
every bale be produces.

Hitberto many of cur planters could afford
to take the easier course and gin good, bad
and indiffdrent cotton together, but as the
indications point to ruinous prices for
medium and ieferior grades next seasom, it
behooves every cotton producer to exercise
the utmost care in preparing his crop for
market.

We trust that onr friends to whom this
letter is addressed, will nppreriate our motive
in offering thie advice for their benefit, and
that they will circulate it amovog their
neighbors.
