"DECLARED UNCONSTITU-
TIONAL.

Judge Simonton of the U. 8 Gircait
Court, sitting in Greenville S. C., io the csse
of the State of S. C. against Eangford,
Ageat of the R &D. R. R. at Prosperity,
for receiviog and delivering whiskey in
viplation of the Dispeosary law, has filed
bis decision declariug that the 25ih section
of the Dispensary actis in violation of the
Joter-state Commerce lawsand of the 14tk
amendmest to the constitution of the United
States. The Judge says that the aforesaid
gection ‘‘discrimipa‘es against ane class of
people—railroad employees—and is in conflict
with the Constitution of this State acd so
pot within its police power, and therefore ot
within the provisions of the act of Cengress
ksown as the Wilson sct. Tkis being the case,
the clause of the 25th sectios of the Dispen-
pary sct under which the pelitiover was
charged and arrested i3 void under the Ioter-
State commerce law and the 14thamendmeant.””

Probably the case will be carried up to the
U. S. Sapreme Court, by the State, for if al-
jowed as Hnal, the dispeosaries are bound to
soffer, because people who wish liquor, but do
not desire to buy it at the dispeosuries, will
have it shipped to them from outside the
State. As these shipments increase, the rev-
esue of 1be dispensaries will decrease.

It ia-a very iateresting situation, and the
progress of the case will be followed with
cloes altestion by people here and elsewhere.

of a depraved taste. This is the geperal ver-
dict on this subj ct, and it is given here by
way of warniog to those who do not care
to find themselves in places that can only
corrapt &nd vitiate the moral pature and
sense. Many things, of course, are well worth
seeing, and ope in strolling through the
Plaisance, (from which one may enter the Fair
proper without additional pay, and vice versa)
may See many foreigners in® their patiosal
costumes, and bear a babel of foreign lan-
gunges, which i apt to make him thiok him-
self present and assisting at the original scene
ot the “*confusion of tongues.”

Leaving the Plaisance now, our further re-
marks witl be applicable to the Fair grounds
and their contents, and the methods of getting
withia the gates of the Magic City.

Coming from tne heart of the city of Chi-
cago to the Fair, one may take the elevated
gteam cars ali along from Congress Street to
the Fair, at stations placed at intervals of two
or tbree blocks. The fare i3 five cents, and

probably eight or nine miles away fiom the
Fair itself, will occupy not more thap a half-
hour. Should you desire another mode of
travel, electricand cable cars, in plenty, will
take you for the same {are, though they are
somewhat slower Lthan the elevated road. An-
cther way is to take the lllinois Central
World’s Fair traies at statiovs all along the
eastern side of the city, direct to tbe central
station or anicn depot on the grounds, where
nre ticket offices and gates of entrapce and
exit. Still another way is to take a steamer
at one of the wharves in the city and ap-
proach the Fair from the Luke Front, landing
at a pier quite near the peristyle, of which
more apon. By this last metbod, one gets a
comprehensive view of almost the entire White
City as the boai travels along the eastern front,
and, perbaps, one gets a view more magic and
beantifu! in thi3 than in any other way of ap-
preach, for a high board runs around the
other sides of it and shuts it out from sight,
until your half dollar gives rou the right to
enter. Should you e=nter from any other than
the water side, it is best perhaps to take the
intra-mural elevated road and ride from one
end of it to the other. This ride takes you
among and around many of the buildings of
the Fair, giving rou also a passing view of the
Plaissoce, and afords a fair, general oppor-
tunity of seeing the grounds and getting, by
the aid of the map with which you will bave
provided younrself, some idea of how the build-
ings are situated. For instance ; 1f one takes
the intra-mural at the terminal station, which
is not far from the 63rd street entrance, and
goes north, he will pass most of the group of
state buildings and the buildings of the foreign
group, and land at the “‘porth loop,” very
pear the U S. government building, and not
far from the Palace of Aris. Not getting off
the train, you go around the loop back over
the same ground to the starting point, and
thence by & circuitous route to the “‘sonth
loop,’’ which lands you near the Convent of
La Rubida, and the Krupp guo exhibit, and
the Indian school. Allthisforonefare You
will then be beiter- prepared to determirfe
where you wish to begin sighi-seeing, for itis
bopeless to expect that you will ever, in a
limited stuy, make an end of it, except by
coming away.

But suppose you decide not to adopi this
r method, but to begin sight-seeing at once,
though it is betier to bave a general knowl-
edge of the Seld befure you start out: Eu-
tering, we will suppose, at 63d Street, you
pa3s towsrds the right, and through or by
the “terminal station’ to the Administration
building, which fronts the lagoon on the
West, though between it and the lagoon 1s
quite a space, where are benches and band-
stands Immediately ut the lagoon are three
founaies, one in the middle and oue on each
side, which are, several times each week,
illaminated by electricity, showing the colors
of the rainbow, and many different forms, as
arches, columng, bouquets of fluwers, sheaves
of wheat. These effecis are simply beautiful
beyorud description, but like so many other
things there, must be seen to be appreciated.
The Iagoon. runs East to the lake, but arms of
it extend North around the Wooded Island,
which is an enchanting place itself, to the
Art Palace, and near the State buildings,
and also South to where the carsvels of Co-
lumbus are and the old whaleship ‘“Progress”
which is anchored in “South Pond.'”’ By
tsking steam launch or gondola one may, for
» quarter, ride from one end of the lagoon to
the other Theboats stop at all the principal
buiidings.

Near tbe Iast end of the lagoon and rising
on its pedesixl in the water, i3 the gigantic
gilded statue of Liberty, facing West. Be-
hind it rises the Peristyle, a beautiful rounded
arch, with a magnificent Grecian celonnade
on each side, running North and Sonth, under
which the boats pass from the lake to the
lagoon ur vice versa. Un the North and South
sides of the lagoon are other buiidings of the
Fair, forming, with the Adwiaistration tuild-
ing nnd the Peristyle, what is kuown as tbe
Grsnd Court. When this is iilluminated at
night by ter thoussnd incandescent lights,
along the sides of the lagoon, and the facrdes
and towers and domes of the buildings, cune
i3 translated into fuirylsud without so «ffory,
and marvels in silence at the beauties and
glories which art asd man’s device buve been
able 10 nchieve.

At ihis poict, we must leave onr readers to
work their further way a-sisted by guide
book and the ubiguitous Columbian Guards,
several thousand of whoem patrol the grounds
and are ready to answer ail proper questions.
Restaurznts and cxfes abound every where, in
the *Buresus of Pubiic Comfort” and else-
where. The pricesin all of them nre exor-
bitant. Heace it is best to tuke » lunch into
the grounds with you, sod wait for dinner
gatil you come out.

The Fuir cioscs at 10 o'clock p. m.. but if
one goes in atabout that bour of the torn-
ing, he is generally ready lo come out at
about five in the afternoon, for be will be
very leg weary by tbat time, besides which
his receptive faculties will have ceased to
work, baving reached their capacity. After
that, one may stroll by many things worth
examining, but they will make no impression
on his mind, though his eyes are wide open.
He will then realize that be has seen envugh
for one day. He may tewporarily stimulate
his jaded faculties by a ride on tbe inira-
murzl, or on gondola or Jaucch, but nothing
except sieep nud rest and food wiil enable the
wind and vody to recover their equilibricm.

One may have all the Sterilized water he
wants al the many drioking fountaios placed
inside and outside the buildings, all over the
ground, and the toilet convenicnces, free and
pay, are also numerous aod fairly well kept.

Beaides fire-extinguishers all over the build-
ings, there ace several regular sleam fire-
engine houses in the grounds, ready at a
momesnt’s notice to move. A hospital is on
the grounds where injured persons are care-
fully treated free. Mothers may leave their
babies in charge of experienced uurses at the
children’s building, while they are seeing the
sights, and, we may 3ay in brief, that every
comfort and convenience has been cousidered
and provided for visitors. Thesystemiscom-
plete.

As to expense: One may live for from
£2 50 a day up toany figure hie plenses. Room
per day, 50 cen1s up; food, (breakfast, 25 ¢,
Inneh, 20, dinuer, 25) 70 cenls up ; entrance
to fair, 50 cents ; car fare, 30 cen!s; extrag,
50 ventg; toinl, $2.50 Oue cannot comfort-
.| ably get on under much less than this, but he
can ut this fizure, and, of course, he can make
i: as much more expensive as he pleases,

One in Chicago is no more thaii a wisp of
strnw or u clod of dirt, seemingly, io the esti-
mntion of the hurrying threngs, but rudeness
is rare, and if one keeps out of places where
he has no business, he will most likely, in
Chicago »s elsewhere, escape being sand-
bapged or robbed.

The Alliance Picnic.

The Alliance picnic was held at St. Charles
on last Thursday as announced, and was at-
tended by about 500 persous. Itis regretted
that the Watckman and Southron could not be
represented, but circumstances prevented.
The following summary is made from the
report by the Herald :

The picnic was held in the grove at the
residence of Mr. R E. Wilson near the depot,
where a stand for the speakers had been
erected.

The speakers of the occasion ~ere Hon. H.
T. Abboty, our Senstor; Houn. W. D. Evaos,
of Mariboro, president of the State Alliance ;
Hon. Jas. E. Tindal, Secretary of State; and
Hon. D P. Duncan, manager of the State
Exchange. The speaking commenced at
about 11.30 o’clock. The meeting was
opened with prayer by Mr. B. F. Wilson.

Hon. H. T. Abbott was the first spsaker,
and after s short address of welcome, he gave
a good alliance talk. He touched on seme of
the principal demards of the alliance, aund
made s telling speech. He was listened tfo
with close attention throughout. The Doctor
is a yolished and eloquent speaker,

Dr. Abbott. in closing, introduced Hon. W.
D. Evans. MMr. Evans commenced by saying
that he was not there as & public speaker but
simply as an allianceman to talk to alliance-
men. He said that the alliance in this State
had been led off from its purposes and objects
by factional State politics, and it sbould bave
devoted more time to vational affairs. The
greatest interest of the alliance had been
subordinated to local matters. Mr. Kvans
said there wss mo_politics 1n this meeting,
and that the allinnce had nothing to do with
State politics. He denied the cherge that the
order is & political organization. He read
the priociples of tbe alliance and told the
audiense to study those princinles and act
upon taem. Io nllading to Clemson College
" the speaker cluimed that it was the work of
the alliance. He ssid, fioancinlly, worse
than nothing bad been accomplished. Mr.
Evans then wenton to discuss the alliance
demands : free coinage of silverand gold, and
incrensed ecirculation of currency and a re-
duced tariff He said that the interests of the
-cotton planters in the South were identical
with those of the grain growers of the West,
and went on to show how anb increased circu-
lation would benefit both. The bankiog
system was also discussed by him, and 1he
position of the alliance made plain It was
time Congress was gettiug to work aud do-
ing something to benefit the people. The
currency question was all-absorbing and
effected all clusses. Alliance demands will
be the issue in the next campaign. Mr.
Evans laid specizl stress oa the work ladies
should do in alliances. He was listened to
-very altentively, and made a conservative
speech with no pelitics in it, sayivg that the
allinnce did not prop-se 10 make war upon
anrybody.

Mr. EBdwin Wilson then introdueed Hon.
Jas. E. Tindal as the next speaker. Mr.
Tindal said there ought not to be any politice
in this meeting and there was none. He
would bave refused to speak had such been
thercase. He was not here in the iuterest of
politics, but of the alliance. The spesker
said he went into the elliance after his poli-
tical battle had been fought. The or-
ganization was essenliul to personal liberty
and justice snd agricalture and to preserve
eqnilibrium of government. Agriculture had
predominated and run the government prior
to the war, and it wa3 the graudest govern-
ment of the world. There were very few
millionaires at that tinie, but since the war
farmers huve bad no control of government.
The farmers bave neglected their duty as
citizens, aond were to blame themselves for
their condition. Cobngress has been called
together to help out the bavks, and we all
sympathize with the banks, but Congress
shou!d do something to help the farmer as
well. You baven't got the manhood and
sense to stand up for yonrseives. The
allinnce sought to purify. the political and
business atmosphere, and build up the moral
tone of the people. A corruptacd subservi-
ent press was one of the great evils the
alliance had to contend with, especially the
city papers of the North. This is an age of
scramble for mouey and the farmers suffer
most because the scramble is over their pro
ducts. The aHiance bad saved the banks by
stopping speculation in a large measure. The
grange was the first organization for the furm-
ers, and through its efforts, just after the
war, we pow have a railroad commission
The grange went to pieces, and farmers haa
no control of government now, and their
neglect had caused it. Prijudiceis the fort-
ress of businessand political rascality, and
does not only rule the ignorant man, but the
most highly educated The speaker discuased
the evils of prejundice to some extent, and
showed up the alliance demands. Mr. Tiun-
dal’s speech was morelengthy than the others.
but he beld the close attention of tbe jeople
from s'art to finish.

Mr. B. M Wilson, chairman of the commit-
tee of arrangements, then annonunced that the
meeting wou!d adjourn for dinner, and such
A dinner! The table wap gpread in the yard
of Mr. B. E. Wilson, and wss one of the
nicest dinners we have ever had the pleasure
of enjoying. Three tables had 10 be apread
to accemmodgate the crowd, but there was no
crowding, and everybody was provided with
a plute and knife and fork just ag if hé were
at home. The churming Indy waiiers allowed
no one to suffer for lack of atlention, and, all
in all, was decidedly the best conducted pic-
nic dinner we have ever seen.

After dinper the young folks and the old
folks gathered about io groups and engaged
tn **social converse sweet’”’ until the meeting
wus called tegether again, when Mr. Edwin
Wilson iatroduced Hon, D. P. Dancan. Mr.
Dunean spoke mostly about the State Dx-
chanze, i1s benefits to the alliancemen, and
snid the exchance was the right arm of the
nlliance. He also touched ovun the leading
principles of theorder. He said a great many
witty things and told humorvus anecdotes,
which kept the crowd roaring with laughter
part of the time. He showed the many ad-
vantages of the exchange, and much good
will come from his speech. He was the last
speaker, and the meeting was adjsurned im-
mediniely afterward. About six o'clock the
crowd began to disperse. We heard a great
mnany exyress themaselves as to the light they
had received on alliance priucipies, and there
is no doubt but that the meeting will result
in material good to the order in this county.

Much credit is due the efficient and polite
comittee of arrangements for the admirable
way in which the meeting was conducted.
All thespeeches were conservative in tone and
decidedly nor-political.
