State Liquor Commissioner Mixeoo.
has given to the press bis quarterly
report for the second quarter, ending
July 31, 1895. The report of the
legislative committee, which is referred
to by the commissioner, has not been
published, but the statement is made
that the oojsmittee have folly examin-
ed the books and verify the tabulated
figures given below.
The report and its accompanying ar-

ray of figures will be an interesting
study for both the friends and enemies
of the institution. It is as follows :

Gentlemen : Herewith I have the
honor to present to your honorable
board my second quarterly report of
the State dispensary for the quarter
e odio g July 31,' 1895.

In my last quarterly report I brought
down Mr. Trailer's net profit from
$151,295.51 to $111,959.82. still
further reduction of §1,400.78 has since
been made, from the fact that he turned
over sundry accounts as assets which,
upon investigation, were found to be
overcharges ; on the other band, out-

standing liabilities, of which bis books
contained no record, were found .0 be
doe by the State and the amounts
of these discrepancies aggregate §1,-
40Ö.7S, which leaves his net profit to

date §110.559.04.
I am pleased to say that the dispen-

sary is now operating on a strictly cash
basis. There is now in the State treas-

ury and in the banks cash sufficient to

refond to the State the $50,000 appro-
- priatioo as a ioan to the dispensary, to

pay every dollar of outstanding indebt-
edness, and a balance remainiog suffi-
ciently large to pay *'apot'; cash for all
future purchases.

The dispensary is now running
smoothly, and I respectfully call your
attention to my quarterly statements,
which are hereto attached, and to the
report of the legislative committee,
which is also incorporated in this re-

port.

Valkyrie and Defender.

New York, Sept. 6..All is ready
for the battle royal between Valkyrie
Iii and Defender. The final prepara-
tions for the first of the international
races have been made. Both ships are

anchored in the Horseshoe ready for ac-

tion to-morrow.
The veil of rayetery which has kept

the public it. ignorance of the actual
dimension of the competing: yachts was

raised to-day. John Hyslop, the
measurer of the New York Yacht Clnb,
passed his steel tape from bow to

stern, from desk to masthead and
along the boom and bowsprith of both
crafts, and the result was that Val-
kyrie III allows the Defender 29 1-10
seconds.

Both boats are less than 89 feet on

the load water line, instead of being
close to 90 feet, and Valkyrie is 2-10
of a foot longer than Defender. Her
sail area is greater, but Defeoder bas
a boom 106 feet long, while that of the
British boat is only 105 feet.
The prospect sight of Valkyrie and

Defender together for the great race

was an attraction which drew crowds
to the Erie basin. They began to ar-

rive at break of day, many taking in
the sight before going to business. The
numbers increased till at 11 o'clock
fully 3,000 people swarmed about the
dock, and during the afternoon it was

estimated that 8,000 people were pres-
ent at one time In the course of the
day nearly 20,000 people viewed the
boats.
The New York Yacht Club house was

the scene of much activity this eve

oing. The club house was crowded
with members, and the merits of the
two racers were discussed with con-

siderable animation by the yachting
sharpers of the club. At 7:35 p. m.

Mr. Hyslop arrived at the club house.
The assemblage present expressed con-

siderable surprise at the figures. It was

generally thought in yachting circle*
that, the difference in time allowance in
favor of Defender would be anywhere
from 1 1-2 to 2 minutes, and conse-

quently there was some disappointment
made. "It will take a pretty stiff
breeze to save us at that, rate," said one

member jokingly when he heard the re

suit of the measurements.
"Oh. we don't need the twenry-nine

seconds," said another. "Let us make
her a present of it."

The regatta committee expressed
themselves as being perfectly satis-
fied with the result of the measure-

ment, and several of the members de
clared they would be better pleased if
both yachts went to the line to-morrow
on equal terms

become quite brisk. English and Cana-
dian money has been held back for bet-
ter odds than have been offered.
Small bets made at varying odds of 3
to 2 on Defender, but in large amounts

the odds were six to five and 10 to 7.
The latter was the latest figure to-night
at the New York Yacht Club and the
hotels. Od the Stock Exchange to-day
it is said on good authority that §36,-
000 was placed. F. T. Adams placed
$7,000 on Valkyrie at odds of 7 to 10.
The wager was laid for/an English
client. The betting opened and closed
at 7 to 10 with wagers iu the interim
at 8 to 10 The Valkyrie end of the
betting has been taken principally by
Camdians.
The first race between the Defend- I

er and Valkyrie was sailed off Sandy
Hook on Saturday, and the result was |
a complete and decided victory fori
the Defender. The Defender won by
8 minutes and .' seconds, and the
owner of the Valkyrie admits that
his boat was fairly outsailed At
tke start the wind was very light and
the Valkyrie forged to trie front and
the immense crowds which filled the
excursion boats lost hope and beggji
to believe that the time had arrived
for the America Cup to leave the
L'tited States. But the breeze fresh-
ened, Defender forged altead and
soon passed the Valkyrie. At the
turn oi the ourse the Defender had I
a lead of minute-; which was in-
creased to S \\> when the finish line j
was cr< >ssed.

Chinese and Christians.
John W. Poster Compares

Butcheries by Both.

Watertowx, . Y., Sept. 8..Ex-
Secretary, John W. Foster, delivered
an address to-night in the First Pres-
byterian Church of this city, of which
his eon-in law, Rev. A. M. Dulles, ie
pastor. In the course of his address
he made the following reference to
the recent Chinese riots :

"The opinion formed by me after
careful inquiry and observation, is
that the mass of the population in
China, particularly the common peo-
ple, are not specially hostile to the
missionaries and their work. They
have been permitted to penetrate
every part of that vast empire with
as little disturbance as the Chinese
laborers have spread themselves over

the United States, and in case of dan-
ger the authorities have usually ex-

erted themselves for their protection.
Occasionally, riots have taken place,
but they are almost invariably traced
to the literati or prospective office
holders and the ruling classes. These
are often bigoted and conceited to
the highest degree and regard the
teaching oí the missionaries as tend-
ing to overthrow the existing order
of government and society, which
they look upon as a perfect system
and sanctified.
"The war with Japan which result-

ed in a humiliating peace, and the
loss of territory, has greatly weak-
ened the imperial authority and the
disbandrnent of several hundred thou-
sand troops, mostly without receiving
the pay due them, has added very
much to the discontent and disorder.
Under such circumstances, it is not

strange that riots should occur and
that the widespread missions
should be the chief sufferers,
These riots have beer mostly confined
to pillaging and destruction of prop-
erty, the chief exception being the
Kucheng massacre, which has justly
horrified the civilized world.
"But we in America should be

chary of our condemnation when we

recaìl the many outrages which have
been inflicted upon the Chinese sub-
jects in the United States and re-

member that the Rock Springs,
Wyoming, riot, a few years ago was

equally (truel and fatal in its results,
and reilecíed more severely upon our

authorities Although only a few
weeks have elapsed since the Ku-
cheng massacre, the telegraph in-
forms us that near a scoio of partici-
pants have already been condemned
to death, more than a hundred are in
prison awaiting trial, and the impe-
ria! government is already ariano:-

ing to fully compensate the missions
for ali their losses In contrast with
this summary administration of jus-
tice by the Chinese authorities stands
the fact that no punishment followed
the Rock Springs massacre, compen-
sation was delayed for three years,
and then accompanied by legislation
against the Chinese which was pro-
nounced by our Supreme Court as in
violation of treaty but without rem-

edy.
"I am, however, in full sympathy

whith the prevailing demand in the
United States that the Chinese
government should be held to a strict
accountability for these outrages.
But in doing this, care should be ex-

ercised by our government that it
dees not lend itself to advance trie
sinister projects of European govern-
ments, which are on the alert to turn
the international troubles of China to
their own benefit. The United
States is strong enough to act inde-
pendent of European combinations,
and China has never yet failed to

comply with its just demands. There
seems to be in a part of the public
press of our country a misconception
of the ground apon which our gov-
eminent bases its intervention on ac-

count of these riots It is not be-
cause we are a Christian country
aud are seeking to support a Chris-
tian propagan di.-in in China. It is
simply because the people in whose
behalf our government intervenes
are American citizens, pursuing an
avocation guaranteed by treaty and
permitted by Chinese law "

What Townsend Says About
the Charleston Constables.

The State yesterday morning edi-
torially dealt with the liquor situation
in Charleston and had something to

say in regard to the matter of the
liquor constables beiog bribed by the
men who run what are called "blind
tigers." It was a plain handling of
the scheme to put Charleston under
metropolitan police, and some plain
things were said.

It has been known for some days that
Assistant Attorney General Townsend,
who waeeeot sent to Charleston by Gov-
ernor Evans, incognito, to examine into
the liquor sitnation there, had sub-
mitted a most interesting report to the
Governor, showing the results of his in-
vestigations. This report has never
been made public. Yesterday Gover-
nor Evans made public the portion cf
the report which refers to the constabu-
lary in that city but nothiag else. The
rest of it is understood, would make
more intersting reading. But the por-
tion made publice, which is as follows,
was called forth by what The State had
to say, and, as a matter of course, will
be read with interest :

"I made a thorough investigation of
the manner in which the constables
bave been enforcing the dispeosary
law. They have been diligent and
faithful in the discharge of their "del-
icate duties recently. All the no-

torious 'blind tiger' places have been
frequently searched and watched by
them, and liberal seizures of liquor
bave been made. I am satisfied that
none of them have been subsidized by
the 'blind tigers.'

The information obtained by me

was autheanc, as it was derived from
sources whers ample opportunity for
detection was afforded. None of the
charg3S based upon rumor that they
have been brought by 'blind tigers'
cao be sustained. All the railroads,
depots and boat landiogs in the city
are constantly watched aod but little
contraband liquors escapes them.
There are many difficulties in their way
on account of Judge Simonton's order,
but they have exercised a wise discre-
tion in seizures and in surrendering
liquors when claimed for personal use."

Thirty Men Entombed.

Houguton, Mich., Sept. 9..At
12:30 o'clock this afternoon fire was

discovered by timbermen in the thirty-
seventh level of the Onceóla copper
mine. The tini berme e at once rushed
to the shaft, and when brought to the
surface in the big bucket gave the
alarm. Thirty miner* were at werk at
the time, and up to a late hour to-night
but. one person had b¿eu rescued, a

pump boy, and he died shortly after
reaching the open air.
Smoke is pouring in dense volumes

from the mouth of every shaft in the
mine and escape through th'ise open-
ings is impossible. The fire is evident*
!y gaining rapidly. The only hope for
the thirty imprisoned miners is their es-

cape through au oid drift which opeDS
about the fifteenth level into the South
rlecla branch of the famous Calumet
and llecla mine, but that drift was

abandoned years ago aud doubtless is
choked up with decayed timbers. But
this is the only possible avenue of es-

cape and the hopes of tbe mioers' friecds
cling desperately to it.

Gathered about the shafts of the Os-
ceola are the wives, mothers and chil-
dren of the uofortunate men anxiously
awaiting further uews fr^m their loved
ones The scenes are very pathetic,
but beyoud the doubtful assurance that
the men may have found the abandoned
Hecla drift little comfort can be ex-

tended.
Every effort is beiog put forth to res-

cue the unfortunate meo, but hope is
not high.
