Salisbury Surrenders.

Proposals for General Arbi-

tration Sent to Us.

Loodoo, March 22.—Lord Salisbury
has written a letter to Sir Jas. Stan-
field, who was chairmao of the recent
demonstration in Qaeen’s Hall in " favor
of the principle of arbitration io all
disputes between Great Britzin and the
United States, acknowledgiog rbe re-
ceipt of the wmemorial adopted at the
weeting 1o his letter Lord Salisbury
§ays :

+] am glad to, be able to iuform you
that this question is receiviog the coo-
gideration of her majesty’s goveroment
and that proposals io the direction in-
dicated by the memorial are pow be-
fore the goverament of the United
States.

Sigoed) ¢Salisbury.”

The memorial referred to cootained
tbe following :

Without expressing apy opinion
apon pending coutroversies, we would
earpestly press the advisability of
promptly concluding some treaty ar-
rangement by which all disputes be-
tween Great Britaio and the United
States could be referred for adjudica-
tion to some permasent tribunal repre-
sentiog both pations and unitiog them
in the common interest of justice and
peace.”’

Io moving the adopticn of the memo-
rial, Mr. Shaw-Lefevre, formerly presi-
dent of the local goveroment board,
submitted the following, which was
adopted :

«*That the chairman be iostrcuted
to forward the mewmorial when sigoed
to the President of the United States,
to the prime minister and to the leader
of the house of commons with an ex
pression of the earnest desire of this
meeting, that no time may be lost in
takiog action thereupoo.”

He said that almost 28 years ago he
enlisted the almost unaoimous vote of
the bouse of commons in favor of ar-
bitration on the Alabama claims. At
that time the first cable bad just beeo
laid and Mr. Cyrus Field telegraphed
the whole of his speech-across the At
lantic. The spesch was apparently so
heavy that it breke the cable. Sioce
that time about 40 earbitrations bad
takeo place, in 10 of which the United
States was concerned and in eight
Great Britain was a party. [n 1884,
Great Britain negotiated a treaty of
commerce with Venezuela, ia which for |
the drst time thece was ap arbitra-
