Old Manuscript Ink.

A Rscipe From Which an
Excellent Quality Can
Be Made.

“While examiniag s large number
of menusoripts of an oid scribe, soms
twenty-five years sgo,” said a well-
koows New York librarian to a Star
reporter recently, ‘I was struck with
the clearness and legibility of the
writing owiog, in a great measure, t0
the permsment quality of the ink,
which bhad oot faded in the least,
although many of the manasoripts were
pearly two bundred years old. It was
remarked, too, that the writer must
have been celebrated in his day for
his caligrapby, for I met with a letter
or two from his correspondents in
which there was a request for the recipe
of the ik he used. [ found bis recipe,
which I copied and from one of them
dated in 1658, I have during the last
eighteen years made all the ink I have
used.

The recipe reads as follows: Raic
water, 1 gallon. zalls, bruised, 1 pound ;
green copperas, 3 pound; gum erabic,
10 ounoces, 5 drawms, 1 soraple. Not re-
quiring so large a quantity at a time, I
reduced the proportions to one-eight,
and the recipe stands thus:

“‘Rain water, 1 pint; galls, bruised,
11% onnces green copperas, § drams;
gum arabic, 10 drams. The galle must
be coarsely powdered and put iato s
bottle with the water and other ingredi
eots added. The bottle, when securely
stoppered, should be placed in the light
(sun if possidle) sod its contents ocos-
siopally stirred uantil the gum and cop-
peras are dissolved, after which it is
enongh to shake the bottle daily, and in

the course of a month or siz weeks the

ink will be fit for use. I have ventar-
ed to add ten drops of carbolic acid to
the contents of the bottle, as it effectual-
ly prevents the formation apd growth of
mold with out apy detriment to the qual-
ity of the 1k so far as I koow.”’

Sbuthern Illi;eracy.

The New York Tribuoe and other
northern orgaos of the revolatiossry
republican party—sa party that sue-
ceeded in destroying the Republio and
setting up ap Empire—a party the
most corrupt, unfaithfal and trescher-
cus of all parties, are prooe to dwell
on the extreme illiteracy of the south-
ern whites.

But take the average south-
ern white mao from Marylaod to Texas
and he wili grade well with the average
oorthern wan 1c heoor and hoanesty,
io bravery and true patriotism, io com-
men sense and virtue, in trathfuloess
and eobriety, in r:ligion and piety, io
sll that makes a real Man. He may not
be quiteso well read io newspapers
and oot to skilled *‘in ways that are
dark acd in tricks that are,”’ by a0
means ‘‘vain,’” but he is not puffed up
with cooceir, and does not eternally
seek to pall out the mote from bis neigh-
bor’s eye, while carrying a beam io his
own eje. We verily believe that in
candor, io geouine sympathy and
frieadliness of soul, sand in free, open
hospitality be leaves far behind the
more prosperous and industrious asnd

mopey-loving average man in the
dominatiog,  cock-sare, ‘‘smperior’”’
oorth.

It is well known that so importact
to the glory, prosperity and wealth of
the Awmerican Union prior to 1861
was the maligned south, that the grea:-
er porth would pot allow twelve of the
very ‘‘illiterate’”” siates to peacefuily
witbdraw.

THREE QUEER CITIES.

Fach One Is Built on Islands Connected
by Many Bridges.

The city of Ghent, in Belgium, is
built on 26 islands. These islands are
connected with each other by 80
bridges. The city has 300 streets and 30
public squares. It is noted for being the
birthplace of Charles V and of John of
Gaunt, whom Shakespeare called ““time
honored Lancaster,’’ and as the scene of
the pacification of Ghent Nov. 8, 1576,
and of several insurrections, sieges and
executions of well known persornages. It
is associated with American history by

the treaty made there Dec. 24, 1814,
terminating the second war between
England and the United States, known
as the war of 1812.

Amsterdam, in Holland, is built on
piles driven far below the water into
the earth. The city is intersected by
many canals, which are spanned by
nearly 300 bridges, and resembles Ven-
ice in the mingling 4f land and water,
though it is considerably larger than
that city. The canals divide the city,
which is about ten miles in circumfer-
ence, into 90 islands.

The city of Venice is bumilt on 80
islets, which are connected by nearly
400 bridges. Canals serve for streets in
Venice, and boats, called gondolas, for
carriages. The bridges are, as a rule,
very steep, rising considerably in the
middle, but have easy steps. The cir-
cumference of the city is about eight
miles. The Venetians joined the Lom-
bard League against the German em-
peror, and, in 1177, gained a great vic-
tory in defense of Pope Alexander III,
over the fleet of war vessels headed by
Otto, son of Frederic Barbarossa. In
gratitude for this victory the pope gave
the Doge Ziani a ring, and instituted
the world famoas ceremony of *‘Venice
Marrying the Adriatic Sea.’”” In this
ceremony the doge, as the chief ruler of
Venice used to be termed, with appro-
priate ceremonies dropped 2 ring into
the sea every year in recognition of
the wealth ané trade carried to Venice
by the Adriatic.

RUM MONEY FOR
THE SCHOOLS.

If Any is in the Treasury the
Schools Should Have it All

Columbia, Dze. 19.—A motion was
ieade to dey to get a most important
construction of 2 resolution passed at
the last session of the General Assem-
bly, relative to the distribution of the
dispensary profits. It will be remem-
bered that the Couostitational Con-
vention, by way of a compromise,
agreed to guarantee every county io
the State $3 per capita for each child
enrolled This was to be derived from
if oot
obtainable in that way thes a
eopplementary tax was to be imposed
for the sopport of the poorer counties—
those that did oot raise the §3 per
capita on their own account.

There are a dozen counties which
have not yet gotten anything from the
dispensary profits going to the State,
and to-day’s proceedings before the
Supreme Coart, brought by Mr. Jehn
P. Thomas, for Mr. Eliison Capers,
Jr., county superiniendent of Richland
County, is, in a word, a move to get
the fand pot wused, to make up the
deficiency for use in all of the counties
of the State, to be divided sccording to
the eproliment of sohool children. The
action does mot in any way ssek to
icterfere with the $70,000 which has
been set aside for the deficiency -ac-
couat, that is to run up the sohool fund
in certain eounties to $3 per capita, but
it seeks to atilize the fuod now e hand
in the State treasary to the oredit of the
sohool fand.

The contention is that the resolution of
the General Assembly provides that all
mouey paid ioto the State treasary and

{not used for the deficiency acoount

stionld be distributed among the coun-
ties of the State. The view taken is
that the $70,000 bas been appropriated,
and that there now remains in the treas-
ory 860,000, which should, according
to the terms of the resolution, be distrib-
uted among all of the counties of the
State—those getting the $3 and those
haviog more thsn that amount out of
their own resources.

All of the counties of the State are,
of couorse, interested, but those es-

peciaily interested are tweive connties,
including Richlaod, Kershaw, Colleton,
Charleston,  Clarerdon, Hazpton,
Barowell, Beaafort, Abbeville, Aikea,
Anderson and Laurens, which did oot
receive say of the first distribation, as
their school foods already amounted to
$3 per capita. It is pow cootended
that the remsioder of the dispensary
profits for 1898 is distribuable among
all the counaties of the State, iociudiog
the twelve coanties a2bove mentioned,
according to the enrollment of papils.
It has pot yet been ascertained if the
otk-r county saperintendents will co-
operate with County Superintendent
Capers. They can put themselves ic
communication with him and recare,
along with Richland, the benefit of the
proceedings in case the Supreme Court
sustains the position takeo. ’

It is stated, in addition, that if the
State board of control will pay over to
the State Treasurer ali money now on
band and not formally tursed over to
the Treasurer for credit to the school
fand, that the amount involved will rus
ap to $100,000.
