MAGISTRATE BARRETT TO BE
REINSTATED,
The County Legislative Delegation

charges against Magistrate G. MeD Barrett,
of Bishopville, and the reasons for recom-
mendiog bie reiostatement by the governor :

Sir: lo compliance with your request the
Sumter County delegation toduy met for the
purpose of considering a recommendation
with reference to the reinstatement of G, M,
Barrett, ap magistrate of the bth Magiaterial
Distriet for Sumter County, or the appoint.
meont of a succeasor.

As you requested, the citizens of that sec-
tion of the county were giveu smple oppor-
tapity to express their wishes in the matter.

We coosidered the fact that the grand jury
bae not foeund a ‘'true bill'’’ against Mr. Bar-
rett as seems to be coutemplated in Section
22, Arucle IV, of the Coostitution of 18903,
as the basis of action in such ecnses, which
section is as follows : *'Whenever it shall be
brougbt to the notice of the governor by
affidavit tha: ao officer who has the custody
of public or trust funds is probably guilty of
embezslement or \be appropriation of public
or truet funds to private use, then the gover-
vor shall direct bis immediate grosecation
by the proper officer, and upon true bill
'ound the governor shall suspend such officer
and appoiot in his stead, until he shall have
beem acquitted by the verdiet of a jary., In
case of conviction the office shall be declared
vacant and the vacancy filled as may be pro-
vided by law.' We also considered the fact
that the larger cumber of petitioning citizens
interested express their coofidence in Mr;
Barrett dnd requested his restoration to
office, we, therefore, respecifully recommend
that he be reinstated.

Licenses for Selling Malt.

Retail dealers are nooplused by a wvotice
that bhus jost been received from Collector
Webster cailiog on them for the payment of
8 back license for dealing in malt. The no-
tice reads that $60 wust be paid, which is
the license and penalty for two years, ending
Jupe 30, 1900. The drug men did vot know
they were liable for a license, much less pen-
alty, and several attorneys have been secured
10 look into the case. The licenee, judging
from the contents of the notice, is $20 a vear
«od the pesalty is $10, makiog a total of $60
for the two years. The druggists thiok that
the law is & new ooe, only t{ﬂ years old, of
which they havs never been hotified, or oth-
erwise the bill wonld have been much larger.

The notice states that the $60 is due from
Mr. Blaok, ‘‘retail desler in wmalt liguor.”
