The Dream of the Cotton
Producers at Last Realized.

Augueta Chrouicle, February 4.

The ocotton warket was the topic of
cunversation io the cowmercial oircies
of Aagusta yesterday. :

Koowiog that the cotton meo would
be discussiog the sitaation, s Chroniole
reporter esuatared around on Cotton
Row sod eought ioterviews oo the
subjeot .with several of the most
promioent faotqrs of the oity [o
speaking of the market one of tbese
gentlemen said: :

This  mesns 60,000,000
bushels of cotton sced less than® last
year. With a decrease in the fertilizer
output and a shortage of eixty millious
of bushe's of cottou seed the firmers
will hardly use as much fertilizars for
the coming orop as was used last and
previous gcascos As  the use of
fertil.gers materially sffects tao pro

ction, we way rearopably expeo
the orop of 190k to be short in pro.
porting to the deorease in the use of
fertiligers. A farmer oan sell his orop
today for vext fall’s delivery ot 71 4
cents, and it is not likely that price-
will go below tkat fzure, noless
preseut indiostious count for waught.”

He
asoswered you. Would bie word be fofalli-
ble? No, it woald not. Suppose again, you
weot to St Pater's and heard the pope preach
upoa some point of faith or morals, would
bis utterance be infallivle? No, it would
not. Suppose the pope wrote a letter to you,
or wrote a book, would the opinions or be.
liefs there set down be hie infallible Yecigione?
No, they would not.

Again, suppose you were to ask the Pootiff
bie opinioo, let us say, about South African
politics, or about bimetslliem, or any cther
question, would not the Pope’s words on
any of these points be infallible ? Most assar-
edly not. The infallibility of tbe Pope does
oot, therefore, mesa that be is inspired as
Holy Scripture is inspired, or that he can re-
ceive or give to men a new doctrioe other
tbeo those taught by Christ and His apostles;
