Osfontein, Mareh 7 —Lord Roberts’
movement todsy again thoroughly sur-
prised. outwitted and outmanoeavred
the Boers, who fledd almos: without
firing a shot The plan of battle was
as follows : General Colville’s division
extended along tho wporth baok ;
Geoeral Tacker held the centre reserve
and the Guards brigade bal the oeotre
advavced. Geoeral Kelly Kenny’s
division was ordered to make a buge
fsokiog movement on the Boers left,
following Geoeral French, who was
instructed to wove soutbeast until
opposite the Boer flank aud then to
ewing around the rear

““Every movement was sdmirably
exzouted aud eotirely sucsessfoi. The
Boers wero surprised as was evident
from the state of the deserted cataps
Twice the British gavairy were almost
in a position to charge but they adwir
that they were foiled by the wanoen
vring of the Boers

““When last scen Qeneral Frenoh
was pureuing tho coemy vigorously
He was between them and Bloemfon-
tein, about 11 miles from the right
wing

“Qeneral Colville merely demon-
strated against a high mcootsio
oscupied by the Transvaai troops who
are pow flecing, in consequence of the
flight of the Free Staters south of the
river It is impossibie at present to
give the Boer oombers, but it is
estimated that they reach 14,000, all of
whom are pow in flight

The Nioth Lancers attempsed to get
close to the Boers’ right, with the
objeot of charging, but the Boers eamo
out in great force aod the Lancers
were compelied to retire A battery
was thep sent forward to hold the
enemy in oheck, while the Grahams
town volanteers and a company of
mouoted infantry, supported by another
pattery, engaged the Boers on their
righl flank

The Boers fired shell, fallinz short,
however, and they made a stubborp
defense on the kopj» on our right,
ecofilading the battery and killing 18 of
the battery horsca  Thoe mounted
infantry gradually repelied the Bocrs
and the battery then took position and
expelled them from their laager in
confusion.

The Boers beld a strong position on
the north bank of the river but the
flight from the southern baok com
pelled them to retreat They showed
great adroitness io gettiog away the
wagoos and displayed a bold front
while the rest of the force was busy io
spaoning.

General French's division consisted
of three brigades of cavalry, two of

mounted iofantry and eeven horsc
batteries

Pretoria, March 6 —A epecial dis
patch from Bloemfontein eaye that
President Kruger addressing a crowd
of people said : **Although God ie
testing our people, my perronal opin
ion fa that the limit of the test is
nearly reached If the people are
sustained by faith in the time of ad.

The Eighth division bas been
under orders to embark for several
weeks, but these orders, 8o far as the
artillery contingent is concerned,
bave been recalled, Lord Roberts
haviog reported that no more artil-
lery from home is necessary This
ie the firet psuse in reeoforcements
since the war began. Sir Redvers
Buller, second in command in the
field, snd Lord Wolseley are onder
stood also to consider that no more
artiliery is needed Lord Roberts
has altogether 452 guns, including
siege pieces

It is quite clear that Gen Baller
will not try anything large in the
future, as he is to lose Sir Charles
Warren and the latter’s 10,000 men,
who have beer ordered to join Lord
Roberts It is the expectation of the
war office that Lord Roberts, not
withstanding the necessity of garri
soning his depots, will be able to
operate a coustantly increasing force,
until by the time the Transvaal fron-
tier is reached he will bave 70 000
troops

His telegrams dealing with non
essentials are taken to mean that he
is up to some mischief, as his appa-
rent inactivity usually spells ancom-
mon activity

Mafeking, as a beleaguered town,
attracts much sentiment and sympa
thy Nothing has been heard from
there since Feb 19 There is a
rumor this morning that Col Baden
Powell has been relieved, but this
cannot be traced to any substantial
basis.

KRUGER AND STEYN PRESENT.

London, March 9 —-The war office
hae received the following diepatch
from Lord Roberts :

“P plar Grove, Friday Morning—
Presidents Kruger and Steyn were
both present at the fight of March 7
and did ail in their power to rally
their troops  The rout, however, was
complete, the men declaring that
they couid not stand against the
British artillery and such o formida-
ble force of cavalry.”

Dispatches from Poplar Grove con-
firm the reports of the complete
panic of tihe Boera The Morning
Post’s correspondent sava: *‘Presi
dent Kruger shed tears at his ineffec
tual attempts to rally the Boers who
were completely paralyzed by Lord
Roberts’ masterly tactica They were
too demoraiized to heed his expos
to'ations and declared that the Brit

ieh cannon were everywhere ”’

Poplar Grove, O. F 8, Friday
Morning, March 9 —Gen French,
who is 10 miles ahead, reports that
his front is clear of the Boers All
other reports tend to coufirm the
staie of disorganization of the Boer
forces, Transvaal as well Free State,
The general impression is that the
further progrees of the British to
Bloemfontein will not be apposed.

A great amount of ammunpi\iun was
destroyed today  This included sev-
eral boxes of explosive bulieta on the
outside of which the Boers had mark
ed ““manufuctured for the British gov.
