THE NORTH.

Coungressman Norton’s Bril-
liant Defence of the South.

Washington, April 25 —Special:
Judge Norton made a short speech
in the House on Mounday, on condi-
tions in the Soutk, in reply to some
comparasons which bed been drawn
by Representatives between the
Nortbern States and the Southern
ones. 1le presented the situaiion in
the Sounthern States in a very clear,
concise manaer, and it will prove in-
teresting readining to a!l Southerners
He said in part:

«Some days ago the gentleman
from Iowa made some comparisons
between his own State and some
Southern States, referring especially
to Alabama, in the matter of educa
tional facilities, making the contrast
strongly agaipst the South  This is
only a sampie of many of the like
references to the South oo the floor of
this House. I desire to address my-
self somewhat to these misappreben-
sions.

«T wish to say that ali things and
conditions considered, the South bas
done and ie doing as much in tbese
and other directions as any otter part
of th ecountry. The dissdvantages
under which the South bhas labored
for the last thirty years are greater
tban anyone outside of it can well
conceive of or even believe

«The south has paid to other
secticns of this ccuntry since the war
in tbree items, viz : peosions, inter
est and tariff protection, enough to
have paid the public debt at the ciose
of the war, or about $2,500,000,000.
And all this, too, after she had been
devaatated by war 2nd robbed of
millions and millions by the carpet-
bag governments after the war. Meo,
ot of the South, assuming to discuss
questions, never consider these facts
in their comparisons

«Soutn Carolins, with a property
assessmeat of less than $200,000,000,
has paid for pensions over and above
every dollar received by peosioners
in that Stste aboat $40,000,000
The eieven seceding States have paid
in the same way, for the same par

" pose $500,000,000 above ali going to
them

«The Soata has paid about $1,000,-
000,000 interest for money to make
and barvest her crops, and not less
than 31,500,000,000 for special pro
tection to the proteceG interests of
other sections

*The people cf the South, being
mairly producers io the markets of
the worid iz competion with ail
countries aad were forced to buy in
the srotecied markets of the United
Stetes, guarded by protective laws

«]n addition to this direct financial
drain great damage has been suffered
by the South, growitg out of the
prejadice, acd falsehoods, arcd the
migrepresentation  of the North
agaicst Sonthern people. Much of
this bas come of tbe recoostruction
pericd  Missionaries with carpet
bags ceme South from the North
afrer the war and took control of the
pegro, voted bim to sait their nefa.
rions parposes, and tanghbt him tbat
it was not wrong to rob and murder
white men, to barn and despoil white
homes

« Twenty years ago the south bad
$21,900,000 invested in cotton fac-
tories ; their 584,000 spindies used
221,000 bales of cotton. In 1890
there was $48,000,000 invcsted in
southern cotton mills. with 1,605,000
spindles. using 545,000 bales of cot-
ton There has Deen a greater
growth during the last ten years,
until now there iz $125,000,000 in
vested 1o southern cotton miils, and
their 6 000,000 spindies will use
2,000,000 of this yesr’s crop of cot
ton. There is no reason why tbis
rate of increase should not continue
Twenty yesrs fromn now we shall see
60,000,900 southern spindies, supply-
ing the increased demand for cotton
goods and using three fourths of a
twenty-million bale crop of cotton.

«In the production of coal the
sonthern mines bave risen from 5,
959 209 tous in 1880 to 42,863 448
tons in 1899 ; in coke production,
from 299,430 tons to 5,140,977 tons ;
i pig iron production, from 308,031
tons to 2,360 554 tons; in phos-
phatee, from 750,G00 tons to 2,000,-
000 tons

«The south produced 474,614,756
basbels of grain in 1880 ; the crop
jast year was 748,796,476 busheie.
The south had 20,000 miles of rail
road in 1880 ; iast year there was
50,000 there

«The southern states have baif the
standiog timber of the country, and
are now building up rapidly an im-
mense irade in wood and Jumber.
It wili not be long before she wiil
control this fieid of industry The
south grows 72 varieties of field
crops acd 65 varieties of garden
track. fruits and meloos.

«Buat with all today sees only the
beginning of the souti’s indastrial
and commercisi development. What
has been done by our people during
the last 30 years has been done in
the face cf inteneely adverse condi
tions, and in spite of tbe beavy haund
of unfavoratle legislation Our 1n-
dastries have suffered from discrimi-
nating freight rates by land and
water, and do so yet They bave
been retarded by the lack of money
and its iocrease in value year by
year. We have worked and strug-
gled against our poverty in the face
of a social and industriai ostracism
such as few sections of the world
have ever known.

“Bat when we remember that suc
cess begets success, that oppressive
restrictions and prejudices fall be-
fore power, then we see the south,
industrizily free, moving forward
with ieaps and boaads to the indus-
trizl and ccmmercial sapremacy sbe
©arns

«“We only hope for the domination
of our common couriry ic every iield
oi life when we look forward to the
day wher somewhere south—maybe
at Charleston, S C, and I hope so—
there will be built 2 commercial city
that will be to the modern werid
what Rome and Venice znd Uartnage
were to tne ancient world From it

valuable products, mineral and vege

bring retaros for the enriccament and
the glory of the southern states.
“The day will come waen miilions
of bales of sonthern colton, mapa
factored at soutbern iooms: when
millious of tons of southern iron,
manufactured ia scuthern forges;
when millions of feet of lumber, cut
by southern miiis. wili find their way
to every port upon the Atlantic, the
Pacific and the Indian oceass We
are called upon to supply the needs
of the Occident and the Orient. The
duty is ours, aud the rewards of the
honest worker, of weaith, of bouor
and of power, shail be ours also.”

HULL DESTROYED AND
OTTAWA SUFFERS TER-
RIBLY.

ESTIMATED LOSS $20,000,000.

_—

Ottawa, April 27 —Five esquare
miles of territery burned over ; more
than 2,500 dwellings, factories, mills,
stores and other buildings destroyed,
entailing a ices estimated to reach
$20,000,000 and between 12,000 ard
15,000 men. women aund children
homeless, is a summing up of the
havoc wrought by the fire which has
been raging at Hull and Ottawa
gince yesterday morning, and at mid
night was not completely under ¢ oa
trol

Most of the lumber piles in Ottawa
and I1ull have disappeared and are
pow merefheaps of charred wood and
asbes. Half a dozen churches and
gschools, 2 number of mills, the Hull
waterworks, the Hull court house and
jail, the postoffice, the cenveni—al-
most every business place and about
1,000 dwellings and shops in Huli
have been destroyed Indeed prac
tically nothiong of Huli is Ieft but 2
church and a few houses beyond it

The spot where the fire originated
is about a quarter of a miie from the
main street of Hull and as a gaie was
blowing from the northwest right in
the direciion of the lumber piles and
mills on both the Hull and Ottawa
shores of the Gitawa river and Chandi-
ere fails, it was soon seen that the fire
was almost certain to be a large one.

By half past 11 o’clock the fire
had got a good hold on Main street
and the entire street with dozens of
cross sireets, was burped Practi-
cally-there is ot a house left ou the
gtreet. About this time the fire bhad
made a jnmp of nearly half a mile
and ignited Eddy’s wood yard, near
the match factory It was soon in
flames and a 50 mile an hour gale was
blowing a bigh column of flame
across Bridge street and set fire to
the Eddy paper mill and the other
buildings of the company. The fire
at this time also sprang across the
Qttawa river and caoght the sheds in
the rear of the Nackay Milling com-
pany on Victoria island and in a few
minutes the iumber piles on Victoria |
Chaudierie islands, one the power
houses of the Ottawa Electric com-
paoy sod half the buildings on the
two islands were in flames

In this city it is estimated that be
sides the milis, factories, etc, burn-
ed 1,500 residences were destroyed.
The total loss is estimated at §19,
600 000 and the insurance at $2 500,
