NINETY THOUSAND HAS
BEEN SUBSCRIBED.

Charleston, May 1 .The subscrip¬

tions to the oapital stock of the South
Carolina Interstate and West Indian
expooition are growing The total
smouot subscribed up to noon todsy
amounted to more than $00,000.
There are a number of lists out,
which will swell the som coueidera-
b y, when tbey are returned
The exposition has now been defi

n tely deeded upon. An application
for a charter for the company, the
ojpital stock to be $250,000, will be
applied for io Ibe course of the next
few days When the charter has
been received, books of subscription
to the oapital stock will be opeoed In
and out of Charleston. The project
fe beiog well received on all sides,
and it is reasonably certain that il
will prove a success, financially as
well ae otherwise Maj J C Hemp-bill aod other members of the com¬
mittee yet to be named, will loave
here next week to briog the project
to the atteotion of congress.

The withdrawal
ooaasiooed looe surprise bat it was not
altogether unloosed for. The Barn-
well supporters deolsred their intention
to otptore the eouoty oooveotioo sod
their fsiloro to do so, showed their
weakoess and forced Maj Bun well to
the conclusion that he oould not secure
s majority soffioieot in Charleston to
overoeme the majority that Col. Elliott
was ezpeoted to get io tho ooontry and
bring to Charleston ; hence the with¬
drawal. M»j Barnwell has many
friends sod his dignified and manly
campaign, although it was brief, has
served to sttrsot many people to him.
His withdrawal is of ooorao regretted
by lorne of bis friends Col Elliott's
supporters sre correspondingly elated.

Artesian Wells *

in South Carolina.
Efforts to Get Accurate Infor¬

mation About Them.

Tbs bydrogrsphio division of ths
United States geologiosl survey io*
eludes smoog its numerous lines of
work s study of the artesian well con¬
ditions of those parts of the United
Ststes whe suoh wells sre possible,
so that it m.y render prsotioal assist¬
ance to the people of suoh districts io
their efforts to obtain a better sod more
healthful wster supply, by giving in
formstioo ss to tho obsooes of success,
probsble depth sod ohsraoter of water

Suoh ioformatioo oan only bo gireo
after a oareful study of the geology of
the regioo and s collection and studyof ths records sod material passed
throogh io ss many as possible of the
wells drilled io tbs regioo. After
suoh study trustworthy sdvioe sod
assistance may usually ba given to
parties oootemplatiog drilling artesian
walls by wbiob they msy bs goided
where there is prospeot of sooosss or
waroed aod preveoted from wastiog
money wbsre failure is astured
A large oomber of artesian wells

have been drilled io Sootb Carolioa,
but almost oo stody bss hsso mods of
tho gsologiosl problems involved io
ths searoh for arteaiao wster io this
State, sod aimost oo samples of mate*
rials bsvs heea preserved eioept from
a well or two io Charleston. This di¬
vision of the TJoited States geologioal
aorvey has plaeed Dr L. C. Qleoo of
the Sooth Carolins oollege in obargeof ths work io South Csrolios sod he
desires to obtain ss oomplete informs
tion as possible concerning all wells
that have been bored io the State of
whieh be baa not already secured re
oords. It is desired to obtain reoords
of tho depth of tho well, thiokoeas,
oharaoter and distance below the sur¬
face of the various strata gone through,
position of the various waterbearing
beds, the quantity and quality of the
water aod the height to which it rices
with the cost of boriog. It is highly
important that s samp'e of several
ouooes of the material of each of the
various beds passed through be scoured
for study aod that the thickness and
depth below the surface of eaoh of these
sampled beds be known. It is especial¬
ly desirable that all shells, bones,
teeth, eto , bo preservnd sod ssnt with
s reoord of their depth Blanks will
gladly be sent to all parties able and
willing to assist by furnishing suoh
rsoords snd samples. Bags in whiob
to oolleot samples of materials will slso
be aeot, aa will envolopea and lags by
whioh they may be returned to Dr
Qlenn free of all postage.

It is hoped that tbo oounty papers
will aid in the matter by publishing
this artiole, as the work tbo Uoited
States aurvey has boon inductd to take
up io South Carolioa is of muoh im¬
portance to all residents of the low
oountry. whero the surface water is so
ofteo a fruitful souroe of biokoese, aod
where io maog plaoos artesian wells
and as a CDosequonce improved health
sre poasiblo .State, May 3.
