GREAT DAMAGE WROUGHT BY
HIGH WATERS UP STATE,

In  Anderson, Spnﬁanblarg. Green-

ville and Richland the Fury of the
Floods Have Been Espccially Felt,
The Congaree, Saluda and ell Pled-
mont  Streams Rising  Rapldly—
Rains Unprecedented.,

Columbia, Aug. 25.—The flood now
raging In the rivered sections of the
State bids fair to equa! the Pacol:t
flood of 1903. By daylight this morn-
ing it was seen that all the crops
along Congaree River were ruined
and that the damage would be con-
slderable.

Immediately upon the realization of
the seriousness of the freshet at this
point work was begun in the power
houses along the river heie. .n tie
Columbia Duck Mill power hou. - the
exciters were hoisted flve feet up on
the floor. At 4 o'clock this afternoon
the water had crept. up ‘o iI'.m and
they had to be raifed hisher ard the
hoods put over the dynr aos and
scrawed down. The water i: 1 siog
at the rate of four inches per b ur.
The City of Columbla, when steaming
up to Senate sireet land ng from
Georgetown today, picked up her own
wharf which had washed ¢ y nd
towed it back up, and both «f them
are now made fast up in an old corn
fleld on the edge of the Congaree
River. With the water at 22 feet, the
weather bureau predicted between
three and four feet additional water
at 4 o'clock to'ﬂay. Wreckage of all
descriptions Is passing by here, show-
ing that the damage up the Saiuda and
Broad rivers has been heavy,

Later—At 11 o'clock tonight the
Congaree Rlver has tisen (o the 26.8-
foot mark and is still rising.

Up to this hour the power house
which furnishes the lights used in the
city and power for trolleys and several
of the mills Is undamaged, but the wa-
ter I8 nearly over the stone protec-
tion wall, although still three feet be-
low the windows.

GREAT DAMAGE IN ANDERSON.

Rainfall the Heaviest in the History
of the Country,

Anderson, Aug. 25.—According to
the oldest citizens the heaviest rain-

fell last night and today. At2 o'clock
this afternoon the weather bureau ob-
server announced that ten inches had
fallen in the 16 hours previous and
tonight rain is still falling heavily. It
is hard to estimate the amount of
damage done in Anderson County,

but it will amount to many thousands
of dollars.

Anderson has had one train today,
that being the early morniag train
from Belton on the Blue Ridge Road.
The morninz train on the Char'eston
and Western Carolina Road {.om Au-
gusta ran lato a wash-out saveral miles
from Arderson, and it will be a day
or two before the engine can be ex-
tricated from a deep hole ard pat
back into commission. Street cur
traffic was off untll 4 o'clock this af-
ternoon and the interurb 1 lines be-
tween Anderson and B lton is cut of
business. The tra: % is b:dly washed
and it will be seve al days belore traf-
fie can be resumed,

Telegraph and telephone connections
have held up remarkably well, but to-
night many telegraph wires leading
out of the city are down. The power
plants at Portman Shoals, on the Sen-
eca River, and Gregg Shoals, on the
Savannah Ruver, weio flooded, and
were forced to shut down, This neces-
sarilly caused the Orr and Anderson
Cotton Mills, of Arderson, and the
cotton mills at Greenwood and Abbe-
vilie County, fed with this power, to
cease operations,

The dams at the Gluck and Cox
mills were washeq away, and thesa
mills are without water and are, there-
fore, shut down, The Anderson Water,
Light and Power Company announced
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fall in the history of Anderson County |

on the Savannah River was the high-
est this afternoon ever known, and
that Seneca River is terriby swollen.
Hurry orders have been placed by this
concern for boilers and pumps for the
Gregg Shoals plant to remove the wa-
ter which has flooded the place. It

The cities of Anderson, Greenwood
and Abbeville,are tonight lighted by

Savannah River rose at the rate of
thiee feet an hour during several hours
of the day, end at Giegg Shoals the
rise was recorded at 40 feet at sun-
down this afternoon. The city of An-
derson and the county of Anderson will
suffer heavily. The city has only re-
ceni y spent nearly one hundred thou-
sand dollars on street improvements
and elsewhe.2 in the ci.. limits. The
roads in the country are terribly wash-

ed and bridzes have floated down
streams. The farm land on . dzes has
beei: v..sked (ow i in ih gully and

crops have been severely damagod. It
Is impossible tonight to say when An-
derson will have railroad and mail
facilities again.

The Blue Ridge Road has hid sev-
eral terrible washout reportrd at its
genera! officer and the Savannah Val-
ley Road is blocked with a wreck
caused by a washout. The train
wrecked we: No. 7, which was due
heras i . 11 o’clock this aorniny f om
Augusta. No one was ia_ared, bat the
engine sunk in a deep saud hole, sev-
eral feet below the roadbed.

Street cars are being operated here
tonight cn’y at intervals, power be-
ing furnished hy an auxiliary steam
engine kept for cases of emergency.
The fearful rainfall cut off Anderson's
vote in the primary to 3,000 from a
polling of 8,000, This number or
more would have been polled today
if the day had been clear.

At 8 o'clock tonight 12 inches of
rain has fallen since 8 o'clock last
night, and it is still raining.

Bridge Over the Wateree Goes Down
Carrying Man and Boy to Death.

Camden, Aug. 25.—The Wateree
iron bridge, which was operated by a
corporation as a toll bridge, was com-
pletely wrecked today by the high wa--
ter. The river is higher than it has:
been for years and the immense .
amount of rafts and a large flat whicke
came floating down the stream was
more than it could stand. At the time
it gave way there were a number of
people on the bridge, including M=
Henry Savage, the president of the
Bridge Company. Mr. Savage and
two negroes went floating down thHe
river on a raft. The negroes managed
to get out and the others that went in
at the time the bridge gave way were
all rescued, but the most distressing
feature of it all is that Mr. George:
Rabon, who was crossing in a wagon
wiwn a litt'e boy named Hinson, went
in, and it is almost certain that they
were drowned. Nothing has been
heard of them. i

Mr. Savage has been located in a
tree and efiorts are being made to
reach him with a boat. It is a thrill-
Ing experience he is having and his
fricnds are very anxious about l\ﬁ'n,
but it is believed that he will be safe
The rain has been coming down in
torrents nearly all the evening. Mr.
Robert Mickie was on the bridge, but
escaped injury. A pair of mules, how-
ever, were drowned.

The loss to the Bridge Company is
estimated at $15,000. The disaster
is a great blow to Camden. That see-
tion of the county j= an important
feeder to Camden. As soon. however,
as the water goes down a flat willl bhe
