Talks in Schoo! children on Honor*
lug Their Pntlierx and Motliers and
Reverence for Those Having
Authority over Tliem.Ray* Thai
Pnriloolna l*owor I* One Conferred
on Governor bv People and should
bc l*>od Circumspectly.

Special to The Item,
Bummerton, May 10..Judge Ira B.

Jones spoke last night in the school
auditorium at this phv e to about
five hundred people. His speech was
well received and he met with h
very hearty welcome at the hands of
the k.1 people of Summer! >n.

His speech lasted f,.r almost an
hour, during which time he spoke to
the children on honoring their fath¬
ers and mothers and having reverenc
for those in authority, while to the
older people present he talked f.,r a

while on political matters, mentioning
the fact that he had left the Chle.*
Justiceship of the Supreme Court, s
much more exalted position than thai
of governor. ti» redeem te State from
Blenseism. This was his only di¬
rect mention of Governor Bleaae,
who is his chief opponent In the rat e

for governor.
Judge Jones was Invited to speak

to the school children, .and. taking for
his text "Honor Thy Father and
Mother." he spoke to the chlldran for
the greater part of his time on this
subject, lb- stated that the govern¬
ment itself rested nil fO||f pllli»Ti
which must be preserved for the
government to stand. These pillars,
he said, were the School, the home.
the church and the court house, it
wa- in the school and the home that
tho child Was taught to honor his
father ami mother and reverence
those having authority over him.
lb- must leam to reverence his an¬

cestors and those things which had
been done by them tn build up the
State. Tt was only by learning in ths
h< me and school, while young. the
proper re.-pect for those having au¬

thority over him that he tou'd set
an example for his own children
when he grew into a man. Tha chil¬
dren should live to honor their fa¬
ther and mother.

Ing power should be used only un¬
der justifiable circumstances and
never for political reasons, or for
reasons of friendship or for any other
reason, it was delegated by the peo¬
ple and should be used Only to the
best interest of the people, which Was
never the case except ^ hen the par¬
don was clearly justified.

In speaking of his resigning his po¬
sition as Chief Justice of the State
Supreme Court, Judge Jones stated
that many people did not understand
his motives. That the position of
Chief Justice was one very much
more honorable than that of gover¬
nor' and more lasting, for in his po¬
sition of Chief Justic,. he had SecU

many governors come and go. In re-
signing his position from the Supreme
Court to enter the race for governor
h« was obeying u call of duty. Tie
sei :bt to redeem the state from
nieasism, this being the motive
prompting him to the action he ha I
taken.
