John Fehler 1* Slain by Moh Near jNorway.Motive a Mystery.

Norway, Dec. 21..in jail on the |
charge of obtaining money under false
pretenses, John Felder, a negro, was
taken from the guardhouse here last
night and slain at a spot about two
nilVs from this town. The negio was
shot in the head several times and
broken pieces of a revolver butt Indi¬
cate that he was severely beaten about
the head. No motive has been as¬
signed for the killing of the negro. It
Is certain that the charge under which
he was Incarcerated did not tlgure, for
that had been settled or was on the
eve of being disposed of.
The negro was arrested Friday by

Magistrate Tyler on a warrant sworn
out by J. K. Leyseth of North. The
negro had contracted to work on the
farm of S. D. M. Quess and son at
Denmark for the next year and Mr.
Leyseih, learning this, communicated
with the Messrs. Quess. They agreed
to reimburse Mr. Leyseth. During the
early evening two sons of the negro
came to the Meters. Ouesa und urged
them to speed la securing the release
of their father as they feared that
harm would have to come to him if
he had to remain over night.

Conference Between PresMcnt-cloet
and Ncbrnekan Fails to Add lo Sum
of Pub'lc Knowledge About Prob«
nble Setocilons for High dart's.

Princeton, N. J., Dec 2L.After a

day of lengthy conferences in Tren¬
ton the most Important of which was
with W, J. Bryan, President-elect
Woodrow Wilson returned tonight to
his home here, tired and ready for
rest. So far as light on the gossip
aa to Mr. Bryan's future relations
with the administration, the confer¬
ence between the two today was pro¬
ductive of nothing more than specu¬
lation. Mr. Wilson said very frank¬
ly that while he had talked about
men for his cabinet with .Mr*. Bryan
the name of the Nebraskan was not
mentioned. As to further conferences
With Mr. Bryan, none was talked of
or arranged, Mr. Wilson said.

Discussing tonight the subject of
patronage, the president-elect made
It evident that those who expect to
get political appointment from him
had better not try to malnfest their
ambition in person or apply directly
to him in any way.

"I have a sort of general principle,"
he said, "that those who apply for
Offices will be the least likely to get
them."

" Then a g:»at number has been
disqualified already," he was asked.

"Ye*," was the smiling reply.
The question remindod the presi¬

dent-elect of a letter he had received
from an onice-seeker.
"One man wrote me," related Mr.

Wilson, "sa* ir.g he was thinking of
applying and would like to know from
me personally what was the best way
to go about it."

'There was no reply," he said. He
added that he, of course, expected
to take advice about patronage and
would be guided in a great many ap¬
pointments by the recommendations
of members of congress.
Tr summoning of Mr. Bryan to

discuss legislati policies and the
personnel of the cabinet was, the
president-elect indicated, one of a
series of steps which he is taking to
determine upon the fitness "of individ¬
uals for the cabinet.

Mr. Wilson intend*, moreover, to
carry out literally his plan of being

RUBELS KILL 250 FEDERAL IK-

RE(*I I-Vies.

Fighting Continued [or Only a Pew
Hums.(sen. SalaxUr Was in <<.,,,-
mand.

ESI Paso, Dec. 28.---Refugee Mexican
federal soldierti arrived today at
Juarez, report that the 250 federal
irregular troops garrisoning Asce i-

slon practically were annihilated
Wednesday when rebele attacked the
town, about 75 miles southwest i f
Juarez.
The attack was made shortly after

midnight and lighting continued only
for a few hours. The garrison com¬
mander reporti to Gsn. Trucy at
Juarez that he knew of only 15 of his
men escaping besides himself. He is
hiding at a ranch, he writes. Che
fate of 15 Irregulars at Guzman, near¬
by, is lud known. It is believed the
town was taken by rebels before As¬
cension.
The rebels were commanded by

Gen. Isaac Salazar. The revolution¬
ists are reported as mobilising at the
captured town. Gen. Jose Blanco With
S00 federal troops is moving against
Ascension from the Cases Grandes
district to the South. A train bearing
?loo regular cavalry of the Seventh
regiment arrived tonight at Juarez
from Chihuahua, and will go early
tomorrow against the rebel mobiliza¬
tion.
A battalion of regular infantry, it

is said officially, is moving from (he
west against Ascension, forming a
pocket In which it Is hoped to trap
the rebel force, which the federal now
admit numbers some 1,500 men. Rebel
agents at El Paso say that Gen. Pis-
eual OroSCO, Jr., is in the field with
more than 2.000 men.

St. BhottB preVfnted their escape. The
tide backt d tip I y the northwest gale
made it Imp* sslbie lo remain there
ami all hands were ol llged to put
back to the ship.
Capt i'.arr Cell ConllgCUl that the

wind would go down, but Second
Mate j. Kedley volunteered to take
the men in one of the ship's boats
and seek a more favorable landing
place further along the coast. In the
h« avy seas the captain was unwilling
to risk mote lives and gave his cn-

s< nt to the hecond mate's expedition.
With great difficulty Hedley pilot¬

ed his boat along the coast until be
saw a break in the rugged line of
clffs. Pointing the nose directly Into
the surf he ran in without being up¬
set. Tumbling out hastily to preve it
themselves from being sucked back by

1 the undertow, the mate and his four

j men dragged their boat up the beach
and made their way back along *be
cliff to where their steamer lay.
The wind and sea in the meantime

had increased. The combers broke
continuously over the decks of the
vessel which was grinding heavily on
the jagged rocks. Hedley and his men
searched in vain for some path by
which the cliff might be scaled or the
crew of the Florence helped. The
coast in that vicinity was uninhabited.
The few fishermen's huts were de¬
serted for the winter and Hedley had
to take refuge for the night in one
of these abandoned shacks.
At daybreak Saturday Hedley found

that the wind had been steadily in¬
creasing. Hurrying back to the point
off which the Florence lay, he could
see no sign of the steamer. Consid¬
