LONDON EXPECTS CONFLICT.

Dally Mail from Mexico says that the
Fnlted States Is preparing to land
troops to protect British oil tanks at
Tuxpam and President Huerta has
given orders to resist the landing or
the party. Opinion is general here
that the situation in Mexico is rapidly-
approaching a crisis.

BROTHERS OF MURDERED PRES¬

Cruz by Order of President Wilson

Washington, Nov. 21..Daniel and
Evaristo Madero, brothers of the
assassinated president of Mexico, were

given shelter at the United States
consulate in Vera Cruz upon direct
orders today from President Wilson.
They will not be surrendered to the
Mexican authorities unless they erf-
press such a desire themselves. This
government Intends to give Huerta
no opportunity to {.ssassinate the
Maderos. They probably will be tak¬
en out to sea and placed aboard a
commercial ship if the/ desire to leave
Mexico.

WILSON WILL TAKE REST.

Annual New Year's Pall will There¬
fore Bo Abandoned.

Washington, Nov. 21..There will
be no New Year's roception at the
White House next January. Presi¬
dent Wilson announced today that
during the holiday recess of congress
he would take a 10 dt.ys' vaaction.
The president will gc South to some

quiet place where he can play golf
and enjoy the seclusion and privacy
of which he is so fond when on a

vacation. Numerous invitations have
been received for the president to go
to places in North Carolina, South
Carolina and Georgia. He has ac¬

cepted none thus far; In fact, it I» be¬
lieved he has not made up his mind
just where he will go.
The White House issued the fol¬

lowing statement:
"The usual New Year's reception

will not be held on January 1, 1914.
The departure from custom on this
occasion is due to the fact that the
president will not be in Washington
at that time. Owing to the long ses¬

sion of congress the president has had
no vacation since his inauguration.
As the approaching session of con¬
gress will be the long session the only
opportunity for the president to se¬

cure a rest will be during the usual
holiday recels for congress."

LABOR ONION WANTS PEACE.
FEDERATION CONDEMNS THOSE

WHO FOSTER WAR.

Indorses Winston Churchill's Plan
That Great Nations Discontinue
Warship Construction . To Notify
Wilson of Labor's Attitude.

Seattle, Wash., Nov. 21..The
American Federation of Labor today
refused to adopt a resolution con¬

demning armed intervention in Mex-
ico on the ground that such interven¬
tion might be justifiable and desirable,
The convention unanimously adopted
the following resolution:

"The American Federation of La¬
bor condemns attempts being made by
American and foreign corporations
and certain jingo newspapers to force
armed intervention by the United
State? government in Mexico and
urges upon the president of the United
States that the continuance of a pol¬
icy looking to a peaceful adjustment
of the conflict among the Mexican
people and that the president and sec¬

retary of the American Federation of
Labor be instructed to transmit the
position of the federation upon that
matter to the president of the United
States."
John Mitchell took the floor and

bc&.ged the convention not to hamper
President Wilton. While he was a

peace advocate he believed there were

conditions that sometimes justified
war within a nation and between na¬
tions.

President Gompers said the sub¬
ject had taken much time of the leg¬
islative council, which had listened to
representations of both Mexican fac¬
tions and had had much correspon¬
dence on the subject.

Mr. Gompers eulogized Madero, de¬
nounced Huerta as an assassin and
pointed out the importance of main¬
taining the Monroe doctrine.
The main question was brought up

after the convention had adopted a

declaration in favor of international
peace. Two resolutions Indorsing
Winston Spencer Churchill's pro¬
posal that the United States, Great
Britain and Germany discontinue war-

Banking and Currancy Committee to¬

measures for currency reform to the
senate. One was framed by Senator
Owen and his five Democratic Col¬
leagues. The other was framed by
Senator Hitchcock, democrat, and the
five Bepublican members of the com¬

mittee. The senate as a whole will
now have to solve tho whole tangle.
Contingent bank control, the proposed
'Vgional reserve system, bank own¬

ership on a new system, redemption
of notes in gold or lawful money,
eight regional reserve banks, liberal
provisions for farm loans are the
principal features of the bill prepar¬
ed by Senator Owen and his five al¬
lies.
Senator Owen on Monday will begin

a set speech, elaborating on his re¬

port, submitted today and detailing
with the history of the banking, with
reference to its application to Ameri-
can needs. This will bo followed by
a speech by Senator Hitchcock, there-
fore serious consideration of the bill
will bo postponed until the regular
session.

Governing on Constitutional Basis is
Aguilar's Announcement Which
Proves Comforting to Americans.
Conferences Held by Officials.

Washington, Nov. 21..Rear Ad¬
miral Fletcher, commanding the
American fleet on the east coast of
Mexico, late today cabled the navy de¬
partment a message he had received
from Gen. Aguilar, the constitution¬
alist leader, who has occupied the
vicinity of Tuxpam, giving assur¬

ances that American and other exten¬
sive oil interests in that territory
would be protected.

Amiral Fletcher is under orders
to take such st*»ps as may be neces¬

sary to protect foreign lives and
property, reports from Tuxpam hav¬
ing indicated that the constitutior a
alists were threatening to destroy t
tanks of British oil. This led to °

I tense interest.
Gen. Aguilar's message, sent in re-

I ply to Admiral Fletcher s demand that
no harm should come to foreigners
or their property, said:

"I am governing on constitutional
basis, my attitude being to guarantee
the interests of all foreign and do¬
mestic oil corporations existing in the
territory I occupy, fulfilling in this
manner the demands of civilization
and not being governed by caprice or

vengeance."
Officials here think this means that

there will be no trouble, but some

complications as a result of Aguilar's
occupation of the oil field territory.
Destruction of the tanks #would have
endangered lives of many Americans
and other foreigners. Two British

I cruisers have been ordered to the
scene, but, in the meantime, the Unit¬
ed States had "been asked to guard*
British interests.

Frequent conferences today be¬
tween Secretary Bryan, Counselor
John Bassett Moore and Acting Sec-
retary Roosevelt and two visits by the
secretary of state to the White House
accompanied by Mr. Roosevelt were

the outward marks of the deep inter¬
est felt in official circles in the Mexi¬
can situation.

It developed that the welfare of the
Madero brothers and their relatives,
who had sought asylum in the Ameri-
can consulate at Vera Crux; was the
feature of these conferences. There

j was a strong desire on the part of
the administration to learn whether
any resitsance had been offered by
the local Mexican authorities to re¬

moval of the refugees aboard a bat¬
tleship and it was quite apparent
that a sense of relief was experienced
when it was learned that it had not
been necessary to employ force. Late
In the day the department received a

cablegram from Admiral Fletcher an¬

nouncing that "Daniel Madero and
five companions were received this
morning on board the Louisiana as

'
refugees."

It was said at the navy depart¬
ment that no special instructions had
been given in regard to the treat¬
ment of the refugees, though Admiral
Fletcher had been told to confer with
John Lind, who last evening had been
authorized by President Wilson him-

j self to extend protection to the
Maderos.

NOTED STUDENTS ATTACK AND
DEFEND DOCTRINE AT PAN-

AMERICAN CONFER¬
ENCE.

Hammond Attacks Bryan In Speech
Before Conferenoe.Says Ttiat Na¬
tion Which Doch not I*rotect Its
Citizens and Their Property is Un¬
worthy of the Name.

Worcester, Mass., Nov 21..The
Monroe doctrine was attacked and
defended at todays' session of Hie
Fan-American conference at Clark
university. George F. Tucker of Bos¬
ton, author of hooks on South Amer¬
ican affairs, urged that the words
"Monroe toctrine" be given up and a

policy of Pan-American defense
adcpter* Prof. Hiram Bingham of
Yale ' ssed similar views.
Cr a H. Sherrill, former Amer¬

ican nister at Buenos Ayres, sug¬
gest that in case affairs in Mexico
je> .d make it necessary for the
. ted States to intervene, Argentine

J Brazil or some other SoJth Amer-
can country be Invited to join.
Rear Admiral French E. Chadwick,

U. S. N., retired, and Prof. James M.
Callahan of West Virginia discussed
the doctrine in the aft erne >n tension.
Admiral Chadwick held that wh«le the
relations of the United States to the
larger natlor.s of South America
should be r*s an equal among equals,
the question of the Caribbean, the
Gulf of Mexico and that part of the
Pacific bordering Central America had
a different status.

Prof. Callahan defended the Monroe
] doctrine, saying it had aided the peo-
pie who were struggling to free

j themselves from conditions Imposed
by European politic- and had pre¬
vented the partition of Latin-America.
John Hays Hammond, mining ex¬

pert, speaking tonight at the closing
! session of the conference, declared he
] would not invest a cent in a foreign
country as long as William J. Bryan is

j secretary of state. He said any man
who would make such an Investment
Is lacKtng in sense.
"A nation that does not protect its

'Citizens and investors is unworthy the
name of a nation," declared Mr. Ham¬
mond, after saying that -"honest

j workingmen, encouraged to locate In
Mexico, are forced to throw away the
savings of a lifetime."

Mr. Hammond's subject was "The
Development of South American
Trade."
At the beginning he said he would

I refrain from discussing Mexico but
during his speech following his refer¬
ence to Mr. Bryan, he commented
briefly upon Mexico. He declared,
however, that he does not favor inter¬
vention and has opposed it from tho
first.
Among other things he said:
"As an argument against protection

for some property it has been claimed
that concessions have been secured
dishonestly. I have never known of a
bribe being offered or taken for con¬
cessions.

"Investors ought 10 be backed and
protected as long as they prove hon¬
est. When they don't put them In
the Ananias class and withhold the
support."
