All of the above factors, each in
itself worth millions of dollars to the
American people, were discovered by
scientific experiment men, most of
whom were in the employ of experi¬
ment stations.
The facts in regard to diversifica¬

tion that are now being presented by
the campaign force in this State have
been brought together from various
sources. Practical experience has
played in Important part from, the
standpoint of individuals engaged in
the work. However, each individual
uses experimental evidence as the
foundation and backbone for his
whole theme. Every point made is

emphasised by the citation of experi¬
mental results.
To give the people the benefit of

the information that has been secured
by others, either through practical ex¬

perience or as the result of experi¬
mental work, is the whole object of
the campaign. Each farmer could
learn these facts for himself if
he were provided with the means to

try out various plans under experi¬
mental conditions. Such a procedure
would be far too expensive for the In¬
dividual and therefore the United
States government and the States
have established a central station for
such work. Since the fundamental
facts secured in one part of a State
apply to any other part of that State,
it would ba needless to have each in¬
dividual experimenting separately.
Through the State plan each indi¬
vidual contributes his part towards
the maintenance of a central station,
whose duties it Is to devise experi¬
ments to throw light upon practical
agricultural problems.
The experiment station was estab¬

lished by act of congress, which ap¬
propriated funds for investigation
into agricultural problems. It has
endeavored, with its limited means,
to solve the most Important prob¬
lems of the State. With that in view
its activities have been direeed

along the several most import nut
lines of agricultural reserach. The
agricultural problems of the State are

many, Including those of soil tillage,
soli ertlllty, the adaptation or crops
to various types of soils, the produc¬
tion of the higher producing varieties
of the various crops, the comparison
of varieties already established, the

protection of fruit and farm crops
from insects and diseases, the profit¬
able management of live stock under
local conditions and the protection of
live stock from the ravages of dis¬
ease.

Following are some important prac¬
tical farm facts that have been es¬

tablished by the Arkansas agricul¬
tural experiment station:

Heef can be produced profitably in
Arkansas when cattle are pastured on

corn fodder, cowpeas and fed with
cottonseed meal.

Pork cart be produced as profitab¬
ly in this State when pastured as in
any other State in the Union.

Winter oats on an average give n

yield of six bushels per acre more

than do spring varieties that are so

commonly grown in the State.
Twenty-five buhels of corn pei

acre is the value of one cultivation
given at the right time.

Uite cultivation of corn increases
the yield by 2 l-'J bushols for each
time the eorn is cultivated.

Th' even distribution of eorn gives
best results.

Tho cxpcrimnet station maintains

a corps of trained men, whose duties
consist of developing Investigations
to uncover valuable facts that may-
lead to increased crop production at
reduced cost. If advance is to be made
in the agricultural world it will be
made through the investigators.
These men are public servants work¬
ing for the public good. The results
ot thell work ire turned over free of
further cost to the peoph of the
State and the l-nton who employed
them.
One of the problems of the experi¬

ment station In the past has been that
of carrying information to the people.
The agricultural college and schools
have been able to reach a limited jnumber of the young people of the1
State. The bulletins published by the
experiment station have been distrib¬
uted to those residents of tho State
who are supposed to be interested in
the development of agriculture. In
an effort to extend the information
rod reach the people who were un¬
able to attend the agricultural col¬
leges and who did not read the bul¬
letins published, the extension ser¬
vice of the college was developed.
The extension force now engaged in
the profitable farming campaign are
those who have been employed to
carry to tho people information that
is secured at the various experiment
stations. The sources of agricultural
information lie in practical experi¬
ence gained through actual compari¬
sons, such as those employed in ex¬
periment station work. The experi¬
ment station is an important origi¬
nal source of agricultural informa¬
tion.

FARMERS PLANTING GRAIN.

Cereals Will Take Place of Cotton
Next Year Around Muyesville.
Other News Items.

Mayesville, Doc. 14..From all in¬
dications the farmers in this section
will plant, grain extensively next year.
Quite a number have already put in
a good many acres in oats, wheat and
other grain. The planting of wheat in
this vicinity has not been undertaken
to any extent in many years but it
seems that another year will see quite
a good acreage in wheat hereabouts.
If sufficient of this grain is planted
and the yield proves good, there will
probably be a flour mill built at some
convenient point in this section. There
will be a great many more hogs rais¬
ed in this county during the coming
year than for many years past. All
of the planters have come to the con¬
clusion that grain and hogs are the
moBt profitable products for the
Southern farmer.
No great amount of cotton has been

sold here as yet and quantities of the
staple can be seen stored on all Bides,
in lots, on the streets, and In vacant
buildings. There is little more in the
fields to be gathered now and within
the next two week3, probably all will
be harvested. The long wet spell has
been especially hard on cotton and
the ginners have had a lot of trouble
with the wet cotton in the gins. The
seed market holds up good here and
large shipments of seed are made
weekly.
The merchants are having a rather

dull season but on the whole, things
have not been as bad as at first ex¬
pected. A fair trade is expected dur¬
ing the holiday season and most ofj
the merchants are preparing for good
business.

has been unfavorable for almost any
kind of business and the prospect now
of clear weather is welcomed by all.
