MIGHTY NAYY PLANNED.

SECRETARY PANIELS WILL REC-
OMMEND THAT VLEET BE
DOUBLED IN NEXT
FIVE YEARS,

Fifteen to 20 Ships of Line and Battle
Crulsers With Submarines and
stroyers In Proportion Five-Year
Programme Contemplated by Wil-
son and Danlels.

Washington, Oct. 12,—Fifteen LL 20
fighting ships of the dreadnought and
battle cruiser type with a proportion-
ate number of seagoing submarines,
coast submarines, scout crulsers, de-
stroyers and auxiliaries, enough to
make a new American fleet, ig con-
templated by Secretary Danlelu for
recommendation as a five-year bgild-
ing programme for the navy.

President Wilson and Secretary
Daniels have discussed informally the
navy's nceds and are agreed that to
be adequately prepared for 4
the fleet's strength must be almost
doubled in the next five years. An-
other conference between the presi-
dent and the secretary will be held
Friday at which tilne the total num-
ber of ships to be asked for proba.bly
will be fixed,

The flve-year naval programme
when complete would add, in addition
to dreadnoughts and battle crulsers,
nearly 100 submarines, about 70 de-
stroyers and several scout crulsers and
fuel and hospital ships. )

An important part of the pro-
gramme, too, will be a proposal for
a large Increase in personnel. | Ap-
propriation for at least 8,000 addition-
al men will be asked for the Ifirst
year, }

The total cost of the proposed_". pro-
gramme of the first year is pgt at
nearly $248,000,000. Just whatcon-
struction should be provided ti the
first year has not been determined.

It is considered probable that the
construction programme for the'l first
year will exceed that of suc ing
years that urgent deficlencies be

filled promptly.

RED SOX VIGTORY.

THREE HOME RUN DRIVES
BRING FOURTH VICTORY TO
AMERICAN CHAMPS.

Long Swats Dominate Battle, With
Winners’ Clubs More Eflicacious in
Actlon—Foster, Hit Hard, Sticks the
Whole Way to Triumph,

Phialdelphia, Oct. 13.—In the fad-
ing sunlight of a beautiful October af-
ternoon, Harry Hooper of Capitola,
Cal,, yearning for the Golden Gate
with all the fervor of a native son,
decided to bring the world's series of
1915 to a close. Hooper earns a tidy
little livelihood each summer by cov-
ering right field for the Boston Red
Sox of the American league. ‘The
honor of his club and the honor of
his league were at stake this after-
noon when he came to bat for the last
time in the fifth game of a wonderful-
ly hard fought series—a game tied

e | fust and hard. Col. Eppa Jeptha Rixey

of Charlottesville, Va., was hurling
for the faltering Phillies and there
was one out in the ninth when Hoop-
er faced the erratic southpaw. The
colonel made the batter look foolish
as he broke two fast curves over the
plate for called strikes, and the home
rooters were howling in glee. This
noisy approval evidently made Rixey
overconfldent, for a moment later he
grooved one, There was a swish, a
crack of hickory against horse hide
and a white streak headed for the
centerfleld stands. The ball fell to
the ground and then with a long, loop-
ing bound it went into the crowd and
Hooper trotted around the paths.

The Phillies still were due a turn
at bat, but there was not a soul among
the more than 20,000 fans crowded in
the park who did not know that the
series was over and that the Boston
Red Sox had won another champion-
ship of the world-—four games to one.
Flustered but still fighting the stand-
ard bearers of the National league
went through the formality of com-
pleting the last inning, but not a man
Jcould get to first,

This last game of the series was one
{to etir the blood. It was a battle from

balance. Twice it seemed .Philadel-
phia had a winning margin but twice
the Red Sox hammered their way to
the front. Pilling up three runs in
the eighth and ninth inning they got
the decision, 5 to 4.

It was a batting bee in which the
Phillies got an early start.

The situation is admitted to be se-
rious, not only for Servia but for the
whole allies’ cause. It is asserted
that the Servians are inflicting heavy
losses both on the Austro-Germans
and DBulgarians, but with their army
of about 250,000 men they are be-
lieved to have little chance of mak-
ing any prolonged resistance against
300,000 or 400,000 Austro-Germans,
and probably 200,000 Bulgarians.
They are arranging for the transfer
of the capital to Monastir in the ex-
treme southwestern corner of the
kingdom,

Greece apparently has decided to
ignore the treaty under which she is
supposed to go to the assistance of
her Servian ally in case of an attack.
Premier Zaimis said, when notified of
the Bulgarian attack, that Greece “re-
mains in a position of armed neutral-
ity.”

The quadruple entente has decided
to take energetic action. As soon as
news of the Bulgarian attack on
Servia was received in London the
Bulgarian minister was handed his
passports, and M. Viviani, the French
premier, in the chamber of deputies
today declared that France, Great
Britain and Russia had decided to
take joint action and that tomorrow
“Russian troops will be ﬁzhuns by
the side of ours.”

considerable specula.tion as to whm
Russia will enter the Balkan conflict.

It is report»1 that Grand Duke
Nicholas is to command the Russlan
Balkan army, which, it is believed in
military circles here, would make the
Bulgarian people less willing to fight
against Russia, there being a deep
veneration among the Bulgarian
peasants for the emperor of Russia
and his family.

It is understood that Italy has de-
clded not to cooperate with the allies
in the Balkans, the Itallan govern-
ment believing that troops can not be
spared for any campaign other than
that in Trentino and Trieste.

Now that Austria and Germany have
entered on their Balkan enterprise,
which is interpreted as the first step
towards an endcavor to get a German
empire in the Near East, there can be
no drawing back, but the allies hope
that with a vigorous offensive both
on the East and the West they at least
can prevent the sending of any large
reinforcements to von Mackensen.

The French in both the Champagne
and Artois regions of France are con-
tinuing their offensive but not on the
scale of the recent attacks. The Brit«
ish, after their success in repelling
the big German attacks, are preparing
for another move, but at what, point
only the commanding generals know,
Now that they have started, it is be-
lieved here that the British and
French on the Western line will give
the Germans no rest,

It is much the same on the Eastern
front. The Austro-Germans having
brought their offensive to an end, ex«
cept in the region of Dvinsk, the Rus-
sians have recuperated wonderfully
and are striking back. The Germans
clairn another success west of Dvinsk,
but they still are fighting west of
INloukst. They also announce that
Russian counterattacks have been ree
pulsed south of the Pripet river in
Volhynia and in Galicia.
