QUART-A-HON‘!‘H OPINION,

Relates to Duties of Judges of Pro-
' bate,

Columbia, April 13.—Claud N.
Sapp, assistant attorney general, has
rendered an opinion to C. R. Bell,
Judge of prdbate for Aiken county, in
which certain duties of judges of pro-
bate under the quart-a-month act are
outlined. The opinion follows.

“Your letter of the 10th instant to
the Attorney General relative to
your duties In connection with the
enforcement of the quart-a-month act
has been handed me for attention.

“You ask to be advised as to wheth-
er or not under the terms of the act
You are required, when requested to
do ®0, to take the oath fn connection
with the affidavit required to be filed
by persons making application to you
for permits to order liquor. You ask
further to advised whether or not
the afdavit required to be filed in
person by the applicant,

“In uply\thcuto 1 beg to advise
tLat the aMdavit required to be flled
may be made before any ofiicer of the
State qualified to administer an oath,
but in the event the party desiring
the permit should request that you
take his affidavit, it 1s your duty to
do so. You may, however, charge
and collect a fee of 256 cents for ad-
ministering the oath,

He appealed to the farmers ‘with
emphasis on his words and particu-
larly to the farmers of the Son
plant foodstuffs, The Souther;
ers, he sald, “can show their p
fsm in no better or more convincing
way than by resisting the great femp-
tation of the present price of cotton
nnd helping to feed the nations and
the peoples everywhere fighting for
their liberties and our own.”

The address follows:

My Fellow Countrymen:

““The entrance of our own beloved
country into the grim and terrible
war for democracy and human rights
which has shaken the world creates
80 many problems of national life and
action which call for immediate con-
sideration and settlement that I hope
You will permit me to address th you
a few words of earnest' counsel and
appeal with regard to them,

“We are rapidly putting our navy
upon an effective war footing and are
about to create and equip a great
army, but these are the simplest parts
for the great task to which we have
addressed ourselves. There is not a
single nglﬂah element, 8o far as I can
see, in the cause we are fighting for.
We are fighting for what we believe
and wish to be the rights of mankind
and for the future peace and security
of the world, To do this great thing
worthily and successfully we must de-
vote ourselves to the service without
regard to profit or material advantage
and with an energy and iIntelligence
that will rise to the level of the enter-
prise itself. We must realize to the
full how great the task is and how
many things, how. many kinds and
elements of capacity and service and
self sacrifice it involves.

“These, then, are the things we
must do and do well, besides fighting
—the things without which mere
fighting would be fruitless:

“We must supply abundant food for
ourselves and for our armies and our
seamen, not only but also for a large
part of the nations with whom we
have now made common cause, in
whose support and by whose side we
shall be fighting.

“We must supply ships by the hun-
dreds out of our ship yards to carry
to the other side o/ he sea, subma-
rines or no submarines, what will
every day be neded there, and abund-
ant materials out of our fields and
our mines and our factorlies with
which not only to clothe and equip
our own forces on land and sea but
also to clothe and support our people
for whom the gallant fellows under
artns can no longer work; to help
clothe and equip the armies with
| which we are cooperating in Europe
and to keep the looms and manufac-
tories there in raw material; coal to
keep the fires going in ships at sgea
and in the furnaces of hundreds of
factorles across the sea; steel out of
which to make arme and ammuni-
tion both here and there; rails for
worn out raillways back of the fighting
fronts; locomotives and rolling stock
to take the place of those every day
wolng to pleces; mules, horses, cattle,

for labor and for milltary service;
everything with which the people of
England and France and TItaly and
Russia have wusually supplied them-
selved but can not now afford the
men, the materials or the machinery
to make,

‘it is e\'dent to every thinking man
that our industries, on the farms in
the ship yards, in the mines, in ithie
factories, must be made mare p
and more efficient than ever, and tha

they must be more economically man-
aged and better adapted to the partic-
ular requirements of our task than
they have been, and what I want to
say is that the men and the women
who devote their thought and their
energy to these things will he serving
the country and ¢onducing the fight
for peace and freedom just as truly
dnd just as effectively as the men on
the ‘battieflield or in the trenches. The
industrial forces of the country, men
and women allke, will be great na-
tional, a great industrial service army
and noble and honored host engaged
in the service of the nation and the
world, the efficlent friends and sa-
viors of free men everywhere, Thous-
ands, nay hundreds of thousands, of
men otherwise liable to military ser-
vice will of right and of necessity be
excused from that service and assign-
ed to the fundamental, sustaining
work of the flelds and factories and
mines, and they will be as much part
of the great patriotic forces of the
nation as the men under fire.

“I take the liberty, therefore, of ad-
dressing these words to the farmers of
the country and to all who work on
the farms: The supreme need of our
own nation and of the nations with
which we are operating is an abun-
dance of supplies and especially of
foodstuffs. The importance of an ade-
quate food supply, especially for the
present year, is superlative. Without
abundant food, alike for the armies
and the peoples now at war, the whole
gerat enterprise upon which we have
embarked will break down and fall.
The world's food reserves are low.
Not only during the present emergency
but for some time after peace shall
have come both our own people and
a large proportion of the people of
Europe must rely upon the harvests in
America. Upon the farmers of this
country, therefore, in large measurc
rests the fate of the war and the fate
of the nations. May the nation not
count upon them to omit no step that
will increase the production of their
land or that will bring about the most
effectual cooperation in the sale and
distribution of their products. Thr
time is short. It is of the most im-
perative importance that everything
possible be done and done immedi-
ately to make sure of large harvests.
I call upon young men and old alike
and upon the ablebodied boys of the
land to accept and act upon this duty
—to turn in hosts to the farms and
make certain that no pains and no
labor is lacking in this great matter.

“I particularly appeal to the farm-
ers of the South to plant abundant
foodstuffs as well a8 cotton. They
can show their patriotism in no bet-
ter or more convincing way than by
resisting the great temptation of the
present price of cotton and helping,
helping upon a great scale, to fee
the nation and the peoples every-
where who are fighting for their Iib-
erties and for our own. The variety
of their crops will be the visible meas-
ure of their comprehension of their
national duty.

“The government of the United
States and the pgovernments of the
several States stand ready to cooper-
ate—they will do evrything possible
to assist farmers in securing an ade-
quate supply of seed, an adequate
force of laborers when they are most
needed, at harvest time, and the
means of expediting shipments of
fertilizers and farm machinery as we!l
as of the crops themselves when har-
vested. The course of trade shall b«
as unhampered as it is possible to
make it and there shall be no unwar-
ranted manipulation of the nation's
food supply by those who handle it
on its way to the consumer, This
our opportunity to demonstrate the
efficiency of a great democracy and
we shall not fall short of it

This let me say to the middlemen
of every sort whether they are hand-
ling our foodstuffs or

Suggestion Made as to Planting Crops,
I have noticed the many urgent ap-

peals that are, being made for the
farmers to plant food crops. The
difficulty is that these appeals have
come too late. Crops have already
been pitched and the farmers can't
do the work over to plant different
crops from those already planned,
However, I have a suggestion to
make which will partially eliminate
some of the difficulties and give us
a large crop of corn without materi-
ally reducing the cotton crop. It is
this, adopt the Aldrich plan worked
out by A. P. Aldrich of Barnwell.
His plan ia brief is this: Lay off the
land in four foot rows (the usual
width of cotton beds), plant two
rows in corn and two rows in cotton
alternately across the field., This
gives 12 feet on each side of
the two rows of corn to the next two
rows of corn. Now that cotton has
been planted already in most places,
it is possible to split each alternate
two rows cpen with a middle burster
and plant corn in them. The fertil-
izer already put in for cotton will
give the corn a splendid start, If
the corn be dropped one and a half
fect apart it will give 3,630 stalks
to the acre, or about 36 bushels of

’corn to the acre if properly fertilized.

The rows that remain in cotton
will make more than a half crop,
probably altiout two-thirds.
