Gardens are doing finely, and are
now beginning to furnish us with
something to vary our bill of fare,

Wheat looks very promising, but
there is not very much of it plant-
ed, unfortunately. There Is an abund-
ant crop of fruit. Many are buying
pntato draws, and planting early peas
and corn to meet an emergency, whioh
1 eonsider is very wise.
