floet.  But by letting things
stay as they are a large body of
Allied troops is virtually intern-
ed ut Salonica and the Bulgars
may be trusted to guard the
border if they should attempt
again to advance into Serbia.

What acts perhaps as a great-
er.deterrent still is the energetic
attack of the Russians on the
Austro German lines north of
Rumama. 1f the Russians should
again occupy Bukoviua and Ga-
licia, Rumania would be very
apt t®join with them and this
would open the way for an inva-
sion of Bulgaria from the north-
ern side It is reported that
General Mackensen and many of
his troops have been called f:om
Serbia to meet this new danger.
