Brief Sketch of the Democratic Noni-
inee to Congress.

Hon. J. ¥. Wileon, the democratic
nomince for delegate to congrees, was
born in Pulaeki, Giles eounty, Tennes-
aee, May 7, 1846. He attended Rhe-
hama college, Alabamu, and was finish-
ing his junior year when the war broke
ont. His books were cast aside and he
Jonned a enit of gray, shouldered =
muaket and became a member of Com-
pany B, First. Battalion, volunteer In-
fantry, after which he was on staff daty
under General Hindman until Decem-
ber, 1868, In the summer of 1864 he
hud charge of a4 regiment on the north-
ern frontier of Alabama and held the
rank of lientenant-colonel. After the
full of Montgomery, and after the sur-
render of Jolhinson, the rezimibot dis-
banded.

Col. Wilton was wounded six differ
ent times during the service. He was
in every enpagement in which his com-
mand participated and saw much ser-
vice in Kentucky.

After the diehandment of his com-
mamd. Col Wilson started west June
lll 186§, and gpent a hort time in Mex:
{co, alter which he went to Texas but
later; located st Yellville, Arkansas
whiere be wiys engaged in teaching in
the public echools up to 1872. In the
meantime he had begnn the study of
law, and in March, 1872 was admitted
to the bar and at once entered upon the
practice of the profession.

Col. Wilson was, in 1876, elected te
the legi lature of Arkansas, and o8 &
member of that body he served for the
years 1877-'78 ns the representative of
Monin county in that state,

Col, Wileon remained in Yellville un-
til 1866. having the previous year beon
elected 1o the office of prosecuting attor-
nev of the Fourth Judicial District of
Arkansas, & position he filled with
mui ked ability until 1887, Daring these
two years he resided in Harrison, Ark.
He then took up his residence at Pres-
colt, Arizona, twelve years ago, eince
which time his career has been closcly
identifiedd with the push and progress of
the territory. Asu lawyer, Col. Wilson
i® in the frent rank, having always been
trine to his clients and commanded the
I ghest respect of the court, the bar and
the public.

In 1891 Col. Wilson was & member of
the constitutional convention which
drafted the congtitution for the admis-
gion of Arizona as a state. From 1808
to 1805 he served as probate judge of
Yavapal county, having been appointed
to fill a vacancy, during which time his
decisions and rulings evinced great
ability and admirable impartiality.

Under Governor Franklin' 8 adminis-
tration he waas dttorney geseral arkl en-
joyed the full and entire confidence of
that incorraptible executive, His loy-
alty to the people ol Arizona is shown
by his determined opposttion to ring
rule and corrupt measures of every kind
and deseription.
