LexixaroN, Mo., Jan. 25.—The first
fatulity fromeold here was reported yes-
terday. Marthu Lacy, an aged negress,
was found frozen yesterday morning.
She had no home, and had sought the
peant shelter of the basement of o di-
lapidated old frame house. In the
basement was what had once been a
bedstead, and it was upon this she was
found frozen stiff. With her were her
two small children, erying with the
eold, but refusing to leave their
mother's body. They were just alive
when found. There was no bed cloth-
ing of any kind on the bed. This was
by fur the coldest day of this winter
here.

A NEGRO LYNCHED.

TALLANASSEE, Fla., Jan. 25,—Pierce
Taylor, o young negro, who attempted
an assault upon Miss Emma Apthrop
last week, was taken from the jail last
night and hanged to a tree in the jail
yard. Taylor had confessed to ‘the
crime. Early yesterday morning the
mob of about a dozen men, most of
them negroes, went to the jail, and at
the point of pistols secured from the
cook the keys to the outyard of the
jail. Other doors were broken through
,with sledge hammers, until the negro
was secured.  This was the first lynch-

»ing that has ever occurred in this
country.

THE COLD WAVE.

Much Buffering Among the Poor
People in Ohicago.

FEARS FOR STOCK ON THE RANGES,

Forecast of the Washington Weather Bu-
reau—~Coldost Weather of the Season at
Bt. Paul—A Genulne Norther in
Texns—Cold in Eansas City.

Cimicago, Jan. 25.—According to the
records of the weather bureau yester-
day was the coldest day in Chicago in
25 years. It was a steady cold. There
was a variation of but four degrees in
the 13 hours from six o'elock in the
morning until six p. m. At three

| o'clock last night the signal service re-

ported 13 below. On the street it was
several degrees below that. The suf-
fering among the poorer class is in-
tense, and a number of cases of destitu-
tion were reported to the police, At
Grand Crossing 33 families, with 86
children, were found in their poorly
protected hovels unable to care for
themselves. Ears, noses and hands
were whitened and benumbed by the
cold. They were cared for and phy-
sicians summoned to render relief. In
South Chicago five families were found
actually freezing to death.
FEARS FELT FOR BTOCK.

Wicmira, Kan., Jan. 25.—Reports
from many points in western and
southern Kansas eonnties show that
the temperature remains at zero. Stock
on the ranges has suffered from the in-
tense cold, but not even an approxi-
mate idea of the extent of the damage
can yet be obtained. Within the
boundary lines of the state are quar-
tered many millions of cattle sent here
to winter on account of the immense
corn crops of the past two years. The
stock in the southern counties is well
protected, but in the western counties
it is exposed on the open plains and
much apprehension is felt for its safe-
ty. Reports from Oklahoma points
are that that territory is still storm
swept.
