WASHINGTON NOTES.

Spenprany Fraxois has named Wi TL

ground that the educational test was
unnecessurily severe. e said that it
was indefinitely better to admit 100,000
immigrants unable to read and write
than one educated and vurnly agitator.

Tie international monetary confer-
ence bill beeame a law on the &d,
President Cleveland having signed it.

M. McKixrney was presented at
Washington on the #d with a beaunti-
ful badge, the official emblem of the
Sigma Alpha Epsilon fraternity, It
was the gift of the members of the
fraternity at lurge.

Gov, BusnxeLL presented to Natlonal
Chairman Hanna at Washington on
the 3d the commission and certificate
which will muke him a senator of the
United States from the state of Ohlo
1o sucoeed Senator Sherman, who ten-
dered his resignation the same day.

Mu. CLEVELAND took formal leave of
President MeKinley on the 4th ond
then drove from the white house with
Capt. Evans to the wharf to take the
lighthouse tender Maple forn ten days'
fishing trip in the North Carclina
sounds.

Tie total eoinage atall the mints
for February was S11,757,5%8.01. Of
this mmount $10, 152,000 was in gold, 81,-
519.708.05 silver and 8%6,050.3¢ minor
coin.

Ax important order has been fssued
by the United States war department
closing all fortifications and eonst de-
fenses from publie inspection, No one
is 10 be permitted to view these works
in the future except for good military
reasons, and descriptions of them are
prohibited.

Tux commissioner of patents reports
that for the calendar year of 1506 there
were 43,952 applications for patents,
designs and reissues; 20,270 potents
were ssned und relssned: LS8 trade-
marks, labels and prints registered
and 12,154 patents expired during the
year. There are left pending nction o
totul of S.867 upplications. The num-
berof applieations exceeded previous
years by nearly 8,000,

M MeKINLEY took the onth of aifice
as president of the United States on
the 4th, Chief Justice Fuller ndminis-
tering the oath. The new president
then delivered an address. The Inaun-
guration ceremonies were the greatest
in history, Over 20,000 men were in
the purade. The ball in the evening
wos the climax of the day. The presi-
dentisl party was present for abont an
hour, and when it left the ball was
formally opened.

Tue Union elevator at Peoria, I,
was burned to the ground., It had
Tully 900,000 bushels of wheat, corn and
oats stored in it The loss nmounted
Lo S500,000,

Gov. Beaprey, of Kentucky, on the
5th, appointed Maj. A, T. Wood, of
Mount Sterling., United States senator
to sueeeed Blackburn, The governor
also issued a proclumation ealllng an
extra session of the legislature March
13 to eleet o senutor for the full term.

A srrcian from Helenn, Mont., on
the 6th snid that Representative Mar-
tin Brickley. of Jefferson county, was
expelled from the legislature for cors
ruption in office.

Tur Oklahomn house passed a bill
exempting from taxation live stock
brought into Oklghoma between No-
vember | and June 1, to be fattened on

Jgruin.

Tue Bingham block at Rome, N. Y.,
burned to the ground esrly on the
morning of the 5th and many business
firms suffered. The damage reached
£200,000,

A seveERe wind and rainstorm oe-
curred on the night of the 4th in the
central states and floods were reported
from almost every station from Kun-
sas City on the west to Pittsburgh, Pa..
on the east. At Cairo, I, several
buildings were blown down and an in-
fant was killed, Throughout Illinois,
Indiana, Missouri and Ohio railronds
suffered greatly from washouts und
many bridges wore destroyed.

A NEaro was arrested at Elgin, Tex,,
for burglary and, while expluining in
the store how it was done, he was shot
to death by three masked men.

Fing sturted in the freight oflice of
the Elgin, Joliet & Enstern railroad at
Joliet, I1L, and the entire structure
was burned to the ground. The tire
started by the explosion of a lnmp.
The grentest loss wus of valuable ree-
ords, filed sway for years for the in-

A HEROIC EXAMPLE.

Mow a French Ofcer Hraved the Infection
of Cholera.

Exposure to the fire of an enemy is
not the only form of bravery which an
officer or a soldier may be called npon
w show. Not long ago the French
papers chronieled the death of Lieut.-
Col. Azan, of the army, of infectious
poeumonia contraeted while visiting n
militury hospital where there were
cases of this disease, and encouraging
the men. In connection with this case,
the exploit of Col. Gardarens, of the
sixth regiment of the line, also in the
French army, is recalled.

During one of the Algerian eam-
paigns, when the position of the
French troops was somewhat preeari-
ous, some cases of cholern appeared in
the regiment. They were all in one
mess. A feeling of panie spread among
the men, which it was necessary to al-
lay in some way, in order to preventa
disnster.

At that time the fact wasnot fally
known that cholera is communiented
whaolly through the food and drink,
and i€ in noother way “contagions.”
liut Col. Gardarens had reason to be-
lieve that it was not infections in the
orilinary sense,

One evening o man had dled of chol-
ern in the guarters and Iny dead on his
beil.  The men M fled from the viein-
ity in consternation. The eolonel or-
dered them to follow him to the pres
ence of the victim of cholera and they
obeyed.

With his own hands he lifted the
dead man from his bed and had the
body removed. “Now I will show
you.” he said, “that cholern is not in-
fections, 1 shall puss the night on this
man's bed,”

He did so. Not only did he erawl
into the dead soldier’s bed, without
any change of the clothing, but the
wondering soldiers heard him snoring
tranguilly through the hours of the
night. Inthemorning he rose, drossed,
gave the military salute und departed,
having evidently rested well.

Whatever the soldiers may have
thought, they were deburred by this
example from showing any further
signs of panie. =Youth's Companion.
