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A BRAZILIAN MESSIAH.
Strange Sect Ik Bahia queer Starr

of It Leader,
Brazil is having trouble with a mes-sla- h

who has appeared in the state of
Bahia, uttended by a band of 3,000
fanatic adherents, armed with Winches-
ter rifles and proclaiming a holy war
for the reestablishment of rellgipn and
of tho monarchy. He asserts that he is
Jesus. Christ, wears long hair and a
blue tunic, and keeps near him 12 dis-
ciples whom he calls his apostles. Ho
Indulges in ecstatic visions, during
which he declures that he receives his
inspiration from God.

The man's name is Antonio Consel-heir- o.

He comes from the town of
Arocaty, in the province of Ceara, where
he had u good deal of property and lived
comfortably till a terrible domestic
tragedy befell him. His mother and his
wife w ere unable to agree, and, in order
to put an end to their constant squab-
bles, he had decided to move out of lown
with his wife. His mother then told
him that the reason for her hatred of
her daughter-in-la- was that she was
betraying him and that she would prove
the truth of her statement to him. He
gave out that he was going off on n jour-
ney, hid In ambush, and at nightfall saw
n man In the darkness approaching his
house. Conselheiro crept up to hiui
uud stretched him out dead with one
blow ot his knife. Then he examined
the body to find out who his rhnl was,
nnd to his horror discovered that he had
slain his mother. To insure the suc-
cess of her infumous plot against her
daughter-in-law- , she had put on men's
clothes and acted the part, of the
fictitious lover.

Conselheiro, out of his mind with
despair and horror at his act, fled, and
was not heard from again until his ex-

ploits in Bahia became known. His re-

morse had drhen him into mysticism
and fanaticism, nnd he found it easy to
gather around him superstitious peas,
ants who beliei ed hi his re elation, and
wero ready to obey him blindly, and to
g!e up their lives for the holy cause.
The region where they hate collected is
in the mountains on the borders of the
desert interior. At first they were left
alone, but after they had established
their authority In a number of tillages,
troops were sent against them by the
government. A battle was fought in
which Conselheiro lost 150 men killed,
but the government losses were equally
large. Recently, according to Le
Figaro, the fanatics were threatening
the town of Joa7elro, on the San Fran-
cisco riier, and troops were hurrying
there from Alogoas, on the coast. Con-

selheiro, however, holds a very strong
position, his men being intrenched In
the passes of unexplored mountains,
with a broad stretch of unknown and
desolate country behind them. N. Y.
