The citmens of Arizons huve been
appesling 1o Congress fur years for
admission into the Union ne » stite,
but 8o far thelr awul hl been i
wain,

For polluenl reasony wo have been
kept out of the Unlon, and huve been
Imposed on for  years by eorrupt and
extravagant officials imported from
the states who werv unworthy of any
position of bonor or trust, and unfit 1o
administer the affairs of a free poaple.

In order to remedy this great evil
nied save the Tervitory from bank-
ruptey anid vuin, we should  petition
Congreas to grant us the right to elect
our territorial oficers from guvernor
