A 5rrow Escape.

John Hurelle is a shoemaker
living in Anburn, New York.

floating around. Whenever he
thought of any place he immedi-
ately found himself there. He
could see his mother, his friends
and the coffin in which his body
lay. Ho could neither hear his
friends nor speak to them. Ha
could aso see the spirits of his
departed friends. All was bright
and pleasant while the spirit was
ou of the body, but the coming
back into tho body was terrible.

AVashluxton'a Chair.
From the New Orleans Daily States.

In Tennessee's exhibit, in tho
Government Building, is an old
leather covered chair, whose edges
are studded with brags-heade-d

nails. A placard tells that it was
the property oJ President Andrew
Jackson, to whom it was pre
sented by President Washington.
The crowd availed itself of the
privilege of sitting in it. . In this
connection it may be stated that
the late Charles Harrod, father of
Col. B. M. Harrod, of this city,
some ten years prior to his death,
through the influence of Mrs.
Archibald Campbell, of Washing
ton, D. C, obtained of Mrs. Bailey,
who was residing near the Re-la-y

House, in Maryland, one of a set
of parlor chairs, that once bo- -

longed to General Washington,
The chair is made of the finest
dark-colore- d San Domingo ma
hogany, and as it is well known to
be over one hundred years old, it
must have been, when first made,
considered an elegant piece of
workmanship. The cushion of the
seat is a very elaborately wrought
one, and is composed of heavy
linen canvas, into which is worked
by hand an artistically designed
worsted covering. On the front of
the back of the chair, at the top, is

round silver plate, about two
inches in diameter, around the
margin of which is engraved in
plain letters, "Washington."

Nova Scotia is not generally re
garded as a gold producing coun
try, yet since the discovery of gold
n 1S30, it is said its mines have

produced over 8,000,000 worth of
bullion. The mines are leased for
twenty --one years, with privilege of
renewal, on royalty of 2 per cent
on the gross yield. Strict account
is kept by the mine's office with
every mine in operation and every
person holding a prospecting li
cense. And from these records it
appears that since 1860 for every
day's work expended in the gold
fields, both for mining and pros
pecting, an amount of bullion has
been produced equal to ?2.50 per
day per man, counting wages at an
average of 51.30 per day. The
gold is of a very fine quality, be-

ing worth on an average over
19.95 per "ounce, and frequently

$20. The auriferous rock is free
milling and yields from 5 to 300
per ton. Materials for working
tho mines are very cheap. Wood
averages 1.75 per cord, lumber

per thousand, and coal ?2.50
per ton. Timber i3 tlie s ame price
as wood.
