Silver Belt.

This year's wheat crop of the
United States is estimated at
350,000,000 ' bushels. Of this
amount California will this year
furnish only about 2C,000,000, or
less than one-ha- lf last year's crop,
the yield" for 1884 being 57,420,188
bushels, and for 1883 32,659,870.

The crop m England and else-

where in Europe is also consider-
ably short and as the amount of
last year's crop in hand is rapidly
diminishing, the indications are
that wheat will bring as high a
price as in 1881, which will be
good news to the residents of the
agricultural regions of. Arizona.

There are now 12,973 newspa-
pers published in the United
States, a gain of 823 since 1884
Kansas show's the greatest in-

crease, her gain being 78, Illinois
coming next with 77. One news-
paper is now printed for ever
3,867 of population. It is quite
likely that the increase will be
very rapjd for the next few years,
owing to the introduction of econ-

omical methods of publication by
which papers may be produced
vastly improved in points of mat-
ter and typographical appearance
as compared with those of a half
dozen years ago. Chicago Cur-
rent. "

A New York special says: "An
interview between Chief Justice
Wallace and the newly-appointe- d

American Minister to China was
very satisfactory to the friends of
the Pacific coast here. The meet-

ing was accidental, on board of a
United States war vessel off
Sandy Hook, at the reception of
the Bartholdi statue, where both
were present as guests. Wallace
says that Denby talks just like a
Calif ornian on the Chinese ques-
tion, and that ho is a thorough
master of the subject in all of its
details, and that he 'knew all the
time that the President would not
send any other kind of a man as
Minister to China."

The decision-o- f the Supreme
Court sustaining the method of
excluding polygamists from ju-

ries, presented by the Edmunds'
act, has furnished the means for
the enforcing of laws which were
in other respects amply sufficient
for the suppression of this vice.
Heretofore grave doubt has pre-
vailed on this point, and where
the benefit of the doubt has been
given Mormons, convictions for
polygamy have been found im-

possible. Gentile grand juries
are fearlessly indicting eminent
Mormons, and petit juries are
finding verdicts according to the
evidence. Nothing will bring the
polygamists sooner to terms than
vigorous prosecutions in the
courts. By an uninterrupted
course of such prosecutions polyg-
amy can be suppressed.

The Mining Review, in a recent
Article on Arizona mines, says:
"There' are to-da- y mines within
the zones of Arizona that have
produced not pounds, but tons of
pure silver, and yet the mining
world seems not to be agog at
such unearthing, but with tho
electric light of progress and the
writings of a Van Cleve Phillips,
the nineteenth century will yet
banish the fogs of previous and
present ages, and reveal to the
recorder of facts in this, the last
decade of the nineteenth century,
revelations and discoveries as
startling, brilliant and substan-
tially as useful in the woild, met-
allurgical as ever graced the pages
of electrical discoveries, or fol-

lowed in the trail of a steam en-

gine." That the silver and gold
product will bo greatly increased
in our Territory during the next
few years, there is little doubt.
The world iu. general seems just
awakening to the fact that treas-
ures untold are to be found in our
mountain ranges, and that there
are yet wide fields within our bor
ders as yet comparatively unex-
plored. The great cry against
Arizona has been: "You are scarce
of water and timber, especially in
those parts where your mineral
deposits are found."
