Sie: Not long sines Mr, K. B, Gage
of Prescott showed me a letter in which
you stated that you had recelved infor-
mation from a member of the Geologis
cal Survey at Washiogton that I was
opposing  the construction of the
Buties reservoir, snd thatthe matter
was wery kmportant to the jnterests of
Fioal eounty. Yom also stuted in your
letter that 1 was uniriendly to you,
unid that youn did not undarstand why.

Wauiviog all reference w your fre-
quent editorinl uttaecks on me, [ um not
unfriendly to any citizen or Lo uoy in-
terest in Arizonn. 1 recoguize the fact
that maoy people seem to think it
thelr bounden duly to assail public of-
ficials, justly or unjostly, wheoever
they frem hedrsay or irresponsible

nity or individual lnterests are belog in-
jured. 1 have frequently thought of

mabters in which you have been very
much mistaken.

In the first place, [ have never op-
posed the constroction of the Buttes
reservoir; on the contrary, [ was large-
ly iostruwental in securiog the first
appropristion. I have never by word
nor written line opposed the conatrue-
tion of reservoirs by the genersl gov-
ernment in specifie, meritorious cuses,
and | am beartily io favor of the San
Curlos dam; snd nolwithstanding the
fact that | have always favored the
cession of the publie laods under soit-
eble restrictions, [ have never opposed
federul aid where it would be just, i
have been unjustly sssailed on this
question. People assume that be-
cause I favor cession 1 have been op-
posed to federal uid. This assumption
hus been outrageonsly nnfounded,

In my late visit to Washington, in-
stead of opposing the Butles reservoir
[ mude an argument in its favor, but
was told that the Geologieal Survey
had abandoped it, and I shall contione
todo what 1 ean in support of that
proposition if it is agaio taken up, nnd
tu favor of an sppropristion for & dam
nod reservoir at the Ssn Carlos site. 1
desire to say to youn, however, for your
own informuation, that if any member
af the Geological Survey made the
statement to yoo that | wasor am op-
posiog the construction of reservoirs
in the Territory he stated uu absolute
falsehnod,

When yon look into this matter, Mr.
Reppy, you will fod that perbaps for
political ressons, or actusted by arrant
demagogism, people have cirenlated
many unjust und fslse Statements
about me and in regnrd to my action
in this matter, which heretofore [ have
oot felt it necessary to deny.
