NEW SALARY BILL SALARY BILL PROPOSED

thld Classify Counties as to Popula-
tion Into Seven Different Grades
Liberal Allowances

PHOENIX—A salary bUill has been
prepared for introduction in the leg-
islature when it convenes which fixes
the official salaries ‘In the wvarious
counties of the state. The salaries are
to be governmed on the basis of popu-
lation and seven classifications are
stipulated as follows: First class
counties to have a population of 30,-
000 or more; se«:omi class, 15,000 and
under 30,000; third class, 10,000 and
under 15,000; fourth class, 6,000 and
under.10,000; fifth class, 4,000 and un-
der 6,000; sixth class, 3,000 and under
4,000; and seventh cldss under’ 3,500,-

Salaries to be paid officials are as
follows: In the first and second class
counties supervisors $100 per month,
with the exception of the chairman,

- who receives $126 per month. Clerk
of the supervisors, $2,400 per annum;
deputy clerks, $1,500 and $1,200.
Sheriff $5,000 in first class counties
and $4,800 in second class counties.
Under sheriff $1,500 per annum with
three deputies in the first class at §100
per month and two deputies in the se-
cond class counties at $1,200 per an-
num. Recorders §2,400 per annum.
Assistant recorders $1,600 per annum.
Treasurers $2.400 per annum. School
superintendent $2,400 in the first class
and $2,200 in the second class coun-
ties. County attorney $2, 400 per an-
pnum and assistants $1,500 and $1,200
Assessors $2,400 and deputies $1,500
and $1,200 per -annum. Road super-
intendent $2,400 per annum.

Counties with rating of third, fourth
fifth and sixth class have a propor-
tionate réduction in salaries in all of-
fices -.enumerated.

Justices of the peace are to receive
a salary of $100 per month in incor-
porated cities that cast 1,000 or more
votes at the last election. Precincts
that cast less than 200 votes will re-
ceive 330 per month as salary for jus-
tice of the peace.

ENRILE ARRESTED IN JUAREZ

Former Mexica.n Consul at Clifton
Charged with Fomenting Trouble
With Friendly Nation

EL PASO—Gonzalo Enrile, the man
who circulated 2 manifesto in El Paso
last week denouncing Americans and
attempting to stir up strife between
them and the Mexicans, s now im
jaill at Cindad Juarez.

Enrile was arrested last Tuesday
evening and has since that time been
beld incomunicade by the rebels.
Three other men, alleged to have
been affiliated with Enrile, also were
arrested yesterday at Juarez.

The Salazar rebels have been deny-
ing that Enrile was in jail and have
said that they have been looking for
him. Yesterday after the other three
men were placed in jail, the rebel
leader admitted that Enrile had been
arrested Tuesday.

The manifesto to which Enrile's
nameé was attached, after denouncing
the Americans, called on the people
to support Pascual Orozeco for gover-
nor of Chinvahua and General Gero-
nimo Trevino for provisional presi-
dent of the republic.

The rebel officers say that the ar-
rest was made after Enrile had left
El Paso and gone down the Rio Gran-
de thirty miles and crossed into Mexi-
¢o, returning to Juarez. They de-
clare that they are charging him with
seeking to foment discontent among
the men and to promote a
feeling against a friendly nation.

Enrile was formerly consul to CIif-
ton, Ariz., and was at one time a con-
sul stationed in Cosia Rica. Several
vears ago he was sent by Porfirio Diaz
on a secret mission to France and
Spain.
