Officer Hoffman Shoots Killing Him
on the Spot at Skating Rink—Was
Man Who Shot Night Watch-
man Bradberry.

Martinez, the Mexican who shot of-
ficer Bradberry at the smelter in this
city on Monday last, was
killed at Morenci near the skating
rink, Friday evening at 7 o'clock.Of-
ficer Johnny Hoffman did the shoot:
ing.

The night watchbman of the A. C.
Smelter attempted to arrest Martin-
ez in North Clifton when Martinez
promptly relieved him of his gun,
walloped him about the ribs and shot
a furrow through the top of his scalp,
making his get-away.

When the officer at Morenci loca‘ed
him enjoying himself at the skating
rink he simply took no chances and
when Martinez showed symtoms of
scrap, Johnny Hoffman, the arrestins
officer, shot him three times through
the body killing him on the spot.

A few nights since a well known
local man was walking up Nintn
street, when, according to his ac-
count, he noticed a =®not of men on
the opposite corner, in front of the
stable. Not knowing what was up
and his curifosity being excited, he
stopped to see what they were doing
One of them, a Mexican, advanced
to where he was standing and asked
him if he was an officer. The citi
zen started to move on, and the
“sleuth”™ blocking his way ,he wvery
promptly hung one of the haymakers
famous in the old days of “Jawn L."”
on said gumshoe’'s jaw, clearing his
path.

The citizen then proceeded to the
corner, where he secured an officer
and returned to the livery barn. The
fact that the ammunitfion was stored
there was then explained to him. He
in turn told the Mexicans that he
had obtained an officer for them
He then left.

Complaints are more numerous ev-
ery day as to the action of the Unit-
ed States government in allowing the
Mexican federals to store their am-
munition inDouglas, when less than
a mile from the storehouse is Gen.
Sanjinez and a federal army of sev-
eral hundred men who could and
should have the custody of it.

GOVERNOR HUNT T
GALL EXTRA

PHOENIX, Ariz., Oct. 8.—The inter-
ior department of the United States
government has notified Governor
Hunt that application for the use of
the buildings upon the Fort Grant mil-
ftary station, had been granted and
hat the State of Arizona was at lib-
erty to move the industrial school

from Benson there at any timeé [t saw
fit. This telegram is a result of tha
recent ceding of 2000 acres of the old
fort reservation to the state for the
pu f an industrial school. which
was done by act of congress shortly
prior to the adjournment of that bod-
some few weeks since.

Following the ceding of the 2000
acres to the state, the loecality was
visited by the Arizona land commis-
sioners while that body was in the
course of its tour over Graham county
recently, and the 2000 acres were se-
lected, that portion of the post being
chosen upon which the buildings were
located. Following the selection a sur-
vey by the surveyor general of Ari
zona was ordered which is now in
course of completion.

It was understood from the begin-
ning that when the state should take
over the portion of the fort reserva-
tin, it was to be used for an indus-
trial school. The present location of
the school at Benson has been very
unsatisfactory. The 'buildings are in
bad repair and unsafe and great ap-
prehension has been felt for the safety
of the inmates. For some time work
has been done on them to keep them
in shape so they could be used as tem-
porary quarters pending the action of
the state to obtain new and more sart-
isfactory guarters.

The location of the school at Fort
CGrant has been by many persons who
have seen it, pronocunced the ideal lo
cation for the state industrias school.
The climate {s ideal, the land is fertile
in the extreme, there is plenty of
shade, it is sufficlently far removed
from a town of any size to prevent
any undue influences coming in con-
tact with the Inmates of the school.

DONNELLY RESIGNS.

TUCSON, Oct. 6th.—C.A . Donnelly,
who was appointed business manager
of the University of Arizona by the
board of regents of that Institution
a short time ago, has resigned and
accepted a position with the state of
Colorado. Mr. Donnelly went Tues-
day to take up his new position.

The position which Mr4 Donnelly
goes to fill is that of general mana
ger of the Colorado school for re-
pendent choldren. The state runs
the school, and about 300 children
are enrolled in it. The institution
has a farm, and every thing is done
there to bring useful men and women
They are taught to do all kinds of
work, and if any one wants to adopt
a child, one can be obtained from
this school.

The Cienega bridge was completad
Tuesday,and the track laying machina
will start toward Tucson this morn-
ing from a point jusi east of Vali.
There is a large force of men on tha
work and there [s about 20 miles more
to be laid. The engineers have figur-
|ed that the machine can lay a mila
and a half a day. The track is per:
fectly straight into Tucson from ths
starting point at the bridge.

The connection will be made at the
[crossing at the Twin Buttes road. Tha
|¥ard tracks in Tucwon have been la'd
to that point. The first train to comea
in will be the work train and soon
following that there will be a material
train. It was stated Tuesday by Mr
Barlow that the vallroad company
would start running trains soon aftes
the track was completed, and that
some temporary arrangement would
be made in regard to & depot.
