PHOENIX, Ariz., May 14. On
Monday a petition asking that the
board of pardons and paroles grant
a reprieve to toe iour condemned
Mexicans, now awaiting execution in
the Florence prison, until after Nov-
ember election, will be presented by
Struckmeyer & Jenkins.

Francisco Rodriguez, convicted of
murdering his wife, was recently re-
sentenced by Judge Stanford in the
superior court of Maricopa county.
to hang on .Friday, May 19. The oth-
er three condemned Mexicans are1 to
be in the superior court
of Yavapai county on May 23.

The board of pardons will be asked
to grant a stay of execution until
after the November election, at which
the people of Arizona will pass once
more on the question of the inflic-
tion of capital punishment.

Should the board of pardons re-
fuse to act in the matter it is stated
that Gov. Hunt may be asked to
grant a reprieve. It is contended
that, though shorn of his power of
pardon and of parole, the governor
of this state still has the right to
grant a temporary reprieve, and that
he will be asked to do so in behalf
of these condemned Mexicans.

Attorney General Jones said that
he could not speak for the board
of pardons, but as a member of the
board be would oppose any further
delay In carrying out the law . "These
Mexicans," he declared, " have been
seven times reprieved. We have in-

quired thoroughly into their cases
and reached the conclusion that there
were no mitigating or extenuating
circumstances whatsoever. I do not
think the board will reverse its for-
mer action, or grant any further re-

prieves to the condemned men."
