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MEXICAN SHOT AND
KILLED IN
FIGHT

Following a Mixup of Americans and
Mexicans on Tuesday Night W. H.
Lantz, a Local Barber, Shoots and
Kills Mexican. Fires Four Shots
Into Body. Is Later Released on
His Own Recognizance.

A near riot on Chase Creek Tues
day evening about six o'clock be-
tween Americans and Mexicans re-
sulted in the death of Aniceto Mar-
tines, one of the participants, and
the slight injuring of others engag-
ed in the melee.

As reported by eve witnesses the
trouble started when a2 well known
Mexican entered into a conversation
with one or two Americans concern-
ing peolitics in general, and while the
Mexican was spesking in 2 loud voice
a good sized crowd gathered. An
American in the c¢rowd Dbecoming
tired of the harangue approached the
speaker and told him that it was about
time he desisted, when the Mexican

gave him a curt answer. The Ameri- ;
can, Austin Morris, taking offense at

the answer knocked the Mexican
down three times, and the latter af-
ter the last fall arosé and attempted
to fight back. This sarted the riot
and it is reported that all hands
joined in the protection of their coun-
trymen.

Lantz, in front of whose place of
business the trouble started, was a
spectator and during the disturbance
was grabbed from behind by  Mar-
tinez, who held him pinioned by the
arms. Lantz, fearing for his life
as well as that others might be seri-
ously Injured, pulled a .32 calibre
automatic and asttempted to  shoot
his asssilant. He was apparently un-
able to use the gun freely as the

Mexican was shot four times, the
first shot hitting him in the right
ankle and breaking it. One of the

shots went through the left side and
one through the left leg. By this
time the man released his grip on
Lantz and the fourth shot went
through his neck, causing instant
death

Lantz was slightly hurt in the
right hand during the engagement
but was ctherwise uninjured. He
was placed under arrest-and the

coroner’s inquest was held in thé
office of Justice McWilllams yester-
day morning, at which time the -jury
brought in a verdiet-to the effect
that Martinez had met his death at
the hands of one W. H. Lantz. Af-
ter the jury was dismissed Lantz was
ordered into court and wupon  tha
recommendation of County Attorney
Wall was relessed on his own recog-
nizance to appear in court when noti-
fled by the Sheriff.

Friday morning at eleven o'clock
a wartant was sworn out in Judge
MceWilllains' court for Juck Lantz,
by a stepsop of the dead man. His
bonds were placed at $5,000, which he
had failed to ralse up to the time ef
going to prees.

Third Battalion Passes Through Tuc-
son Enroute To Border—Plans for
Entertainment Spolled by Rush Or-
ders.

| ¢The third battalion of the First Ari-
zona regimeént comprising Companies
L. and K from Ajo, Company [ from
Cdsa’ Grande and Company M from
Roosevelt, passed through Tucson on
the way to Naco at 4:45 yesterday af-
ternoon, They expected to remain in
the city for a short time and were to
have been entertained at the Y. M.
C. A., but received orders late in the
efternoon which caused a cancella-
tion of the plans.

Major Haedicke is in command and

under him are Captasins Sidney Mash-
bir and Hall, and Robinson of Com-
pany I. Captain Hayes is in command
of Company M. Captain Ira E. Huff-
man is with the troops. The battal
-lon headquarters were at Ajo.
The troop train stopped at the EI
Paso and Southwestern depot for fif-
ten minutes during which time the lo-
cal Red Cross soclety co-operating
with the chamber of commerce load-
ed fruits, tobacco and magazines on
the train for the use of the troopers.

Speech of G. W. P. Hunt.
Fellow Citlzens—

In being honored with an invitation
to address the workers of the Clifton
Morenci-Metealf district on that day
of the year which Is dedicated salely
to labor, 1 cannot feel otherwise than
deeply conscieus of the  priceless
tribute paid me as Governor of Ari-
zona. These familiar surroundings
and the presence in this audience
before me of hundreds of well-known
faces, bring distinctly to memory the
Incidents of my last visit in this dis-
trict, when the wheels of Industry
ware stilled and five thousand work-
+mgmen were marking a vallant fight
for those inalienable rights which are
guaranteed by their Nation’s Con-
Fetitution. It is so0 unusual for the
Governor of a State in which a seri-
ous strike’ has recently been conclud-
ed, to be on speaking terms with the
workers whose rights were at issue,
that I might, perhaps, be justified to-
day in taking a certain pride in this
manifest achievement. Such, how-
ever, as 1 can earnestly assure you,
is not my mental attitude, notwith-
standing any honest satisfaction
which I may feel in having exercised
my opportunity, officially and person-
ally, to be just to the workers of
the Clifton-Morenci-Metealf district in
their courageous strugele for the fu-
\ture of Arizona wage-earners and for
the security of posterity. That five
months’ conflict between employer
and employee did not, fortunately, un-
duly embitter either one faction or the
other, but paved the way, as 1 be-
lieve, for an era of better understand-
ing between capital and labor. You
men who underwent the serious
harships of that contest, staking your
all upon the integrity and endurance
of vour fellows, did not, perhaps, fully
realize at the time that the eyes of
a whole nation were witnessing your
champioaship of human rights. Even
at this day, when the Clifton-Morenci-
Metcalf strike is rapidly becoming a
memory of the past, it Is doubtful
whether you fully realize the magni-
tude and far-reaching importance of
the precedent which you have set
for the workers of the world's great-
est country to follow hereafter in such
industrial disputes as may develop.

While the successful outcome of
vour struggle was not the result of
any individual's effort, buat was,
rather, a natural consequence of un-
precedented co-operation between the
workers, employers, State officials and
Federal mediators, the originality of
the methods pursued was due, after
all, to the workmen who contended
for their rights amid these scenes
which environ us today. Whereas, a
strike, in the usual accepted sense
of the term, connotes violence on
the part of the workers, bitter re-
prisals on the part of the employer
and disastrous intervention by public
officials and hired soldiers, the CIlIf-
ton-Morenci-Metcalf strike was scarce-
1y characterized at all by any of
these menacing conditions. In the
first place, it was the workers them-

selves who surprised the nation by
conducting thelir protest against
wrongful, industrial conditlons by

DONNELLY PLAGED
UNDER PEACE
BOND

John L. Donnelly, First Vice-Presle
.dent of the Arizona State Federa-
tion of Labor Causes Disturbance
and is Placed Under Peace Bond
of $3,000. Walves Hearing.

About 3 o'clock Friday morning of
last- week at his home in North Glif-
ton John L. Donnelly, vice president
of the Arizona State Federation of
Labor who has been stationed in
this district for some time, ramn
amuck snd created =&
which resulted in his being this
week placed under a $3,000
bond by Justice J. A. Mc
E. A. Wood, against whom the
threats are alleged to have been made
was the complaining witness.

It seems that for some time there
had been bad blood between Donnelly
and Wood and the climax of fheir
troubles was reached on Friday
morning when Donnelly took the mat-
ter up with apparently nearly serious
ca%aqucnm. " W

e case was broug or hearing
before Justice McWilllams on Wed-
nesday morning at 10 o'clock, when
Mr. Donnelly accompanied by his
wife, were present and heard the
charges read. Mr. Wood, who swore
out the complaint, failed to appear.
On reading the complaint Justice Me-
Willilams informed Mr. Donnelly that
1he had the right for counsel if he
80 desired. Donnelly waived hearing
and was placed under a $3,000 peace
'bond, G. A. Franz and C. W. Young
| being accepted as bondsmen.

The complaint in full follows and
tells the story of the alleged threats
/made by Donnelly upon the person
lof Weod and his family:

Before me, J. A. McWilliams, Jus-

tice of the Peace, this 2pd day of

sworn, on oath complains and accus-
es John L. Donnelly, of threatening
tc murder complainant and threaten-
ing to blow up the dwelling house of
complainant with dynamite, as fol-
lows, to-wit: The said J. L. Don-
nelly on or about the 1st day of Sep-
tember, 1516, in Greenlee County,
State of Arizona, did awaken coms-
plainant and his wife about 8 o'clock
A. M. and then and there said J. L.
Donnelly while armed with a Win-
chester rifie, stood in the public
street of Clifton, in said County and
State, immediately in front of affi-
lants front door and profanely and
abusively threatened to wilfully,
knowingly, maliciously, forecibly,
feloniously and with malice afore-
ll.!mnght and premeditatedly shoot,
|kiu, slay and murder complainant
iand did then and there threaten to
Iblow up complainants said dwelling
{with dynamite; that said J. L. Don-
‘nelly presented Thimself in said
streat as aforesaid while clad in his
lunderwear alone again about the
game hour on sald date and as afore-
said and repeated said threats In the
presence and hearing of women and
children in sald neighborhood of
North Clifton; that for sald offense
said J. L. Donnelly has not been
placed under arrest nor in any man-
ner restrained by the officers of the
law, though they have been fully ad-
vised of said conduct on the part of
said J. L. Donnelly.

That by reason of said thresats, as
aforesaid, and said demonstrations
as aforesaid, complainant fears and

has reason to fear that said B A 71
Konnelly will in execution of said
threats, take complainants life and

that of his wife with dypamite and
complainant has reason to.believe and
does believe that said J. L. Don-
nelly will murder complainant and
his wife and destroy his sald dwelling
and all of his property therein as
threatened aforesaid and that sald
J. L. Donnelly will execute sald
threats unless he is restrained from
so doing, by this court. That to pre-
vent said J. L. Donnelly from putting
said threats into execution it is nec-
essary that said J. L. Donnelly be
placed under bond, by this Court, as
the law provides, requiring him, as
provided by law In such cases, to
keep the peace toward the State of
Arizona and toward this complainant
in particular.

Complainant therefore prays that a
warrant may be issued for the arrest
of said J. L. Donnelly and that he
may be dealt with according to law.
