In the passing of Harry Metcalfe
the Clifton-Morenci District has lost
one of its best known citizens.

In the early part of the year 1899
Mr. Metcalfe came to Clifton and
was [dentified with the Copper Era.
Mr. Charleg Bull, who passed away
in Douglas several vears ago, founded
the Copper Era about that time and
published it in an adobe house, which
stood near the present site of the
bullding known as The A. C. General
Dffice. .

Prior to coming to Clifton, Mr.
Bull published a paper in Las Cruces,
N. M,, The Independent Democrat,
and Charles Metcalfe, a brother io
Harry, was publishing the Rio Grande
Republican at the same place, Harry
asslsted in getting out the paper and
often contributed matter for the news
and exlitorial columns.

It was while there that Mr. Bull
became acquainted with Mr. Metealfe,
and on starting the Copper Erp he
brought,. Harry  with him to aseist
in getting omlt the paper. 4

Ohle, where he 1s under-
stood to have relatives of prominence,
On coming west, ha landed in Tas
Cruces, New Mexico, where in addi-
tlon ta heing engazed in newspaper
work, he tnught school for many years,

Amang the nlaces where he taught
are Tulerosa, La Loz, Dona Ana and
Bentas which is just off the western
afdge. of the Mescalero Apache Re
servation and was called Wilsons at
that time,

Mr. Metcalfe never married but al-
ways assisted in supporting his mo-
ther wiuo died only n few monthe seo
Last summer Mr. Metealfe visited
her In Los Angeles, Cal, and it was
n great cemfory in his last dayg thet

While in this district he made the
acquaintance of nearly everyone, #s
he was a man who enjoved meeting|
all classes and of 311 those he met, he
made friends, It is doubtful if he
had an enemy in the county.

He wag very much interested in
making a mnachine that he fullv be-
lieved would solve the mystery of

perpetual motion and during his last
vears. put in much time working on
it. At one time he became very
much interested in some form of
Spiritualism but later hecame identi-
flad with the Preshyterian Church of
Clifton where he always faithfullv
assisted in the chaoir. Hig funeral
was held in the chureh and was at-
tended by a large number of his
friends, many of whom accempanied
hi= remaina to the cemetery.

V. Burtcher, who died suddenly at
Duhican on June 10th from heart
failure, The young man wag nine-
teenl vears of age and was an em-
ployed of the Clear Lake mine where
he was engaged in operating a gaso-
ling engine pump underground,

ijinio Arriola, aged 21, was a
helper and lost his life when he went
to the rescue of Burtcher.

Shortly before three o'clock this
(Friday) morning the gasoline engine
stopped and young Burtcher could be
seen working over it when suddeniy
he collapsed and fell into the sump. |
Arriola, who was overhead, wttens&ed!
the aceident and descended to hig as- |
sistance but was also overcome from
the gas fumes. Another Mexican|
and Howell then risked their lives in
an attempt to save their two com-

panions but the gas fufmes were so0
strong that they were unable to ren-
der any assistance and were also
partially overcome.

Finally, Arthur Burtcher, a brother
of the engineer, following the evap-
oration of the fumes, descended inte
the sump.

Howell and his Mexican companion
were sufficiently revived to be taken
to the surface but Eugene Burtcher
and Hijinio Arriola were both dead.
Arriola was holding the head of Burt-
cher in his arms to keep it out of the
water in the samp and thus the bro-
ther found them. The Mexican boy
had given his life in an attempt to
save his companion.

The asphyxiation, believed to have
been ecaused by gasoline fumes, oec-
curred 150 feet undergronmd. No
shots had been fired in the mine
since 10 o'clock that mnight.

The Clear ke mine is being op-
erated under a bond and lease hy
The Calumet & Avizona Company
and the work was in charge of C. 1.
Dunlap, formerly of the Eighty Five
mine near Lordsburg.

The dead bodies of Burtcher and
Arriola were brought to Duncan
early Friday moming and a Justice of
the Peace from New Mexico proceded
to the scene of the aceident to hold
an inquest. Both Burtcher and
Arriola were well and favorably
known in Duncan.
