OF WALTER DOUGLAS

IN QUEBEC TUESDAY

Mrs. Naomi Douglas, mother of
Walter and James S. Douglas, and
widow of the late Dr. James S. Doug
las, died Tuesday at Spuyten Duyvil,
New York, according to word re
ceived this week.

Mrs. Douglas' health had been fail
ing rapidly for the last six months,
and word of her death had been al
most momentarily expected. Mrs.
Douglas was 84 years of age. Funeral
services were held in Quebec.

Mrs. Douglas' health began to fail
in 19f8 after the death of Dr. James
S. Douglas. Many times after her
husband's death she is said to have
expressed the wish that she might be
called to rest beside him.

Mrs. Douglas was the daughter of
Mr. and Mrs. Walter Douglas, of
Glasgow, Scotland, and she and Dr.
Douglas were mailed in Scotland
in 1860. Four of the seven sons and
daughters born to Dr. and Mrs. Doug
las are living. They are James S.,
of Douglas; Walter, of New York;
Elizabeth who was with her mother
when death came, and Mrs. Archibald
Douglas, of New York City.

While Mrs. Douglas' name was
Douglas before her marriage, the
two families were not related, nor had
the family of Archibald Douglas,
whom one of her daughters married,
any lineal connection with the fam-
ily' of Dr. James S. Douglas.

COLO. RIVER WATER

POWER OPPOSED

Representatives of sundry mining-companie-

of Arizona opposes the
proposed nationalization of the Colo-
rado River water-storag- e and hydro-
electric development and propose that
the state finance the project, accord-
ing to a writer in the Engineering
and Mining Journal-Pres- s of New
York. The necessary funds might bw
seenred by means of state bond issues,
with low interest charges, these is-
sues backed by Arizona power con-
sumers. It happens that these power
consumers mainly would be mining
corporations, which now are paying
anywhere from $50 to $150 per horse-
power per year. Up to 200.000 hp. it
is thought ' that profit could be se-
cured at 25 Mr hn ft vcuar I n In
soo.000 hp. . the cost might start t
$15 and from there up to 800,000 an.
at, $12. At such cost, the belief ts
expressed that electric current profit-abl- y

might be used for the reductio
of ores and in metal manufactures, a
well as. In ordinary mechanical aaI
manufacturing industries. There ta-n- o

intention, however, of confinLajc
the benefits to Arizona; power users
in California or. other states might
join the. power users' association. It
is proposed to create an association
that would market the bonds, do to
engineering, provide and market the
power ..and pay the costs, including
interest, .until .the enterprise shoaltf"
become productive. It is assumed
that under this plan the state even-
tually would be paid out and .would
have the water power works as a con-
tinuing asset of tremendous value.

Those advocating the plan be-
lieve that the Lee's Ferry dam sitev
now claimed the Edison Co., has fea-
tures superior to those of the Boulder
Canyon dam site, which is favored,
by the Reclamation Service. They
estimate that at least 6,000.000 hp.
can be secured within the Grand Can-
yon, though the process of its de-
velopment would be gradual as neces-
sity arose for generation of power.
