THE STAT LAW-
If the law be permitted to expire

universal bankruptcy will follow, pro
perty will sell for a song, the credito:
Will not be paid and the debtor, unabli
to discharge his debt,will still be forcci
to undergo the expensive mortilicatioi
of a trip through Judge Ilond's court
That is one view ol tlie matter.

When tlie stay law was lirst passed
early in the war, and in the interest, ai
was alleged, ol those whose property
consisted mainly of slaves,negro men
averaged $1,400 in Confederate money
which was then very little below par.?
Negroes rose to $2,0(10 and even higher.
But during nearly eight years, the
debtor, in most instances, r.ever madethe first effort to discharge his debt.?
Indeed, even at this late day, the ma-
jority refuse to pay the interest of then
debts. That Is another view.

Grant that the debtor is recreant ta
his duty, if it be true that the rais-
ingof the stay law will necessitategen-
eral bankiuptcy, tbe marvel is that the
creditor should be so clamoiousagainst
Us extension. Ilis argument is, that
the cry of universal ruin is false, thatthe property of the country is muchmore than enough to defray the indebt-
edness of the people, and that $1000
paid to A, will by continual transfer to
_?., C, I). and X., discharge debts a-
mounting in tbe aggregate to $10,000,
and perhaps more.

Admitall this, and still other trou*
hies arise. Half a dozen men may be
able to pay their debts and go heartily
to work again, but a dozen or two dozen,being deprivedof their horaes and ag-ricultural implements as well as their
land, will become not merely bank-
rupts but absolute beggars. Meantime
a swarm of purchaser.*, who arc await-
ing the expiration of the faw, stand
ready to pounce down upon the unhap-
py creditorand to gobble up his house,
laud,farm implements, stork and eve-
rything atthe price of the soil alone in
the West. At a recent sale ot a bank-
rupt's property in Prince Edward,
$3,50 was the price paid for land ol good
quality lying Immediately on the rail-
road.

Such are some of the conflictingviews
which have been urged upon General
Stoneman by delegations from various
parts of the State. In addition, an
.enormouspressure has been brought to
bear upon him by parties from the
North, who desire the law to be raised.

Under these circumstances, we are
glad to hear that Gen. .Stoneman has
decided so to modify the law that a por-
tion of the debt, say one-fourth, shall
be paid within a short tune after the
first of n*xt January, and at the same
time notice shall be given the debtor
that a limited period, perhaps two or
three years, will be granted him in
which the remainder of his debt must
be paid or some way arranged to the
satisfaction of the creditor. If be do
not avail himselfot thisopportunity, he
will, at the expiration of the alolted
period, be forced to go into the court of
bankruptcy.

This is, doubtless, thewisest course to
be pursued, and it does credit to the
headandheart ofthe Generalcommand-
ing this district. It is certain that the
debtors arc now wholly unprepared to
pay atonce all they owe. Hut the credi-
tor has been forced to wait longenough.
A portion of his dues will soon be dis-
charged, and time will be given tbe
debtor te meet the remainder. Thus
the claims of the two parties are ad-
justed as nearly even as may be.

THE CONFISCATION LAWS DECLAREDCONSTITUTIONAL,
?

lv the Circuit Court of the UnitedStates i,ir Virginia,in Richmond, Chief
Justice Chase pruniditig, last week, thedecrees of confiscation in tlie cafe ofSeniple vs. the United States; Mailory
vs. the same; and McVeigh vs. the same,rendered by Judge Underwood, sittingas District Judge, were aliirnied.

In Ihe ease of Seinple. the Chief Jus-tice delivered an elaborateopinion, In
which lie declared:

Ist. That the confiscation laws were
constitutional.

'2nd. That when there was no appear-
ance anil plea by the defendant, the ad-
miralty side of tlie District Court badfull jurisdiction to make a decree of
confiscation ami sale.

The Chief Justice indicated a desirethai (lie case should bs carried to the
Supreme Court of the United States,and on motion ofColonel G. W. Brent,
counsel for Mr. McVeigh, a writ of er-
ror was granted by tlie Judge iv biscase. *

EELATIONS WITH -BEAT BIiITAIN.
The following Is an extract from aletter from Mr. Kcvt-rdy Johnson, IT.S, Minister to Great liritaiu, addressedto tlie corporation ot Brighton, Eng-land. It is dated November 19:"The subject of naturalization is now

settled by the protocol agreed to byLord Stanley and myself, and so set-tled that it cannot hereafter give trou-ble to either Government, and 1 amglad to add that it has received the ap-
proval of the Exe utives of each. The
naturalized is placed upon the samelooting in all respects as tlie native clti-I zen.

The second cause was as to the truerunning ofone of the lines wliich di-
vides yourpossessions and ours, as de-scribed in tlie treaty between us of 18---16. This at one time rendered a waralmost imminent. All danger from
that source is removed by the secondprotocol, agreed tohy his "Lordship and(myself, and which also has the approvalofthe two Executives.

The third and the only other cause oftrouble originated during our late do-
mestic war. From this has arisen mostofthe claims made by your citizens up-on my Government, and my iellow-citizens upon yours, the latter knownby the general name of the Alabamaclaims.

The convention wliich we have re-cently agreed to (and which I have no
doubt will beapprovedby both Govern-
ments) provides that these are to be set-tled by a Board offour Commissioners,two to be appointed by each Govern-
ment.

In the event of their not decidingby
a majority for or against any claimother than an Alabama one, the decis-
ion is to be made by an umpire chosen
by themselves In regard to the Ala-bamaclaims, the arrangement is some-
what different.

Before theseare to be considered bythe Commissioners, the two Govern-
ments are to agree upon the head ofsome foreign Government as an arbi-trator, by whom the decision as to the
liability ofyour Government for suchclaims is to be made on the contingencythat the Commissionersfail to come toan unanimous decision lor or against
it. s

This arbitrator, however,is toadjudgeonly the question of liability.
Ifhe rule that question against yourGovernment, the amount due to eachclaimant is to be ascertained by a ma-jorityof the commissioners. If he rule

in favor of your Governinert, the claim
is to be perpetuallybarred.

You will thus nee, gentlemen, thatallthe sources ot trouble, have been closed,
and so completely that they can never
again be opened.
