CHRISTMAS EVE AT BT. ALBAN S.

At nine o'clock last night the little
church at the corner ofLexington aye.,
and Forty-seventh St., dedicated to St.
Alhan, theproto-martyr of Great JSri-
taiu, was tilled to overflowing. The
service was the lirst Vespers of the
great Christmas lestival. The body of
the littlecmirch was tastefully decorat-
edwith evergreens hanging In tcstoois
from tlie beams of the roof, and the
sanctuary, which was lighted by two
largestandards of waxcandles, wasrich
lv the most exquisiteliowers. Two im-
mense vases filled with everything that
floriculturecan produce, or that can he
lorced into bloom at this inclement sea-
son, stood on cither side ot the altar ;
while on the re-table there were two
magnificent pyramidal boquetsof white
camelias, azaleas,_tc. In two largo me-
dieval brass vases. The altar, which
was lighted by two branches of wax ta-
pers, was vested in a very handsome
frontal, beautifully embroidered, the
sloles and sacred monogrambeing ex-
ceedingly rich, and the super-frontal
one mass of gold embroidery, with a
heavy Kronen golden fringe. A few
bars of prelude Irom the organ warned
Hie congregation that the service was
abouttocommence, aud then thestrains
of the grand old Christinas hymn,
"Hark! the Herald Angels Sing," qui-
etly stole upon the ear from thechoris-
ter s vestry. At the end of the lirst
verse the processionentered the church,
headed by the cruciiier, in cassok and
cotta, bearing the Professional Cross,
followed by the choir boys, and four ta-
per bearers iv scarlet cassocks and sur-
plices, then the choir men; anil lastly
the Priests, Father Morrill, the rector,
vested in a very beautiful white cape,
all wearing their brieltas. At te con-
clusion of the Processional llynin,
Kvensong was sung; and we must say,
that Father Morrill has, in spite of ma-
ny obstacles, brought his choir up to a
very fair standard; though we would
suggest "Ilelmore'sPlain Song," as be-
ing more suitable to congregational
singing. At the the termination of
Kvensong, the hymn "'While Shepherds
watched their flocks at night" was sung,
and Father Morrill thou proceeded to
deliver an eloquentaddress, tounded on
the 11tli verse of the 10th chaptei of
Deuteronomy.

THE MIONIGnT SKItVICFS.
At midnight, when the service com-

menced, thecliurch was literally jamm-
ed, and to ilnd standing room wis a
matter ot considerable difrlenlty. At
11:110 "'the lirst acolyte," clothed In
black, brought from the Sacristy an
open prayer-book, and passing before
the altar made ft reverential gcnuilex-
ion, after which lie placed the book on
the altar. Ile \i\ik followedby two oth-
ers, (these laltev clad lil close lilting
Vestments of scarlet.) bearing the sa-
cred utensils to be used in the offertory.
These were placed on a table at tile loft
ol the altar. At a little before 12 o'-
clock the "First Acolyte" again ap-
peared,and,having made his übeisaiice
before the altar, proceeded to light, the
tapers, lighting tirst the two. largest,
wliich flanked the Crucifix on either
side, then those at the lett and right (In
front) ofthe altar, leaving untouched
those already mentioned as behind the
altar. Atprecisely 12the solemn p.a.s
ofthe organ buistfoith in the Process-
ional, "All my heart this night rejoic-
es," and before it lirst bur had been.ompletcd the voices of the choristers
conld be heard chanting the sacred song;
in an instant the head ofthe procession
appeared at the right, hand door Ot the
sacrisrv. In the van was a diminutive
acolyte', bearing aloft a cross; next came
several men choristers and acolytes,
an emblematicbanner, borne by an ac-
olyte; more choristers nnd acolytes; an-
other banner, different In design from
the first, and finally, precededby more
acolytes, and two clerks, or deacons,
.ame the Rev, Dr. Noyes, thecelebrant
ot the services. He was attired In a
vestment ot celebration, which is com-
posed of a skirt ot white linen, sur-
mounted by a cloak ofthe same, border-
ed at the edges with a gold and red
band,and ornamented front and back
by a broader band ofthe .ssane material,
which passed from the neck to the. bot-
tom ofthe skirt, being crossed trans*
vorsoly near the shoulder. At his en-
trance ho worea cap, as did also his as-
sistants, hut these were removed and
taken away by an acolyte. As the pro-
cession entered _he chancel and faced
the altar, each member ot it made a re-
verential bow, and the hearers of t lie
floss and banners lowered them. As
soon as the acolytes had filed to the
right and lett the celebrant of the ser-
vices ascended the. two stair's of the al-
tar aad chanted tlie Ten Command-
ments, the prayer-book from which he
read being hold upon the hands of one
ofthe assistants previously mentioned.
Subsequently Ihe Rev. Mi*. Morrill, the
pastor, entered, and proceeding to the
left hand side of the altar, he road Hie
Epl-tle lor tlie day; then eros-ing, (with
anotlier bow when before the center of
the altar), reail tlie gospel for tlie day
on the other side. The Creedwas read
or rather chanted by the Rev. Dr.
Noyes, and at the mention ol the name
of our-"\u25a0avior the celebrants and con-
gregationbowed low,and when the pas-
sage "and wasmademan," wasread ill
knelt down and made the sign of the
cross.

All of the prayers were read by the
celebrant Willi his back to the congre-
gation, and at certain times he spreadSill lands and sc-a>t_cit up imploringly to

th.. cruoilix. During the offertory or
coniuiunion service those tapers which
hull been left untoiiehedby the tirst ac-
olyte were lighted, nnd the sacred chal-
ice of wine and salver of bread, which
were covered with a triangular altar
cloth, were partakenofby the ollielating
Clergymen. What with the numerous
genuflexions, the cliaunting of the
whole service, the swinging ol incense,
the banners, and the robes of the eele-
brauts, and ehourstcrs, it would have
been no discredit to _lacrimination had
he confessed to ignorance M to whether
he was in a ProfestaitEpiscopal f' Imp-
el or n Roman Catholic Church. When
the ministers hud partaken ot the com-
munion tlie congregation went forward

-tocommune, and all desirous of going
home (it was then 1 A. M. and the ser-
vice hall comple'.ed) had an opportuni-
ty to do so.?V. r. TrVmne.

extra production of fruit, tlower, (it

plant almost invariably gives watering
wit'i liquid manure as the cause. There
is In almost every family waste of li-
quids, which nsirally go into the sewer
or drain, or possibly upon the road,
where they are.otno avail, hut, if saved,
by being conducted toatank,would en*
rich the entire garden spot of vegeta-
bles, small fruits, furnish stimulus to
the rose and other flower borders, and
keepthe grassplat green and fresheven
in the hottest and driest weather of
midsummer. Tim use ofa little plaster
(gypsum) occasionally, thrown in and
around the tank, would alwayskeep it
sweet and clean. By the use and prac-
tice of liquid imcnnrlng no delay need
ever occur in p-lanli-.g-tl._K- lieeaifse of
the mani'tre not being on hand, or not
being In a sufficiently rotted condition:
but planting could proceed, and the ap-
plication ofmanure be madeat lsisiuc.

There are many acres ofsandy land in
all the Stales given overto nmllens and
sorrel, which, if sown torye, would re-
turn trom seven to ten 1 ushels to the
acre with very little cost. Rye will
grow where nothingediblebut the run-
ningblackberry will,and, though tin-
yield be small the quality is good, and
the cost, ol production comparatively
light,?
