TETORY OF ARIZONA,
Exzcurive OFFICE.

To the people of Arizona, Greewing:

By virtue of the law of the Territory of
Arizona, the Friduy following the first day
of Pebruary in each year hins been designat-
ed ns Arbor Day, and os such ix to be obsorv.
ed as a legal holiday and the governor ks di-
rected to make proelamation of the same,

The vcounty school superintondents of cach
county are required to preseribe o course of
exoroises to be olkerved by the publie
schools. And itis made the duty of the au-
thorities in every publi hoal to |
the puplls under their charge and to have
and to hold such exercises ns shall tend to
enconrage the planting, protection and pres-
ervation of trees and shrubs and the best
methods to be adopted to accomplish such
resulis.

In this arid region of almost perpetual
growth, with n elimate so benign, the possi-
bilities of the soil so generous, where plant
life under the vitalizing power of irrigation,
develop so ropidly and comes to such a high
stute of perfection, nnd the desert can be
transformed into the vineyard, orehard and
forest growth, augmenting rainfall, retard-
ing evaporation and thus ereating natural
reservoirs, this day and its purposes are
most significant.

living monuments of their school doays. In
the promotion of forest and orchard growth
and cultivation; in the adornment of private
and publie grounds, places and ways, and in
such other efforts and undertakings as shall
be in harmony with the character of theday.
