MEXICAN MONEY
Silner Has $ot Fallen in Hexicp

When Measured by Its Pur-Chasi-

Poioer.

The Statement of a Former Ohio Resi-

dent on Mexican Prices and
Wases.

Vinton P, Safford, formerly of
Chillicothe, but now superintendent
of the Mexican Northern railway,
and residing at Escalón, Mexico, is
now on a visit to his friend in Ross
county. He is a near relative of
William C. Safford, of this city, and
is a republican, but in an interview
Tuesday, said that i a resident of
the United States he would vote for
Bryan and the restoration of silver.
Here is an extract rom his inter-
view:

"Silver has not fallep in Mexico,"
Mr. Safford, in .response to a

quest ion. "We can buy just as much
with a silver dollar in our country as
we ever did. When the Mexican
dollar was worth a dollar in gold we
nnnll V,iit. n U.,PV,nl . f ...U i i 1, 2x
. , . ,t, A

, .... '
uouar, wnicn is now ,worxn oo cents
in gold, will still buy a bushel of
wheat. I have been in Mexjco six
years, and I can get just as much
coffee, sugar, etc., for $1 now as I
could six years ago. The fact is, I
believe that the American gold dol-
lar is worth more in thiscountry and
not that the silver has depreciated.
Prices in Mexico are still up to the
standard they were twenty years ago,
but the Mexican dollar buys just as
much as much as it did then.

I believe that if the United States
had not gone to the gold standard
wheat would still be selling at SI
per bushel. The purchasing powi.r
of the Mexican dollar Jias remained
the same. The United States dollar
has been forced up. A common la.r
borer in Mexico gets from 60 cents
to $1.50 per day; mechanics get from

loU to 175 a month; engineers, 5200
to 83; conductors, $150; clerks and
sieuugrapucrs,! iiuu1UI to $175; ' and
mine carpenters, $7 to $8 a day.
These wages are paid on the rait
roads and in the mines, of which J.

have personal knowledge. Flour
sells at $8 a barrel, as it did when I
went to Mexico. These prices, re-

member, are in Mexican silver. I
have heard it stated that pn the San-
ta Fe road section hands in the
United States were paid $1 a day in '

American money, equal in value to a
gold dollar, while Mexican section
hands were paid in a dollar worth
only 53 cents. That is true, but it
must be remembered that the Mexi-
can section hand is worth only half

much as a sturdy American laborr
er. Fifty cents is all a Mexican is
worth. An American would get $2

Mexican silver, just as much as he
gets on this side of the line. I have
no interest in any silver mine, and I
speak from observation and experi-
ence." Columbus (Ohio) Press.
