lars in amount, payable in not less than five,
nor more than twenty years, and bearing in-

terest at a rate not exceeding six tier
centum per annum, interest and principal
payable iu lawful money of tho United
States, interact payable y, and
ti h:ch said bonds hall not be ftoU for less
than par, for th9 construction of a courO
house ani jail at tho county ceat of said
county: Provided, that a vote of the duly
Qualified electors of said county shall first
be token upon tho question of the issue of
the bonds under the provisions of this Act,
which election shall be held in all respects as
required by tho General Election Laws of
the Territory of Arizona, and unless a ma-
jority of the qualified electors of said counr
ty shall vote at iuid election for the issue of
bonds as in this Act provided, said bonds
shall not be issued.
